Foreword by Lina Mendoni, Minister
of Culture and Sports

The term “archaeological palimpsest” is frequently used to describe the consecutive layers of
material remains of human habitation and activity, which continues over the centuries or even ages,
often uninterruptedly, in the same areas of urban hubs and throughout Greece alike. This historical
continuity in time and space entails, in many instances, the intersection and encounter of activities
of modern times with material evidence of the past, preserved in the soil and subsoil.

Especially in the case of extensive public infrastructure works of wide geographical distribution, as
well as equivalent private investments, the encounter between contemporary creations and tangible
historical evidence becomes almost inevitable. In this respect, the State and all other public bodies
and private parties involved bear a constitutional obligation and an institutional duty to safeguard
the conditions and take the appropriate measures that will ensure that modem living, growth and
progress can coexist and have the minimum possible impact on the equally valuable -for the evolution
and wellbeing of society- chapter of cultural heritage.

A typical example of the above is the Trans Adriatic Pipeline (TAP), which is destined for the transport
of natural gas from the Caspian Sea to Europe through northern Greece, by crossing the whole of
Thrace and Macedonia regions; one of the greatest infrastructure projects ever to be realized in
Greece and one of the most important foreign investments in our country of paramount financial,
social, strategic and geopolitical significance.

As stipulated by the archaeological legislation and the complementary institutional framework,
before the start of construction and since the design phase of the project and the drawing up of
the Environmental and Social Impact Assessment, preliminary research was conducted for the
archaeological mapping and documentation of the areas where the pipeline would be passing through,
so as to prevent or confront in the best possible way any risks to cultural heritage.

The archaeological research and operations were realized from 2016 to 2019 by the local Ephorates
of Antiquities in charge, under the general coordination of the Directorate of Byzantine and Post-
Byzantine Antiquities through the Department of Coordination and Monitoring of Archaelogical
Research and Works in the Framework of Investment Projects, and financed by the Trans Adriatic
Pipeline AG construction company, based on a General and several more Specific Memoranda of
Understanding and Cooperation.

The construction of the pipeline was a major technical and organizational challenge for all stakeholders.
At the same time, it was the reason and the opportunity behind the realization of large-scale
archaeological investigation, often in almost unexplored regions up to now, which brought a wealth
of important new sites and findings from all chronological periods to light, along with several pleasant
surprises. Moreover, it offered numerous job opportunities to scientists, technicians and the labour
force in a period of adverse financial circumstances.

The publication of the present bilingual edition and its digital version, financed as well by Trans Adriatic
Pipeline AG and addressed to both a specialized scientific audience and the general public, aims at
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communicating the outcome of the archaeological research conducted within the framework of the
project, as well as presenting and showcasing the related findings, which enrich our knowledge on
the history of the wider area, through short yet concise descriptions accompanied by the appropriate
illustrations.

For the realization of this noteworthy publication and even more for the fruitful and effective
collaboration which led to the completion of this complex and demanding infrastructure project, while
respecting the cultural heritage of the country, we ought to thank and congratulate the construction
company in charge -Trans Adriatic Pipeline AG- and its partners, as well as all the departments of
the Ministry of Culture and Sports which were involved in the process for research and salvage or
coordination purposes.

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Foreword by Polyxeni Adam-Veleni,

Over the past 30 years in Greece, major and widespread utility projects have offered an opportunity
to investigate the countryside through extensive excavations, thus enriching our archaeological
knowledge with very interesting findings. One of these projects is the pipeline transporting natural gas
from Azerbaijan to Europe: the Trans Adriatic Pipeline, known by the abbreviation TAP. The pipeline
enters our country at the area of Kipoi in Evros and crosses 13 Regional Units — Evros, Rodopi,
Xanthi, Kavala, Drama, Serres, Kilkis, Thessaloniki, Pella, Imathia, Florina, Kozani — and eventually goes
through Kastoria to head towards Europe. Stretching for 550 kilometres in Greek territory, it allowed
for archaeological investigations and other research works to take place in more than 400 sites.

Despite the limited width of the excavation trench, specified by the width necessary for the installation
of the pipeline, a wealth of information was gathered covering a particularly broad period of time,
ranging from prehistory to modern times, along with a vast array of categories of findings related
to private and public life, from plain, small housing units to Christian churches and from humble
land cultivation components to more complex artisanal product processing systems. Settlements,
agricultural complexes, cemeteries, public buildings, fortresses and workshops of various eras
unfolded their story at the passage of the pipeline and created an extremely interesting archaeological
panorama of land uses throughout the centuries and millennia.

The supervision of the works was not easy, as is the case with all large-scale public or private projects
where the Greek Archaeological Service is called to deploy its resources and conduct work of high
scientific standards in limited time. Despite the inherent difficulties and the multiple adversities
occurring in projects of this range, the Ephorates of Antiquities responded with diligence, unparalleled
punctuality, amazing promptness and increased attention regarding the supervision of the pipeline
construction and the excavations that emerged on the way, as stipulated by the related clauses of
the archaeological legislation.

Bound by law and a sense of responsibility towards the scientific community, this book was created
by the Ministry of Culture and Sports in collaboration with Trans Adriatic Pipeline AG, aiming at an
original publication of the important archaeological findings revealed during the construction of TAP.
The Directorate of Byzantine and Post-Byzantine Antiquities, responsible for the general supervision
of the project from the beginning, undertook the task of gathering the concise scientific reports
by the Regional Services that undertook archaeological investigations within the framework of the
pipeline construction, in order to compile all the archaeological information related to this project in
a single edition. For several of these findings, the researchers will probably conduct further studies;
however, some of them will be recorded in this publication only, thus proving its significance and
value. It is worth mentioning that, in the last part of this book, there is a succinct and consolidated
list of all the sites and findings, so that readers can easily follow the whole research process, while,
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as a conclusion, there is a reference to all the scientists from all specialties who participated in
the project on a fixed-term contact, as a small gesture of recognition of their contribution in the
successful realization of this scientifically demanding work.

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The TAP project in northern Greece and
its contribution to the archaeological

research

This edition is the result of the collaboration between the Hellenic Ministry of Culture and Sports
and Trans Adriatic Pipeline AG, in which the significant archaeological finds unearthed during the
construction of the Trans Adriatic Pipeline (TAP) are released and featured. The implementation of
this large-scale and nationally significant technical project offered the opportunity for numerous
excavations to be conducted across northern Greece, mainly in mountainous and inaccessible
areas that had remained unexplored to a great extent, thus bringing to light numerous finds
covering all periods, from prehistory to the Ottoman rule and modern times.

Therefore, the Directorate of Byzantine and Post-Byzantine Antiquities took the initiative to
collect the relevant material from a total of 14 Regional Services that carried out archaeological
excavations in the context of the TAP project, in order to feature the findings of their research
and present them in their entirety. The edition was financed by the Company, thereby actively
acknowledging the significance of the archaeological work performed.

The 878km-long TAP pipeline, which will transport natural gas from Azerbaijan to Europe, enters
Greece at Kipoi in Evros and traverses a total of 13 Regional Units (R.U.) along 550km. These
include Evros, Rodopi, Xanthi, Kavala, Drama, Serres, Kilkis, Thessaloniki, Pella, Imathia, Florina,
Kozani and Kastoria. Archaeological investigations were undertaken along this route in at least
400 sites and involved either extensive rescue excavations or small-scale research works, which
preceded construction works for the pipeline.

Archaeological work was gradually launched in the summer of 2016 at the R.U. of Evros, Rodopi,
Drama and Serres and —following the course as well as the priorities of the project- continued
to the rest of the regions crossed by the pipeline, to be completed in the early months of 2019.
All works were funded by the TAP Company and were implemented in accordance with the Greek
Archaeological Legislation and the stipulations of, on the one hand, the General Memorandum
of Understanding & Cooperation signed in May 2016 between the Hellenic Ministry of Culture
and Sports and Trans Adriatic Pipeline AG and of, on the other hand, the 13 Special Memoranda
that were later signed by the local competent Ephorates of Antiquities and TAP AG. This complex
archaeological undertaking was brought to fruition by the Regional Services of the Hellenic
Ministry of Culture and Sports, with the assistance of scientific and technical staff employed
specifically for this purpose. Responsible for management and coordination was the Directorate
of Byzantine and Post-Byzantine Antiquities, through the Department for the Coordination and
Monitoring of Archaeological Research and Works in the Framework of Investment Projects.

The archaeological work consisted of monitoring the excavations for the protection of
the antiquities unearthed during construction and also of conducting trial trenching and
rescue excavations in the areas where antiquities were located. Given their rescue-related
purpose, archaeological surveys and works were confined to the areas where technical work
was performed, namely a) the trench of the pipeline (the width of which ranged between
2 and 5m, considerably enlarged in just a few areas); and b) in a zone stretching on either
side of the trench in which only shallow depth excavations were planned, as part of the
accompanying works. Hence, the entire Right of Way in which archaeological research was
performed had a maximum width of 38m. Despite these limitations, however, the multitude
of the retrieved finds and the remarkable response of the Services of the Hellenic Ministry
of Culture and Sports is truly impressive; as these Services both successfully managed
the pressing construction timetables and also carried out the archaeological excavations
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in conformity with scientific conduct and the applicable archaeological law.

The present edition aims to inform the public and the scientific community, via brief and
comprehensive references, about the outcome of archaeological research. To that effect, it
was requested from all Services involved to select and present in concise texts accompanied
by relevant visual material, those finds which, according to them, optimally highlight their work
and put forward new data to research. In addition, a complete catalogue of all investigated
sites, whether these involved extensive excavations or location of sites that could not be further
excavated, have been included in a separate table at the end of the book. In both the texts and
the list of archaeological sites the findings of archaeological research are presented by Service
and in geographical order, following more or less the pipeline’s route from east to west — starting
from Evros and ending in the Kastoria Regional Unit (the texts are accompanied by maps showing
the course of TAP and the location of the main excavated sites in each R.U.).

The presented material manifests the great number and diversity of the finds that contribute
significantly to our knowledge of the archaeological topography of northern Greece and bear
invaluable testimony to the uninterrupted human presence and activity in this vast area. The
material includes remains of many ancient settlements and also numerous cemeteries spanning
all periods, from prehistoric times to the period of Ottoman rule, which yielded a large number of
movable finds. At several sites, sections of farmhouses and evidence of workshop installations
were also brought to light. Furthermore, structures associated with ancient public works, such as
roads, aqueducts and also parts of fortifications, were exposed and investigated. The finds also
included remains of Byzantine and Post-Byzantine churches, the most significant of which is the
Early Christian three-aisled basilica found at Potamos, north of Alexandroupolis, also depicted
on the front cover of this book. In order to preserve this church it was decided that the pipeline
in the area would be installed with the boring method and at a greater depth. Another pleasant
surprise during the construction of the pipeline was the discovery, in the mountains surrounding
Kavala, of a series of fortification structures dating back to World War I.

In conclusion, the archaeological work performed in the context of the construction of the
Trans Adriatic Pipeline aimed at protecting the antiquities, while also taking into consideration
the needs of this major and nationally important infrastructure work. The successful outcome,
which we believe is reflected in this edition, owes a great deal to the effective collaboration
of the Hellenic Ministry of Culture and Sports with the representatives of TAP AG - especially
Mr. Efstathios Theodoropoulos and TAP’s archaeological experts, Mr. Neil Fairburn and Mr.
Konstantinos Theodoridis; whereas for the present edition we would like to express our heartfelt
gratitude to TAP’s Media and Communications Office, Manager Ms. Katerina Mouzouraki and
Ms. Anna Tsokanis.

A great infrastructure
project meeting History

The Trans Adriatic Pipeline (TAP) is one of the greatest infrastructure projects successfully implemented
in Greece and one of the most significant foreign direct investments in the country with multiple
benefits: strategic, geopolitical, social, even cultural — as demonstrated by the amount of archaeological
works conducted during the construction of the pipeline and the publication of this volume featuring
the highlights of relevant finds.

Traversing northern Greece from the border with Turkey at Kipoi (Evros Regional Unit) to the Greek-
Albanian border at leropigi (Kastoria Regional Unit), TAP collaborated with the Ministry of Culture
and Sports, as well as the local Archaeological Services of the regional units hosting the pipeline.
The purpose of this significant and valuable collaboration was to balance the requirements of the
cultural heritage work, i.e. to protect and record the antiquities, with the safe completion of the
construction and installation of the pipeline. The framework of the cooperation was defined by
Memoranda of Understanding and Cooperation that were co-signed by TAP and the competent
Archaeological Services.

In advance of any construction activities, as early as the design phase for the project and the
development of a comprehensive Environmental and Social Impact Assessment (ESIA) for Greece,
TAP conducted detailed cultural heritage baseline studies. We also identified and recorded the
known archaeological sites of the areas that the pipeline traversed with the objective to, where
feasible, avoid and protect them. This endeavour was carried out with the collaboration of the
Regional Archaeological Services and the Ministry’s competent Central Service, via the Department
for the Coordination and Monitoring of Archaeological Research and Works in the Framework of
Investment Projects.

The policy of avoiding culturally sensitive areas was followed, as per TAP’s Cultural Heritage
Management Plan for Greece, during all implementation phases of the project — from the beginning
of construction to the end of excavating activities. All work was undertaken with respect to cultural
heritage, in compliance with applicable best practices, and in accordance with the relevant Greek
and European legislation, as well as international standards.

As an example of this fundamental principle of avoidance, TAP consented to the rerouting of the
pipeline in the area of Kefalochori (Serres Regional Unit) in order to bypass a previously unknown,
yet extensive, Iron Age settlement. Smaller reroutings also took place in the mountains of Kavala,
where World War | fortifications were found, and the Poria area of Kastoria, to avoid a Post-Byzantine
cemeterial church.

In addition, wherever needed, TAP applied a series of innovative and non-invasive construction
methods to protect cultural heritage sites. There were cases in which the trenchless boring method was
used, at a greater depth than initially designed, to avoid disturbing the above-ground archaeological
monuments. Such activities were always undertaken in cooperation with the competent Ministry
authorities and following relevant approval by the Greek Central Archeological Council (CAC).

The innovative boring method was used in the crossing of the pipeline with Justinian's cross wall
of Anastasioupolis (Rodopi Regional Unit) and the 4th c. BC fortresses at Polysitos (Xanthi Regional
Unit). Furthermore, a special reference should be made to the case of an unknown basilica in the
Potamos area of Evros (cover-page photo). There, not only was the boring method successfully used,
but the pipeline was installed at an even greater depth than the one originally planned. Moreover,
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TAP also contributed, via a cultural sponsorship, to additional investigation work on the site, as well
as to the restoration and showcasing of the monument.

Overall, in the context of construction works for TAP more than 400 archaeological sites were identified,
significantly enriching the archaeological map of northern Greece. These sites, depending on their
size and location, were excavated on a larger or smaller scale. To conduct the rescue excavations,
TAP employed more than 650 scientific and technical personnel (archaeologists, conservators,
designers and archaeological workers), suggested and approved by the local Ephorates of Antiquities,
who also supervised the works. Archaeological works were also supported by the Connecting Europe
Facility (CEF) of the EU.

As per the Memoranda of Understanding and Cooperation co-signed by the local Ephorates of
Antiquities, TAP funded the conservation, recording and design of the finds unearthed in the
excavations, many of which have been included in this volume. At the same time, TAP invested in
other initiatives to protect, conserve and highlight Greek cultural heritage. For example, in collaboration
with the Ephorates of Antiquities of the Rodopi and Xanthi Regional Units, TAP funded the removal
and transport of two ceramic kilns to the museums of Komotini and Avdira, respectively.

After the conclusion of the project and in acknowledgment of the hard work and contribution of the
Archaeological Services, TAP donated all the remaining electronic equipment and unused excavation
materials to the local Ephorates of Antiquities. And we hope that they may be used to bring to light
even more significant archaeological finds in the regions of Eastern Macedonia-Thrace, Central
Macedonia and Western Macedonia.

Lastly, we would like to warmly thank the personnel of the Department for the Coordination and
Monitoring of Archaeological Research and Works in the Framework of Investment Projects, as well
as the Directorate of Byzantine and Post-Byzantine Antiquities — both part of the Hellenic Ministry
of Culture and Sports. Their cooperation was valuable and their support constant throughout the
conduct of archaeological works. In addition, their contribution to the production of this volume
has been critical.

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Introduction

Construction works for the Trans Adriatic Pipe-
line in the area under the jurisdiction of the
Ephorate of Antiquities of Evros lasted from
the summer of 2016 till the summer of 2018%.
These works brought to light finds associat-
ed with already known or new archaeologi-
cal sites, located within the pipeline’s route
over approximately 67km. From Kipoi and the
Greek-Turkish borders in the east, on the west
bank of River Evros, to the Sykorrachi area in
the west, a total of 30 sites of archaeological
interest dating to various time periods were
unearthed - including cemeteries, workshops,
domestic remains and sporadic finds.
Overall, the retrieved finds include six cem-
eteries, nine individual graves, fragments
of four funerary pithoi (jars) and scattered
anthropological material, fragmentarily pre-
served, with evidence of cremation — dating
from the Neolithic to the Late Byzantine and
Post-Byzantine period. The new finds attest
to the continuous human presence in the
region and, simultaneously, raise questions
regarding the spatial organisation of possible
new settlements, as well as their connection
with standing monuments or known sites of
ancient settlements, cities and fortifications.
Geographically, the sites researched are located
in the areas of Gemisti, Kipoi, Ardanio-ltea,
Kavisos, Pylaia, Aetochori, Amfitriti, Potamos,
Palagia and Sykorrachi.

At Ardanio-Itea, pot-shaped vessels, kantharoi
and pointed amphorae of the 3rd c. BC were
collected from inside a cist grave.

At Kavisos, two funerary jars were found con-
taining osteological material, cremation resi-
dues and fragments of Thracian pottery with
rope-shaped decoration.

In neighbouring locations in Pylaia, excavations
have brought to light 17 graves (simple pits,
surrounded by stones and/or tile-roofed), com-
bustion residues and also the skeletal remains
of six people. They date from the Hellenistic to
the Byzantine period. Anthropological material
retrieved from twelve graves in the same area
presented particular interest, as some remains
exhibit signs of fractures in the skull and thorax,
caused by an unidentified weapon with nails.
In Aetochori, fragmentary osteological mate-
rial and part of a burial's covering slab were
unearthed.

In Amfitriti, a total of 48 pit graves surrounded
by stones were uncovered, featuring stone
and clay covering slabs of the Late Byzantine
period and a circular structure made of stone,
with destruction layer.

In Palagia, 56 pit graves were brought to light,
either stone-built or surrounded by stones,
with covering slabs.

Finally, ten graves dating back to the Byzantine
period were exposed in Sykorrachi. They are
pit graves with covering slabs, with or without
grave goods.

Within TAP’s Working Area in Loutro, the foun-
dations of a Byzantine rectangular potter’s kiln
(Pdntng, 183-185) were unearthed. The outline
of a second, and contemporary, kiln was also
located at the south side of the deposit in the
trench at Gemisti, along with bricks and roof
tiles. A few metres westwards and at a depth
of 0.25m from ground level, a structure built of
clay soil and clay lumps was found that yielded
pottery of the Byzantine period.

Furthermore, 12 sites of stone piles and five
sections of unidentified stone structures were
located in the areas of Kipoi, Kavisos, Pota-
mos, Pylaia, Amfitriti and Sykorrachi, containing
Byzantine, Late Byzantine and Post-Byzantine
pottery.

In addition, 20 sections of clay water-supply/
drainage pipes of the Byzantine and Post-Byz-
antine period were retrieved at Kavisos, Pota-
mos and Maistros. Two sections of a Byzantine
- Late Byzantine subterranean stone-built tun-
nel with a clay water-supply conduit were ex-
posed near the villages Agnantia and Antheia.
Lastly, sections of a modern stone-paved path,
built of irregular hewn stones, were found in
Palagia.

The rich material excavated from the above-
mentioned sites, including the anthropological
material unearthed, offers valuable evidence of
human activity in a significant area; a cross-
roads of the inland routes connecting Asia and
Europe, as well as the Aegean Sea with the
Thracian mainland.

In the present study, four sites of archaeolog-
ical interest systematically excavated, will be
geographically discussed — moving from east
to west. These sites yielded a large number
and a variety of finds that bear testimony to
the significance of the Evros region through the
ages, from the antiquity to the Late Byzantine

period. Presented in detail are the cemeteries
at Gemisti and Palagia, dating to Late Antiquity

and the Late Byzantine period respectively.
Moreover, attention is drawn to the architec-
tural remains of a three-aisled basilica of the
Early Byzantine period and the excavation of an
unlooted Roman cist grave, containing lavish
grave goods. Both were found in the area of
Potamos of the Alexandroupolis Municipality.

Cemetery at Gemisti, Kipoi area

In the summer of 2017, 127 graves occupying
an area 114m long and 21m wide were un-
earthed on a hillside in the area of Gemisti, at
a depth ranging from 0.35m to 0.60m - just
a few metres west of the River Evros (fig. 1).
The wider area of Gemisti, Peplos and Kipoi
has been associated by Georgios Bakalakis with
the Via Egnatia crossing of River Evros and its
connection with Cypsela (MnakaAdkng 1961,
20-21). Even though the excavated cemetery
dates several centuries later, the geographi-
cal location of the area remains particularly
significant.

Field survey and surface finds indicate that
the cemetery extended to the north and south.
Rescue excavations, however, were limited to
within TAP's Working Area. Pit graves were
mostly excavated and some of them were partly
surrounded by stones. Some of them contained
grave goods, although most were unfurnished.
The deceased were all laid in a supine position
with an E-W orientation — with the skull placed
to the west. The skeletal remains belong to
men, women and children. Many burials yielded
earrings, fibulae, buckles, rings, necklaces and
globular or polygonal beads. Judging by the
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type of certain jewels, such as the two fibulae
of grave 12 (fig. 2), found near the shoulders
of the deceased, the burials are dated around
the 5th-6th c. AD. Similar fibulae are common
in burial practices elsewhere in the Balkans
(Mrkobrad 1980, 45, 59). And we should bear
in mind that during that specific period Thrace
was repeatedly invaded by northern tribes (e.g.
the Huns), whose presence is also attested
-apart from historical references- by the study
of anthropological material from other regions
of Thrace, such as Maroneia (Tritsaroli — Karad-
ima 2017, 25-27). The study of movable finds,
after their conservation, as well as anthropo-
logical material, is expected to add significant
new evidence on the migration of populations
during this obscure period in Thrace.

Three-aisled basilica at Potamos

A new archaeological site was discovered on
December 2016 north of Alexandroupolis, near
the deserted village of Potamos and the village
of Avantas. Two medieval castles lie there,
dating back to the 2nd half of the 13th or the
1st half of the 14th c. They watched over the
area and controlled the passages to the plain
of Komotini and the Thracian mainland. The
Potamos castle, due to its geostrategic loca-
tion in the south area of Evros, is of the most
significant standing monuments (Tooupng
— Mnpikag 2006, 163-182, Tpiavtd®uAAog
1991, 341).

Georgios Bakalakis, when referring to the area
of the Potamos castle wonders “What is this
ancient settlement where the castle of Pota-
mos proudly stands? This is unquestionably
medieval, possibly built by the Gattilusi family,

but below that there is also a rich prehistor-
ic settlement; as well as some finely worked
stones that may indicate occupation during
historical times”. In addition, he associates
the site with Sale, a colony of Samothrace in
Samothracian Peraia (the mainland possession
of the island on the opposite coast of Thrace)
(MnakaAdkng, 1961, 16-17).

In this location, approximately 1,700m south-
west of the castle of Potamos, a three-aisled
basilica with narthex and atrium was brought
to light at a shallow depth from ground level
(about 0.30-0.50m) and amid vegetation with
surface building material that included sev-
eral marble architectural members (bases of
columns, architraves etc.), fragments of roof
tiles, bricks and glass panes, large quantity
of plain and glazed pottery of the Byzantine
period (Zeuxippus Ware), but also osteologi-
cal material. The basilica measures 37x23m
approximately. The walls are built of rubbles
or coarsely worked stones with whitish lime
mortar as binding agent, about 0,70m wide.
The maximum preserved height of the walls
is 0.50m (fig. 3).

A section of a stone-paved courtyard was un-
earthed to the south and east of the church,
as were foundations and floors of subsidiary
buildings that yielded many movable finds dating
from the Late Roman to the Middle Byzantine
period (fig. 4). The basilica featured two parabe-
mata with apse to the east, the southern one
of which has been preserved. An oblong space

to the south of the southern aisled forms an
additional aisled that probably dates to a later
building phase. The southern aisled is paved
with square clay slabs, fragments of which are
also found in the central and northern aisled.
The latter, as well as the west wall of the atrium,
have not been fully exposed, as the basilica was
partly excavated. This significant find, which
could not be circumvented or dismantled, was
the reason for further excavation of the site;
beyond the initial five-metre-wide trench within
the pipeline’s working area®. The excavation was
conducted in three main zones; trenches mea-
suring 4x4m were plotted on an archaeological
grid interposed by baulks at a distance of 1m.
The works undertaken in the first zone were
performed mainly on the east section of the
nave and extended beyond its limits, southwards
and eastwards (trenches 6, ['7, A6, A7, A8,
E7, E8, E9). The excavation reached founda-
tion level, revealing the bedrock on which the
walls T2, T3, T4, T5 and T10 were built. In
the east section of the nave, at a depth that
ranged between 1 and 1.5m, five unfurnished
and fragmentarily preserved burials were found,
with an E-W orientation.

A large quantity of diverse plain pottery was
removed from the abovementioned sites, mainly
small and medium-sized vases. Also uncovered
were intact clay lamps, numerous fragments of
clay lamps (fig. 5) and pieces of glass vases, and
bones. The lamps can be roughly dated from
the early 2nd to the 6th c. AD (Perlzweig 1961,

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109). They bear dense granulated decoration,
vegetal ornaments (vine shoots and bunches
of grapes), rosettes and relief representations
on the shoulders, depiction of an erotic scene,
a relief cross, a heraldic bird, a Centaur and
a stamp in the form of planta pedis. Equally
significant is the number of small boat-shaped
lamps with low oil capacity that seem to have
been locally produced and traded?®.

The works in the second zone were under-
taken in the north and west section of the
narthex and the enclosure wall, as well as out-
side their north side (trenches 1a, Al, A2, A3,
A4, B3, B4). The excavation of the north part
of the narthex -demarcated by the walls T1
on the east, T6 on the north and T9 on the
west- yielded a dense and deep destruction
layer consisting of medium and large-sized
rubbles as well as fragments of tegulae and
imbrices. It is noteworthy that at the top level
of the destruction layer, outside the narthex
in the atrium, a bronze coin (N17) was re-
trieved, issued under Emperor Constantius I,
around 347-348 AD. Inside the narthex and
underneath the destruction layer, three more
coins (N48, N49, N50) were recovered in the
same spot. These were two bronze folles and
a half-follis issued under Justin Il, 565-574
AD (fig. 6).

The excavation exposed the bedrock. At the
north section of the narthex, portion of a floor
composed of lime mortar over a substrate
that consisted of red, clayey soil was brought
to light along with a considerable amount of
fragmentarily preserved fine plain pottery, ten
intact and almost intact wheel-made lamps,
potsherds of moulded lamps, and fifteen bronze
coins*. Furthermore, a substantial quantity of
unglazed, fine pottery, potsherds of pointed
amphoriskoi, potsherds of large vases, frag-
ments of glass panes and parts of animal bones
were collected. The floor of the narthex is lower
than that of the church, despite the declivity
of the terrain in the area. Combustion residues
located in the north section of the narthex, and
also north of the narthex itself, indicate that
the church was destroyed by fire. The large
number of iron nails recovered inside as well
as outside the narthex found in the destruction
layers also supports the view that the church
was devastated by fire, as they suggest the
complete collapse of the roof.

Also noteworthy is the exposure of a low wall
of small width, built of small rubble stones and
mud as binding agent, adjacent to walls 6, 7
and 9 of the narthex, where it is presumed
that bench seats (pews) were perimetrically
arranged.

In the NW section of the narthex a hoard of
nine coins (N1-N9) was retrieved -eight bronze
and one silver coin- minted most likely during
the reign of emperor Constantius Il (347-355
AD). The date of the coins and the pottery
corroborates the use of the site as early as the
Roman period (fig. 7), whereas -according to
the hitherto known data- the church was last
used in the 3rd quarter of the 6th c. AD. The
pottery and mainly the clay lamps are contem-
poraneous with the coins found in the church
(Perlzweig 1961, 10). Evidently, the basilica
was built on the site of a pre-existing sanctu-
ary; the earliest coins found here and also the
rest of the architectural remains outside the
narthex and the atrium belong to this phase.
Excavations in the third zone were performed to
the east and southeast of the church (trenches
¥T8,¥T9,¥T10,5T11,Z9,710,Z11,Z12, H11
and H12)%, at a distance of 22m E/SE of wall
16, measuring 30x2m. The trench brought to
light destruction layers consisting of dense
concentration of roof tiles and bricks, section
of a paved floor and walls built of rubble and
mud. The retrieved pottery at this site is mainly
Late Roman, as evidenced by the large number
of lamps (fragments or almost intact objects),
but also the fragments of Candarli bowls (1st-
3rd c. AD) (KaMivtdn, Xpuodapn, 387-388 and
Hayes, LRP, 322).

Concentrations of rubble stones, indicative of
fortification structures or sections, are frag-
mentarily preserved across the entire area to
the south and north of the buildings beyond
the route of the pipeline. The density of the
finds in the area suggests that the three-aisled
basilica formed part of a larger defensive and
domestic complex, with sections of fortifi-
cations and architectural remains of various
structures that extend over a broad timespan,
as attested by the aforementioned finds.
The conclusion of archaeological research in
the area will bring to light new finds that will
provide more complete answers on the date
when the church was founded or built over
an earlier structure; the use of the subsidiary

Roman cist grave at Potamos

At a distance of just a few metres SE of the
basilica, at the NW edge of a low hillock, an un-
looted cist grave was unearthed (figs 8-10). It
was found at an altitude of +93.47m/93.42m
(top surface of covering slabs), with an E-W
orientation and deviating slightly to the north.
Its outer dimensions are 2.65x1.90m and its
maximum preserved height is 1.34m. The grave
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was covered by four slabs that rested firmly on
the top surface of the walls. Both the covering
slabs and walls were of rectangular worked
limestone ashlars arranged in two rows.

The deposit removed from the grave’s interior
was 0.45m thick, comprised of brown, sandy
and loose soil, and revealed the floor of the
grave that was made of hard beaten earth. The
removal of the deposit continued to a depth of
+91.86m to the west and +91.81m to the east,
reaching the undisturbed natural layer, but did
not yield any other finds. The collected objects
were: 14 intact unguentaria, ten of which made

of clay and four made of glass (fig. 13 left);
fragments of vases; one clay lamp (fig. 13 right)
of the 2nd c. AD (Perlzweig 1961, 260-261);
three iron spearheads on top of one-another,

possibly covered by a perishable material; one
iron dagger; one iron object (tool?); four iron
rings with bezel; four bronze rings with bezel;
four bronze hoops; one gold ring with the god-
dess Fortuna depicted on the bezel (fig. 11)
dating to the 2nd half of the 1st — 1st half of
the 2nd c. AD (Guiraud 1989, 180-181); 20
gold sheets; and seven globular beads made
of vitreous material featuring vertical grooves.
Furthermore, a special find was detached from
the soil as a single ensemble, consisting of a
concentration of spangles and a bronze object
that were possibly held together on a piece of
fabric, whereas a large number of iron chips,
heads and points of nails (66) indicate the
existence of a wooden bed. Finally, small bone
fragments, disintegrated to a large extent, were
sporadically collected from the entire deposit
of the grave that do not, however, form a skel-
eton. Based on the type of the vases, the grave
is possible to be dated to the 2nd-3rd c. AD.
In an area with early religious activity, as evi-
denced by the number and types of movable
finds, the unearthing of such a prominent
monument is important as it points towards
a hitherto unknown archaeological site that
could be associated with a significant ancient
settlement.
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Cemetery at Palagia

During trenching activities conducted for the
pipeline in 2016-2017 in the area of Palagia, a
total of 56 burials were unearthed (fig. 12). The
east section of the cemetery was excavated to
a great depth. The burials extended to the north
and south of the limits of the excavated site.
Eight burials were found in the south section
of the cemetery but were not excavated as
they lay outside the pipeline’'s Right of Way.
Of the 48 burials that were investigated, 16
are pit burials cut into the bedrock and 30 are
stone-built or enclosed by stones, with irregular
covering stone slabs. Lastly, two were found
completely shattered, so only anthropological
material could be collected.

In the aforementioned burials the anthropologi-
cal material belongs to adults and children. The
bodies of the deceased have been unearthed
almost intact or extensively disturbed in a su-
pine position, with an east (lower limbs) — west
(skull) orientation. One burial (T®14) yielded
the skeletal remains of a pregnant woman and
a foetus found in the left part of the pelvis.
All graves were furnished with burial gifts. A
total of 108 silver coins and 48 silver objects
(rings, earrings and bracelets) were recovered.
In addition, parts of a textile, one piece of
jewellery with beads, individual beads as well
as one jewel composed of 20 pierced coins
were retrieved. Based on the scant pottery and
the burial gifts the graves were dated to the
Late Byzantine period (12th-14th c.). To the
east of the burials, stones were found serving
as a grave marker, piled one atop the other.
Some skeletons were covered by a kind of
fabric, whereas 76 flakes of an obsidian-like
rock were collected (T®34) from their chests,
possibly denoting a specific burial practice.
The fact that this site lies 2km away from
the three-aisled basilica hinders any connec-
tion between the cemetery and the location
of the church, at present. Still, however, it is
an additional indication of the extent of the
archaeological site and its significance over a
long period of time.

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Introduction

The location of existing significant archaeological
sites as well as sites likely to yield antiquities
was taken into consideration from the outset,
when the route of the Trans Adriatic Pipeline
(TAP) was plotted across the Rodopi Regional
Unit. Hence, in collaboration with the Ephor-
ate of Antiquities, wherever possible, relevant
amendments were made to TAP’s route, so as
not to disturb said sites. However, as was also
the case with the Hellenic Gas Transmission Sys-
tem Operator (DESFA) pipeline and the Egnatia
Motorway, it was impossible for TAP’s trench
to avoid traversing the site of Justinian’s cross
wall of Anastasiopolis. Works undertaken for
the stabilisation and conservation of the mon-
ument are presented separately at the end of
this study. As for the random finds, discovered
almost immediately after the commencement
of works, they were handled as per the results
of the preliminary archaeological investigation.
Out of a total of 17 random finds located in this
Regional Unit, only two sites were systematically
investigated and are geographically presented in
this study, i.e. from east to west. The rest of the
finds were small ensembles that were removed
after being archaeologically documented. Hence,
within a 3km-long stretch of land between the
villages of Velkio and Aetolofos, the following
were excavated: an early form of a lime kiln, a
well found just 300m west of the rescue exca-
vation at Arsakeio, and a section of a cemetery
near Aetolofos. Further westwards, at the sites
Pamforo and Thrylorio, only Hellenistic pottery
was unearthed. Finally, in the area of Isalos and
Meleti, pits with combustion residues and pottery
dating to the Byzantine period were found.

Arsakeio. Workshop and cemetery

In January 2017, in an area southwest of the
modern settlement of Arsakeio, in the Munici-
pality of Maroneia - Sapes, scattered fragments
of pottery, jars, and bones were recovered. Early
field work exposed finds over an area of about
100m, which resulted in a rescue excavation.
Due to continuous rainfall and overall adverse
weather conditions, this excavation was signifi-
cantly prolonged and completed in the summer
of the same year. Fifty-five simple graves were
unearthed, pit graves in their majority, as well as
a section of an oblong single-space rectangular
building, disposal pits, an area with clay concen-
tration, a potter’s kiln, a well, a circular structure/
well (?), and finally fragments of pithoi (fig. 1).
Movable finds were few and the retrieved pot-
tery is yet to be studied, as further examination
would more accurately determine the lifespan
of the site. Still, two phases have already been
identified. The first one pertains to the potter’s
kiln, the rectangular oblong building, the well and
the circular structure/disposal pit, the pits and
the pithoi, and is associated with the operation
of a pottery workshop dating back to the Roman
period. The second phase pertains to the burials
and dates back to the Late Roman or the Early
Byzantine period.

The potter’s kiln (fig. 2) was located in the central
part of the demarcated site. Only the heating
chamber is preserved, measuring 3.76x3.50m*.
It is an intriguing find for two reasons: firstly, it's
layout is neither circular nor ovoid, but rather
forming successive semicircles; in addition, the
walls of the combustion chamber are not vertical
in cross-section, but rather converge inwards,
forming what can essentially be described as

On either side of this
wall, parts of pithoi (jars), stones, and sections
of the grate, which had collapsed from the firing
chamber, were found. The fire mouth was at the

east and was blocked by a large fragment of a
pithos. The south western end of the kiln was
destroyed after its operation was suspended, as
the position was occupied by grave 21 (fig. 2 left).
At a short distance to the west of the kiln, a well
and a circular structure were uncovered — 2.10m
and 2.60m in diameter respectively. They were
built of large rubble stones with no binding mate-
rial. The interior of the well did not yield any finds.
In contrast, from the circular structure, pottery
from the 3rd and 4th c. AD was brought to light.
It must be noted that the structure was half-ex-
posed, since its southemn end extended outside
TAP’s trench. Lastly, two pithoi were retrieved
further west of the well and the circular structure.
The single-space building measured 12x5m with
preserved height of 65cm, was unearthed in the
east section of the demarcated site and has a
NE-SW orientation (fig. 3). It is associated with
the first phase of the site, as a large part of it was
destroyed and its building material was removed,
to be used for the interment of four bodies. The
building was made of rubble stones, with clay

mortar as binding medium. Its use should be as-
sociated with the operation of the kiln and was
possibly intended for the drying and storage of
vases.

In effect, all the above mentioned finds, as well
as another well 300m further west, comprise an
integrated pottery workshop complex, operating
during the 3rd and 4th c. AD. For unknown reasons
it suspended its operation, its building material
was plundered, the kiln was destroyed, and the
disposal pit was covered. By the 5th c. AD the
site had become a cemetery.

Fifty-five graves were excavated along the pipe-
line's five-metre wide trench of construction. In
their majority they were pit graves, with the ex-
ception of two tile-roofed ones. The cemetery
extended over a larger area, as confirmed by the
excavation conducted further south of the trench.
Oblong schist slabs mounted over the skull or
the lower limbs usually served as grave markers,
whereas in a few cases two blocks of stone were
placed on either side of the skull. The skeletons,
belonging to both adults and children, were laid
in a supine position with an E-W orientation, the
upper limbs touching the pelvis, and parallel to
the body. The majority of the graves, apart from
four, did not contain grave goods. Unfortunately,
the limited finds, such as the bronze earring found
in grave 11, the two bronze rings from graves 25
and 29, and the iron dagger from grave 28, do
not provide sufficient evidence to establish the
date of the cemetery. Only lamps AA2 and A3
found in the area of clay concentration near the
grave 45 (fig. 4) enable us to date this phase to
the 5th-6th c. AD*.

The area between the settlements of Aetolofos
and Arsakeio had yielded significant finds of the
Roman periodin the past, mainly associated with
Via Egnatia (Mottas 1989. ToatconoUAou-KaAoudn
2015). Specifically, a milestone was found in 1964
dating, according to its inscription, to the reign of
Emperor Maximinus Thrax and his son Maximus*
Thracian in origin, Maximinus is regarded as the
first Emperor that never set foot in Rome during
his reign. This was due to the continuous warfare
he was waging along the River Danube, which

stranded him in the provinces. The milepost had
been installed by the city of Topeiros. This find, in
combination with coins of the same city recov-
ered in the area, provide strong evidence for the
determination of the city’s wider territory eastern
border (MoAuxpovidou-AoukornoUhou 1989. Tasak-
laki 2018, 285). Moreover, elderly inhabitants of
the neighbouring villages relay that a stone-paved
road, which they used to call “Egnatia”, traversed
this area. Scholars that have studied the ancient
inscriptions in the area argue that, according to
the Roman road network, a Via Egnatia station
was located in the area, called either Brendice or
Brizice (Mottas 1989. IThrAeg 264-265, 493).
In addition, the presence of a small rectangu-
lar fortress, reinforced with circular towers on its
four corners and situated 100m further north of
the excavated site (Soustal 1991, s.v. Arsakeion.
Koupkoutidou-NikoAaidou 1973-1974, 829-838),
strengthens the aforementioned opinion. The Via
Egnatia station and the Late Roman fortress should
be associated with the Sykorrachi - Kirki pass that
led through Mikros Dereios to present-day Didy-
moteicho - itself one of the four main passages
that were perpendicular to Via Egnatia and provided
access to the Thracian hinterland.

Galini. Late Roman cemetery
Early archaeological works in Galini uncovered sev-
eral bones and a section of a grave. The following

rescue excavation brought to light 15 burials that
form part of a larger cemetery extending outside
TAP’s trench, both northwards and southwards.
Hence, it is deemed necessary to continue the
excavation at this point. Two clusters of graves
have been identified, the east and the west, mea-
suring 10x5m and 8x5m respectively.

The eastern cluster (fig. 5) includes five graves that
belong to adults, one of which has been identified
as a female due to the in situ retrieve of a fine
bronze ring. Also found in the cluster were two
pithoi, one of which contains bones, and three
vases. The osteological material is fragmentarily
preserved and, in some cases, has disintegrated,
possibly due to the sand content of the soil and
its close proximity to water sources. The deceased
had been laid directly on the ground, with a SW-NE
orientation or vice-versa, in an extended supine
position with arms parallel to the body.

The western cluster (fig. 6) comprises eight graves,
five of which had been dug to the same depth as
the above mentioned examples. The fragmentary
preservation state of the osteological material of
the two small cist graves made of rubble stones,
possibly relates to the age of the deceased. A
lamp (fig. 8) found on the chest of the body, an
intact small oinochoe (fig. 7)°, as well as a few
seashells and potsherds, unearthed in an area
between two graves, constitute the only finds.
None of the finds has been conserved or docu-
mented as of yet. At this stage, it can be argued
that the excavated site belonged to a Late Roman
cemetery with two small clusters of graves, in
which inhumation was practiced — as well as one
case of jar burial. The graves of the east cluster
have a SW-NE orientation, whereas those of the
west cluster are aligned from NW to SE. Judging
mainly by the size of the graves, since the oste-
ological material has not been studied, it seems
that those of the east cluster belonged to adults,
whereas those of the west to young persons. Only
one western grave belongs to an adult.

As already mentioned, the graves unearthed in the
context of construction works for TAP form part of
a larger cemetery. Indeed, it is possible that the
relief with the representation of Heros Equitans or
“Thracian Horseman” found in the area in 1978
(fig. 9)° relates to said cemetery. Its use as either
a funerary monument or a votive offering does not

negate either the importance of the monument

itself, as one of the rare reliefs of this scale, or
the significance of the area in which it was found,
i.e. less than 2km away from the newly-found
sections of Via Egnatia — east of lasmos. In any
case, a settlement or a sanctuary dedicated to
Heros must have existed in the vicinity, although
the inscription IAXQN HPOYZ incised on either
side of the figure of Heros Equitans, as well as
its size, probably allude to the realm of the dead.
The lower part of the relief depicts a wild boar
hunting scene, a typical pastime activity for the
Thracian aristocracy.

Amaxades. Justinian Cross wall / Aque-
duct of Anastasiopolis

The cross wall of Anastasiopolis (fig. 10), the
city founded in the area by Emperor Anastasius |
(491-518) in the early 6th century’, is of unique
archaeological interest — in terms of both con-
struction and function.

According to Procopius (De Aedificiis 4, 11.1-
14.1), the work was commissioned by Emperor
Justinian (527-565) as part of the fortification
works built in Thrace, following continuous Slavic
raids. It started at the northwest comer of the
enclosure wall of Anastasiopolis and reached the
foot of the Rodopi Mountain Range, extending
over ca. 2.4km. It served a dual function, that of
an aqueduct, carrying water from the mountain-
ous springs to the city, and that of a cross forti-
fication wall, for the control of the plain between
the city and the neighbouring mountain, as well
as of Via Egnatia. The latter was probably located
near the modern regional road that connects the
towns of Komotini, lasmos and Xanthié.

The present state of the monument is not par-
ticularly good. Even though the structure survives

for most of its length, its condition is rather poor
and the preserved height does not exceed 3m.
In addition, the use of the monument by the
Hellenic Army as defensive fortification, with the
artillery installation between the structure’s two
sections, has considerably worsened its state.
Furthermore, farm tracks perpendicular to the
wall line have been constructed to facilitate ac-
cess to the nearby fields. Some works for the
consolidation and preservation of the monument
were undertaken in the past by the former 12th
Ephorate of Byzantine Antiquities, however those
were only applied within a 200m-long zone on
either side of present-day Egnatia Motorway.

Due to the significance of the monument, the
intersection of the pipeline with the cross wall
called, on the one hand, for careful handling on
behalf of the Ephorate; and on the other hand,
for the amendment of the initial Memorandum
of Understanding and Cooperation between TAP
and the Ephorate. So, according to the new study,
the pipeline would pass under the monument,
2m below its foundation. In practice this en-
tailed a series of preliminary works, including
removing woody and herbaceous vegetation,
clearing fallen architectural members and soil
from the monument, and -mainly- consolidat-
ing and preserving the structure. Furthermore,
prior to drilling it was also necessary to carry out
excavations at a length of 16 metres on either
side of the monument, in order to determine the
depth of its foundations - as the pipeline had to
be installed 2m further below the foundations.
On the west side, the trial trench was 5m wide
and exposed a pebbled floor sloping downwards
towards the outer faces of the cross wall, ap-
parently for drainage purposes. The disturbed
deposit was also removed at the central part

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along 16-metres. Excavation continued in the
NE section of the area with a trial trench mea-
suring 2x2m, dug to the foundation level of the
cross wall. Two anonymous 11th c. AD folles
(fig. 11) and an arrowhead were retrieved along
the central axis®. After the completion of the
excavation, loose mortars were removed and
the monument was meticulously cleaned; then
followed the recording and assessment of its
current preservation state, in the context of the
conservation and static studies. This phase was
architecturally, topographically and photograph-
ically documented.

The treated section of the cross wall is 6.90m
wide and its maximum preserved height is
2.60m. It consists of two parts, parallel to one
another and approximately 1.60m wide each.
They are not connected to each other, not even
at foundation level. Between the two parts, a
passageway of beaten earth was formed, 3.60
to 3.80m wide, possibly functioned as a corri-
dor for the soldiers. The inner faces of the two
parts were supported by matching buttresses
(77x33cm) placed at equal intervals, starting
at the floor level of the passageway, at a height
of 1.35m from foundation level. Noteworthy is
the presence of a narrow, sloping pebbled strip,
2m wide, running along the inner side of the
east part at a 4-9 degrees angle, which probably
functioned as a ramp. However, it cannot be said
that this establishes a rule, as we are unable to
confirm whether the same feature is repeated
elsewhere.

The foundation consists of two stone cours-
es set on the ground, with no binding material.
The superstructure is composed of courses of
variable size stones, randomly placed with lime
mortar as binding agent. At a height of 1.80m
from foundation level, a straight horizontal band
of mortar, approx. 5cm thick, runs along both
parts for the entire length of the 16m. In fact,
a human footprint has been preserved on the
mortar band of the west part (fig. 12). Beam
sockets are visible on the zone over the mortar
band, whereas -judging by the sizeable parts
that have collapsed- a change in masonry can
be ascertained. Specifically, there is a band of
5cm-thick bricks and lime mortar of different
composition and colour compared to that of
the lower band, due to the presence of crushed
ceramic tiles.

Conservation works lasted one month. The outer
fronts were temporarily propped in the areas
of the cracks, while the east outer front was

reinstated to its original position. In the west
part, where the largest longitudinal crack -23cm
wide- was recorded, drilling was performed. It
was followed by the application of longitudinal
and transverse stainless-steel reinforcement,
filled with mortar and stones from the rescue
excavation. Fine cracks found in the core of each
part were also repaired, using grout and apply-
ing mortar in those parts of the wall that were
decided to be preserved in their present form.
After the completion of the main consolidation
works for the monument, the next stage involved
the installation of TAP's line-pipes with the use
of the trenchless boring method, i.e. making use
of hydraulic jacks, under the continuous super-
vision of an archaeologist of the Ephorate, who
was responsible for monitoring any impact on
the monument. In addition, a seismometer was
placed at the foundations of the monument to
record maximum level vibrations — as specified
by the European directives.

Following the conclusion of the boring process,
the final pointing of the outer faces of the wall
and the aesthetic restoration of the mortar on
all visible surfaces took place. The works were
completed by covering all trenches, on either
side of the wall and in the centre, between the
two parts, with geotextile, drainage membrane,
and sifted soil, to ensure the natural runoff of
rainwater and to protect the monument.
Construction works for TAP brought to light
significant antiquities in the Rodopi Regional
Unit. The two new Late Roman sites, located
at Arsakeio and Galini, elucidate our knowledge
regarding pottery workshops and burial practic-
es of the time. Furthermore, consolidation and
preservation works performed on the cross wall
in Anastasiopolis have given us the opportunity
to investigate the construction of the monument,
as well as later interventions on it.

Introduction

One of the main goals of the local Ephorate
of Antiquities regarding the construction of
the Trans Adriatic Pipeline (TAP) in the Xanthi
Regional Unit, was to avoid trenching through
areas where the presence of antiquities had
been ascertained. Said goal was achieved
to a great extent, thanks to the excellent
collaboration with TAP’s people in charge of
planning. Thus, we were genuinely surprised
to still unearth a great number of sites of
archaeological interest in areas traversed by
the pipeline (KaAAivtdn et al. 2017).

It must be noted that our hitherto
archaeological knowledge about the part of
the plain of Xanthi traversed by TAP was mainly
based on surveys performed in the context of
the Archaeological Service’'s administrative
needs. This means that they consisted mainly
of sporadic inspections rather than targeted
pre-excavation researches or excavations.
This fact, in conjunction with contemporary
geographical terrain -that is largely a result of
extensive alluvial deposits, land consolidation
schemes, flood control works and other man-
made interventions- is responsible for the
seeming rarity of archaeological finds. The
removal of original building material, modern
activities and long-term impact disasters are
also to blame.

Hence, the pipeline’s trench was excavated to
the level used in antiquity bringing to light 70
archaeological sites, of which 31 underwent
larger or smaller rescue excavation. Even
though the study of the material is still at a very
early stage, phases from the Neolithic to the
Post-Byzantine period are evident, indicating
continuous habitation over a broad timespan.
Rescue excavations in three sites have given
finds of major importance:

At Sounio, prehistoric domestic remains came
to light (fig. 1). Movable finds, mainly pottery,
indicate the Late Neolithic period, whereas
stone tools as well as evidence of stone carving
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could also be associated with the Early Bronze
Age. A funerary pithos recovered in the deeper
layers of a Byzantine cemetery at Grigoro, on
the other hand, dates back to the Early Iron Age.
At Polysitos, section of a fortress dating to
the 2nd half of the 4th century BC (fig. 2) was
excavated. It is associated with Philip Il and his
activities in the area and relates to a similar
defensive structure at the site Soukistra in
the Kopteros area of the Rodopi Regional Unit
(Tonidng-Mevtalog 1969, 40). The fortress
is quadrilateral, measuring approximately
150x155m, as calculated. Excavations have
uncovered parts of the east and the south
side as well as two towers, one of which
features a built apse. It was built of large river
pebbles with no bonding agent. Inside the
fortress a disturbed archaeological deposit
came to light. The fortress is located outside
the territory of Abdera and adds significant
data on fortifications in antiquity, as well as
the authorities that commissioned them (Cf.
KaAAivtdn, 2011, 1.257-1.258). Due to the
significance of the find, the boring method of
pipeline installation (underground drilling) was
used, so as to prevent damage.

In various sites near Sounio, domestic and
artisanal remains dating to the 1st, 2nd-3rd
and 4th centuries AD were found scattered.
They include sections of a large farmhouse and
potter’s kilns built there after the farmhouse
was abandoned. The site lies within the limits
of the chora, the surrounding territories of land,
of the city of Topeiros and is associated with
Via Egnatia (KaAhivt¢n 2011, 1.279-1.281),
as well as with burial mounds.

At Grigoro, a Middle-Byzantine cemetery was
unearthed, comprising pit- and cist-graves. A
small single-nave church, possibly cemeterial,
the foundations of which were fragmentarily
uncovered at Polysitos, is most likely associated
with this cemetery. The building itself appears
to have been destroyed by fire. Remains of a
workshop and disposal pits have also been
found near the cemetery, but their relation
to the burial use of the site remains unclear.
Another find of the same era is a vertically
placed pithos, discovered at Tektonas, originally
used either for storing products or collecting
water, and later for disposal.

Evidence of the Post-Byzantine period in
the area is attested by a rectangular oblong
building at Polysitos, the partial excavation of
which prevents its identification as a church.
Aside from the abovementioned reliably dated
finds, trenching works for the pipeline brought
to light a series of additional archaeological
sites that, at present, cannot be easily dated. In

one of them, at Kossos, a large concentration
of spools, slag, charcoal and vitrified materials
bears witness to the presence of a metallurgic

kiln (fig. 3). Of particular interest are a number
of aqueducts made of articulated cylindrical
clay water pipes?, found at the sites Pigadia,
Vafeika, Feloni, Tektonas and Kossos.

The inner diameter of the pipes ranges between
10 and 15cm. Some of them contain mortar
as insulation agent, whereas stones and bricks
are used for stabilisation. In one example, the
pipes were double; the two parts were fixed
together on the ground with lime mortar. There
were also two cases of two parallel pipes (fig.
4), which may have resulted due to repair or
redesign of the entire network.

Despite the lack of direct chronological
evidence, there is sufficient evidence to
suggest that the aqueducts date to the Post-
Byzantine period. That is a time of major
growth for the plain of Xanthi, with the town
of Genisea at its centre (cf. Aaddakn 2003),
which is yet to be researched, as well as the
water supply system for local settlements, for
which there is not any available information?.
Therefore discovery of these nine aqueducts
was particularly appreciated, because they
attest to an organised community or authority
that managed to resolve water supply issues
problems, control natural resources, and
improve living conditions.

Sounio. Farmhouse
The rural area of Sounio in the Xanthi

Regional Unit emerged as a site of particular
archaeological interest during the clearing of
Working Zone and trenching works for the
installation of TAP. Specifically, a total of 15
sites were identified in Sounio, with remains
dating back to the Imperial and Late Roman
period. Most of the sites, however, yielded
meagre remnants of destruction layers or
individual movable finds®.

There was only one site where extensive
architectural remains were preserved. The
results of their preliminary study will be
presented below. It should be mentioned
that the site is located within arable land,
which means that mechanical ploughing has
most likely completed the destruction of the
archaeological remains that began after the
location was abandoned.

Excavations uncovered sections of walls
that belong to three buildings and workshop
structures at a depth of 0.30m from ground
level and at an altitude of 28m (fig. 5). The walls
rest, in most cases, on a solid layer of shingles,
artificially arranged, probably for insulation
purposes. The walls are built, without the use
of binding material, with river boulders which
are abundant in the nearby areas; to this day,
many torrents still flow down from the ravines
of Rodopi into the plain. Only one course of
stones has been preserved at foundation level.
Two main phases were confirmed at the site,
one belonging to the 2nd-3rd c. AD and
the other dating to the 4th c. AD. However,
certain additional finds extend the timeframe
from the 1st to the 5th c. AD. From east to
west, the following finds were retrieved at the
site: Building 1 is associated with artisanal
activities. The preserved finds include blocks
of stone forming part of a destroyed wall (T10),
four disposal pits (A4-A7), an unidentified
stone structure (K5) and sections of kilns (K3
and K6). Kiln K3 conforms to the cylindrical
type b (Cuomo di Caprio 1971-1972. Hasaki
2002, 9-10. pl I). Its underground heating
chamber has been preserved. Further east and
at a distance of one metre, the remains of
a kiln (K6) were brought to light. They may
belong to K3 as well.

Pits A4-A7, as evidenced by their content, were
intended for the disposal of ash produced in
copious amounts during the use of the kilns.

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Two lamps from the 4th-5th century AD with
similar morphological features were also
unearthed in the area. They were probably
produced by an unknown local workshop that
appears to have been imitating and combining
elements of other known workshops.
Buildings 1 and 2 are interposed by a stretch
of land without architectural remains, in which
scarce pottery was found.

Further west, sections of 10 walls were
unearthed (T1-T6, T8, T9, T11l and T12),
belonging to two buildings (Buildings 2 and 3).
Building 2 is of particular interest. Two
architectural phases are preserved, including
spaces identified as atrium, portico, pitheon
(storeroom) etc. The unearthing of the lower
part of a kiln, indicates artisanal activity in
this case as well.

Six bases for pillars or columns, with loose E-W
orientation, are arranged along the south side
of two porticos, whose preserved length is 20m
and 10m respectively and their inner width
is 3.40m. The porticos are connected to an
atrium or courtyard and divided by a transverse
wall. It is not certain whether the space served
as a peristyle atrium or a courtyard with a
portico on one side.

Associated with Building 2 are two disposal
pits and two jars cut in the middle and placed
upright, possibly as water collectors. A clay
five-sided seal featuring a hole for mounting
was recovered in Pit 1 (A1), (fig. 6), while a
serving vessel made of greenish glass paste
was found in Pithos 1 (1) and dates back to
the 4th c. AD.

To the south of the west portico, five vertically
placed pithoi were unearthed, their upper
part missing. They belonged to a pitheon
(storeroom), associated with an earlier phase
of the building.

In contrast, the 2x2m stone structure appears
to be a later addition. The destruction layer of
this small space yielded a bronze model of a
foot, a bronze fibula of the 4th c. AD (fig. 7),
a bronze ring-key, an iron key, parts of glass-
paste bracelets, necklace beads, as well as
an assemblage of 122 bronze coins. In their
majority, these coins were issued under the
reign of the Constantinian dynasty, namely by
Constantius Il (337-361 AD), while another one
was issued under Julian Il (360-363 AD). Much
earlier is a coin issued under Rhoemetalces |
(11 BC-12 AD)~.

The two wall sections conventionally named

Building 3 actually belong to the same
complex as Building 2, as they share the same
orientation and foundation level.

Part of the space formed between the two
walls is occupied by a potter’s kiln (K2), the
underground chamber of which has been
preserved and features a central combustion
corridor (fig. 9). The lateral walls and grate
supports are made of bricks. There are three
transverse walls on each long side forming
lateral channels. South of the kiln, the remains
of the ignition corridor were found. It belongs
to type llb, as classified by Cuomo di Caprio
(1971-1972). The kiln was transferred to
the archaeological site of Abdera under the
supervision of the engineer Dimitris Korres, an
endeavour also financed by the TAP. Finally, to
the west of the buildings, a section of a curved
wall was unearthed, possibly associated with
an enclosure wall.

Movable finds unearthed in Building 3 include
clay pinakia (plates), skyphoi and cups,
oinochae and table amphorae, 59 fragments
of glass vases, cooking pots, lamps, amphorae
and pithoi, millstones, loomweights, glass
bracelets, rings and necklace beads, figurines,
counters and a signet-ring depicting a striding
lion (fig. 8). Apart from the assemblage of
122 coins, an additional 17 bronze coins were
retrieved.

In summary, it must be noted that the site is
significant, yet so far unknown in the context
of the area’s archaeological topography.
Buildings and structures are scattered over
700sg.m and interposed by open spaces to
the east and west. Judging by the nature of
the movable finds as well as the remains found
in situ, it would be plausible to consider that
the buildings were originally part of a house,
whereas a more artisanal character prevailed
in later years.

Bearing in mind the up to date facts, it should
be noted that 2km to the north of the area,
at the sites Mikro Chorafi and Platoma, lies
a settlement dating to the Imperial-Late
Roman period (KaAAivtgn 2011, 142-150).
Nearer, at about 700m to the NW, at the site
Spanotopos, two burial mounds have been
unearthed, most likely of the Imperial period,
supporting the view that there was a farmhouse
in the area. Due to the long distance from the
‘city' (asty) of Abdera (more than 20km), it
would be reasonable to associate them with
the chora of Topeiros (KaAAivt¢h 2011, 150-

domestic remains uncovered along TAP's route,
relate unquestionably to the ancient Via Egnatia
that traversed the region. They also attest
to the significance of the Roman terrestrial
communication routes, which were reinforced
as early as the 1st c. BC.

In addition, the administrative reforms
introduced by Diocletian and the abolition
of the city-state regime, must have brought
about changes in the distribution of land: it
has probably led to the creation of large farms,
as well as new settlements during the 3rd and
the 4th c. AD in this small part of the Roman
province of Rodopi, then known as Dioecesis
Thraciae.

Due to the specifications of the project, we
could only excavate along five metres of
land, which doesn’t favour safe conclusions.
However, we believe that the available data
allow for the identification of the site as the
remains of a farmhouse, despite the fact that
the size of the farm it belonged to cannot be
determined. On the other hand, in order to
argue that the site used to accommodate a
settlement, more architectural remains should
have been retrieved over a wider area. Finally,
by examining all individual finds along the
TAP’s route in Sounio, we can assume that
artisanal activities were developed across the
flatland in the vicinity of Via Egnatia, following
the construction of the road and during its
operation.

Archaeological remains at Grigoro

During the construction of TAP in the region,
significant archaeological remains were
unearthed (fig. 10). This specific site lies 800m
SE of the modern settlement of Grigoro in the
Municipality of Abdera, next to the west bank

of a torrent. During the summer its bed is dry,
but in the winter, when heavy rainfalls raise the
water table, it turns into a raging torrent. The
rescue excavation in the area was conducted
under exceptionally adverse conditions due to
the continuous flooding of the excavation site.

Archaeological remains of the Byzantine
period

In the east section of the excavated
archaeological site, a cemetery of the Middle
Byzantine period was brought to light at a
depth of approximately 1.5-2.5m beneath
ground level, extending up to 20m along
the E-W axis and 30m along the respective
N-S one. The east and west limits of the
cemetery were confirmed. Trial trenching
performed southwards did not yield any finds.
It is possible, however, that the cemetery
stretches northwards at an area that could
not be excavated, as it was not included in the
project’s Working Zone. A total of 64 graves
of adults and children were excavated. The
majority of them were simple pit graves or were
demarcated on one side by a course of rubble
stones, whereas 19 cist graves with covering
slabs were also unearthed (fig. 12). All graves
had an E-W orientation. The deceased were
laid on the ground, chiefly in a supine position,

with their arms parallel to the torso or folded
over the abdomen and chest. About half of
the graves were furnished with grave goods
that consisted mainly of jewellery: necklace
beads made of glass, bone and clay; bronze
and silver earrings (fig. 11); glass and bronze
bracelets; and bronze rings. None of them
contained coins.

All graves attest to efforts made to take good
care of the last residence of the deceased,
by using simple available means. The dense
and sparse arrangement of the graves in
different areas of the cemetery enables the
grouping of some of the burials that possibly
indicate a layout of family graves. Based on
the jewellery, the cemetery dates to the Middle
Byzantine period, with the exception of a
possible cremation urn. At the north end of the
cemetery a clay pithoid vase was recovered in
situ, horizontally placed inside a pit. The upper
part of its body is decorated with horizontal and
undulating coarse incisions. To the north, the
vase was surrounded by a stone pile. It dates
to the 8th-9th c. AD and is possibly associated
with an earlier funerary use of the site.

To the west of the cemetery -and also within
it at a lower level- a total of 59 pits were
unearthed, mostly circular and of varying
dimensions. Given their contents (fragments
of vases -cooking vessels in their majority-
clay whorls, parts of roof tiles, iron lumps etc.),
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many of them could be identified as disposal
pits. In one case, in Pit A52 the burial of a
domestic animal (possibly a dog) (fig. 13) was
unearthed. Structures were found scattered
across the site, such as a floor paved with
stone slabs, between which lay one millstone,
and remains of small kilns, attesting to some
kind of small-scale artisanal activity. No
architectural remnants were found.

Movable finds include parts of hand-made
vases finished on slow-turning wheel, most
of which bear combed decoration, clay disc-
shaped and carinated biconical spindle whorls,
whetstones, fragments of pithoi, beads made
of glass paste etc. The abovementioned finds
are typical of the material culture of the Slavs
and date to the 8th-9th c. AD. A total of 12
bronze coins were also found, seven of which
have been identified. These were folles issued
under Basil | (868-879), Romanus | Lecapenus
(913-959), Constantine | (1059-1067), Basil
|l and Constantine VIII (976-1025), as well as
Class A anonymous folles (969-1028). A 1st c.
BC coin minted in Maroneia was also recovered.

collected from its interior. Retrieved grave goods
include an unglazed hand-made pot-shaped

vase, part of an iron dagger and two biconical clay
whorls — one of which bearing dotted decoration.
The grave goods and pithos date back to the
Iron Age, possibly around the 9th-8th c. BC.
Concentrations of pottery of the same time
period were found scattered across other parts of
the excavated site. Evidently, this funerary pithos
is not an isolated example, as remnants of a
contemporary grave were accidentally discovered
at a short distance and to the NE of the site,
within the torrent bed. Parts of unglazed hand-
made vases (cups and prochoi) were retrieved
from there. Similar finds have been unearthed
further west, in the riverbed of Kosynthos as it
stands today.

Conclusions

Excavations in the area of Grigoro have brought to
light a hitherto unknown archaeological site that
is already telling its story, despite the early stages
of study: It speaks of human activity dating back
to the Early Iron Age. Then the site is abandoned.
The 1st c. BC Maroneia-minted coin may be
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suggestive of a brief period of habitation during
the time, i.e. the Late Hellenistic period. The site
appears to be used once again for temporary
settlement and artisanal activity most likely
by Slavic tribes. Slavs started arriving to lands
belonging to the Byzantine Empire as early as
the 6th c. AD, but mainly during the 7th-8th c.
and gradually converted to Christianity. Based
on the numismatic evidence, the settlement at
Grigoro can be dated to the Middle Byzantine
period. For the time being, however, its relation
to the cemetery located further east remains
problematic. A settlement associated with the
cemetery is yet to be found, but it is possible that
said cemetery is connected to contemporaneous
residential remains that have been found near
the modern settlement of Polysitos, at a distance
of about 1km to the east.

The presentation of the site at Grigoro has been
based on the preliminary examination of the
material. Systematic research and study of the
excavation data will either confirm or dispute
these initial conclusions.

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Introduction

The route of the Trans Adriatic pipeline (TAP)
enters the Kavala Regional Unit near the mod-
ern community of Paradeisos. It then traverses
the alluvial plain of Chrysoupoli and, a few
kilometres east of Kavala, ascends the Lekani
Mountains then downhill to the plain between
Drama and Philippi. The TAP passes east of
the ancient city of Philippi, at a distance of
2.5km from its eastern walls, with a SE-NW
orientation, along the edges of the marshlands
of Philippi, all the way to the borders of the
Drama Regional Unit.

In the context of construction works for TAP
in the Kavala Regional Unit, excavations were
conducted in the local communities of Dialek-
to, Zygos and Philippi, the most important of
which are discussed below.

Early Christian cemetery at Dialekto

The excavated site lies at a flatland in the rural
community of Dialekto of the Municipality of
Nestos. At a depth of 0.50m from ground level
a wall was unearthed, 12m long and 0.80-
0.90m high. The wall traverses the full width
of the pipeline’s Working Zone, with a NE-SW
orientation, and continues beyond its limits
on either side (fig. 1). It is built of rubble with
mud mortar as binding medium. One face is
coated with brittle lime mortar (fig. 2), on which
incisions roughly resembling the symbol of
ichthys (Christian fish) are visible. A section
of the wall has undergone later intervention.
North of the wall, in an area 12m wide and 70m
long, a total of 63 burials and ten skulls were
recovered at a depth ranging from 0,60m to
1.20m (fig. 3). These were free burials with a
W-E orientation (the head facing westwards).
Their state of preservation varies from very
good to very poor. The excavation yielded male,
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female and child burials: the deceased were laid
in a supine position, with the upper limbs po-
sitioned in the pelvic area, the chest or parallel
to the body. No grave goods were retrieved in
the burials, with the exception of scant amount
of pottery in their deposit. The soil in which
they were found was mostly light-coloured
and sandy. Of particular interest is Burial 58,
a free burial of a female that was preserved in
good condition. Between the two lower limbs,
the bones of an infant were uncovered, with
an E-W orientation (the head to the east).
Burials were also found outside the width of
the excavated site, a fact indicating that the
cemetery extended beyond the excavated area
in all directions.

Two disposal pits were also unearthed within
the excavated area. The first was found in the
NW section of the trench, where the soil was
greyish, muddy and compact, in contrast to
the light-coloured sandy earth of the rest of
the trench. A substantial amount of pottery
was retrieved (rims, bases, handles of vases,
potsherds with incised decoration, showing
evidence of combustion or coming from wheel-
made vessels), of greyish and reddish clay.
Other finds include traces of combustion, a
bronze coin, a bronze cross (jewel), iron nails,
and two small iron knives. The borders of the
disposal pit could not be determined, as it ex-
tended westwards to the unexcavated section.
The second disposal pit was found within the
pipeline’s trench, north of the excavated site.
This is an eight-metre zone along the trench,
starting at the north face, and more specifically
at a distance of 5.10 to 13.10m from it, and
stretching along the entire width of the trench
(5m). The soil in this zone is different, namely
dark grey and particularly hard. A bronze coin
and a marble fragment (possibly part of a grave
marker) were found within the east face of the
wall. Throughout this zone, a small quantity
of pottery and roof tiles, animal remains and
traces of combustion have been found.

In conclusion, based on the archaeological
remains, the site was identified as an Early
Christian cemetery; the wall possibly formed
part of its enclosure. No ancient settlement
has been located in the immediate vicini-
ty. The nearest settlement is Topeiros, near
the modern village of Paradeisos, which was
founded in the Roman period, and served as
station along Via Egnatia and seat of a diocese
until the 7th c. AD, when it was destroyed by
Slavic incursions (MoAuxpovidou-AoukonoUAou
1989, 587).

Late Byzantine cemetery at Zygos
Next to a streambed, in a lowland that forms

part of the rural area of Zygos, a section of an
organised cemetery was uncovered. A total of
18 graves were unearthed, in successive layers
(fig. 4). The cemetery consists of pit graves
either covered by tiles or flat stones, or left
uncovered. They contained the burials of ten
adults and 13 children or infants. Twelve of
them lacked grave goods, whereas the rest
were furnished with only a bronze pendant
found around the neck of the deceased. Based
on a glazed vase retrieved, the cemetery can
be dated to the Late Byzantine period.

Finds of the Hellenistic and Roman period
in the area of Philippi

Roman Building 111

At a depth of 0.15-0.25m from ground level,
an oblong space was unearthed, demarcated
by three walls (fig. 5). The north side, whose
total length is preserved, runs parallel to the
north face of the pipeline’'s trench and was
found destroyed in places. Two more walls,
perpendicular to the north wall, divide the
building into three unequal spaces, with the
middle one being the larger. One more wall,
also perpendicular to the north wall, belongs
to a second building phase. The walls of the
building are 0.55m wide, were built of rubble
stones and lime mortar, and were uncovered
to a height of three or four courses. Inside the
central space of the building a bronze coin
minted at Philippi was found, dating back to the
reign of Emperor Augustus (27 BC — 14 AD),
whereas inside the east space a bronze coin
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issued under Marcus Aurelius was recovered
(170-171 AD).

To the west of the western wall of the building,
at a distance of 3.45m, a section of a stone-
paved floor was brought to light, destroyed
in places (fig. 5 left). Its maximum preserved
length is 3.30m and its maximum preserved
width is 1.75m, and apparently extends be-
yond the south edge of the trench. It is built
of one course of small and medium-sized
rubble stones that rest on the soil. Between
the stone-paved floor and the western wall a
section of a pithos was unearthed in situ. The
pithos is 1.30m in diameter and half of it was
found inside the southern wall of the trench.
The area demarcated by the stone-paved floor
on the west and the wall on the east, could be
a pitheon (storeroom), as indicated by the pres-
ence of several fragments of pithoi along with
the roof tiles found in the destruction layer.
To the east of the eastern wall of the build-
ing a curved wall was exposed that continues
northwards, beyond the trench (fig. 5 right).
Both its correlation with Building Ill and its
use remain obscure.

Stone-paved road

The excavated section of the road is approxi-
mately 25m long and 5m wide, thereby occu-
pying the entire width of the pipeline’s trench
(fig. 6). The road is built of rubble stones, as
well as small and medium-sized pebbles in-
terposed by fragments of carved marble, pot-
sherds and shattered roof tiles (fig. 7). Most
of it is preserved in very good condition, while
some parts are totally destroyed. The stone-
paved surface (earlier stone-pavement) was
superimposed by a layer of larger rubble stones,
mixed with marble fragments, many of which
constituted broken architectural members.
The earlier stone-pavement was unearthed at
a depth of 2.35m, whereas the overlaid layer
at a depth of 2m. The successive paving with
stones of various sizes indicates that these
were possibly road substrates.

At a depth of 0.98m from ground level, at the
eastern border of the aforementioned find, one
more stone-paved surface was exposed, built
of small stones and iron lumps. The unearthed
section is about 5m wide with a N-S orienta-
tion and extends beyond the five-metre wide
trench, on either side. Beneath this second
stone-pavement a section of a crudely built
wall was exposed. The wall has a NW-SE orien-
tation, its maximum preserved width is 0.84m
and its maximum preserved height is 0.44m
(as confirmed by a small trial trench that was

another course of stones at a deeper level).
The wall is built of small and medium-sized

rubble stones, with a few shattered marble
architectural members in between. The binding
material is soil, whereas among the stones
several iron lumps were found. Evidently, the
wall sets the limit of the underlying stone-
paved surface, as the latter does not continue
east of the wall.

To the west, the oldest cobblestone is demar-
cated by a section of a wall with a N-S orien-
tation, excavated at a depth of 2.2m, which
runs parallel to the pavement. It is 0.47m wide,
built of small and medium-sized rubble stones,
with a shaped front on the west. Its preserved
length is 1.5m. A trial trench excavated along
the west side of the wall and the cobblestone
exposed the water table, while at a distance
of 2.50m from the north face, a section of an
elongated rectangular piece of wood, 0.12m
wide, was unearthed at a depth of 0.10m. The
wood was horizontally positioned, occupying
the entire width of the trial trench.

At almost the same level of the earlier stone-
paved surface, a bronze coin minted at Thessa-
loniki was found, dating back to the years after
88 BC. The obverse depicts the head of Janus,
and the reverse two Centaurs galloping in op-
posite directions; along with the inscription
OESSANONIKHZE (“of Thessaloniki”). In addition,
a marble road marker was found upside down,
bearing the inscription H OAOX AHMHTPOX
(“the road of Demeter”) arranged in two lines.

The road marker is made of coarse-grained
grey marble and stands 0.69m high, while its
maximum width is 0.30m and its maximum
thickness 0.23m. Judging from the way it has
been worked, it seems that the visible part of
the marker was the rectangular polished top
part that bore the inscription (0.24m in height),
whereas the rest that featured a pointed end
was fixed into the ground.

The pottery collected include mainly parts of
pot-shaped vases, pointed bases and handles
of large amphorae, but also a few fragments
of fine table vessels, chiefly pinakia (dishes)
and small skyphoi, some of which are coated
with red slip. The pottery covers the period
from the 1st c. BC to the 2nd c. AD.

Hellenistic cist grave

The cist grave! consists of four blocks of mar-
ble serving as walls (one on each side), with
no binding agent, and two covering slabs (fig.
8). The maximum length of the stone blocks
comprising the walls is 1.72m on the north
and south side, and 0.62-0.64m on the east
and west narrow sides, whereas their width
ranges from 0.14m to 0.28m. The grave has
an E-W orientation.

The maximum length of the covering slab is
2.06m, its maximum width 0.85m, and max-
imum thickness 0.20m. The skull was found
at a relatively shallow depth (0.27m from the
north covering slab), near the grave’s SE cor-
ner. It was not found in its original position

but it had moved slightly lower than the level

of the mandible that was recovered in situ in
the north-eastern corner. In contrast, the lower
limbs were indeed found in situ. The size of
the bones and the pelvis indicate that it was
a male burial. The grave goods consisted of
a strigil and gold leaves from an oak wreath.

Roman Building |

At a depth of 0.50m from the topsoil three walls
were unearthed that demarcate a space 5.52m
wide with a NE-SW orientation. As the three
walls extend beyond the pipeline’s trench, the
fourth dimension was not determined (fig. 9).
The walls are 0.50m thick and were excavated to
a height of 3-4 stone courses (0.55m). They are
built of small and medium-sized rubble stones
and brittle white mortar. No evidence of a floor
or a single destruction layer was found, with the
exception of very few stones and fragments of
roof tiles. The NW corner of the space rests
upon an earlier wall with an E-W orientation of
which a section, 2.70m long and 0.60m wide,
was uncovered. Apparently, it defines a space
that extends northwards, beyond the trench. The
movable finds include 15 bronze coins dating
from the 1st c. BC to the 1st c. AD, scant nails
and plain pottery.
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Roman Building I

Three spaces were excavated with E-W align-
ment, forming part of a building that seems to
continue both to the north and the south of the
trench (fig. 10). Two of them communicated
with each other. They are demarcated by walls
0.50m wide, whereas only the inner surface of
the walls that define the north and the south
side was exposed. The walls were uncovered
to a height of three to four stone courses. No
traces of a floor or a single destruction layer
were found, apart from very few stones and
fragments of roof tiles in lime mortar. The mov-
able finds include plain pottery, coins and nails.

Section of a Roman wall

At a distance of 20.60m from Building II, a
section of a low wall, 0.50m wide, with a N-S
orientation was unearthed, continuing on either
side of the five-metre wide trench. The wall
runs parallel to the walls of Building Il and it
could be argued that it demarcates the atrium
of a typical farmhouse.

Conclusions

The buildings excavated in the area of Philip-
pi are of inferior construction, whereas the
thickness of the walls is suggestive of the
existence of timber-roofs. However, they all
share approximately the same orientation and

their use covers the same timespan (1st c.
BC-2nd c. AD). They, possibly, belonged to the
rural dwellings of the settlers who occupied
the area after the foundation of the Roman
colony of Philippi in 42 BC2.

Even though sufficient amounts of movable

finds were collected after the removal of the
topsoil throughout the length of the trench,
the sparse arrangement of the buildings is
not indicative of them belonging to a vicus
(settlement). However, their orientation and the
linearity of their arrangement in conjunction
with the presence of the cobblestone possi-
bly suggest a road that connected the local
vicus Satricenus® with the main road network.
Simultaneously, the unearthing of the earlier
cobblestone and the grave denote the presence
of roads at this site as early as the Hellenistic
period*.

Prehistoric settlement in the area of
Philippi

Part of a large settlement of the Late Neolithic
period was excavated over an area 100m long. The
site is situated a few hundred metres east of the
known prehistoric settlement Dikili Tash®. Bisected
lengthwise by the pipeline, the settlement stretches
beyond the trench on either side. Throughout this
area, where the terrain gently rises, successive
layers of floors made of clay, thermal structures
and disposal pits were excavated. In addition, the
limits of at least two houses, circular in plan, were
determined. The dwellings were possibly built of
stakes and bricks interposed by open spaces (figs
12). These layers yielded large quantities of pottery,
artefacts, blades and figurines (fig. 11).

Introduction

In 2016, during construction works for the TAP
pipeline in the mountainous area of the Kavala
Regional Unit, evidence of fortification struc-
tures was identified in eight specific locations.
Following a series of inspections by the Service
of Modern Monuments and Technical Works
of East Macedonia and Thrace, and parallel
research of relevant literature, these sites were
recognized as significant examples of military
archaeology dating to 1914-1915, i.e. during
World War | operations in the area.
Consequently, in the context of TAP's com-
mitments (as stipulated and described in the
relevant General Memorandum of Understand-
ing and Cooperation signed by the company
and the Greek Ministry of Culture and Sports),
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a close and continuous collaboration followed
between TAP its contractor, and the competent
services of the Ministry.

This collaboration led to the technically
successful traversal of the pipeline from its
crossings with historical fortification struc-
tures (a total of two, eventually), without any
disturbance. At the same time, all fortifica-
tions affected by the passage of the pipeline
were recorded and designed. Pending, lastly,
is the drafting and implementation of special
studies for the consolidation, restoration and
promotion of the fortifications; these will be
funded by TAP via a cultural sponsorship to
the Ministry of Culture and Sports.

The initial evaluation of the finds and the
supervision of the works until the beginning
of 2018 was carried out by the then Director
of the competent Service, Andriani Diagouma,
Civil Engineer - Conservator. In 2017, Theodoros
Priggopoulos, Architect - Conservator, was added
to the supervision team, which he later took
over as Director, with the contribution of Michael
Karavelidis, Conservator of Antiquities.

The construction of these fortifications prob-
ably commenced in the summer of 1914 and
was completed in September 1915, enabling
the Greek Government to buy time and transfer
troops to the area via the port of Kavala, in

case the Bulgarians broke through the border
fortifications (AvvonouAog 2017, 49). Con-
struction was undertaken by the Thessaloniki
Fortress Command, with a total of ten forts
being built, alphabetically labelled from A to K,
according to the relevant map of the Hellenic
Army General Staff (HAGS) (fig. 1).

Nearly one hundred years after their comple-
tion, these forts are brought to the limelight,
as TAP's initial route traversed certain sections
of these fortification structures. Specifically,
the pipeline intersected them at eight differ-
ent sites?.

Located sections

The excavated sites were numerically labelled
from 1 to 8, along the direction of the pipeline
from east to west (fig. 2). Following a series
of meetings and consultation between TAP’s
contractor and the competent authorities of
the Hellenic Ministry of Culture?, it was decided
to avoid the intersection of the pipeline with
sites 2, 3, 4, 6, 7 and 8. Meaning that in the
end, TAP only crosses sites 1 (figs 3, 4, 12)
and 5 (figs 5-8, 13). Clearing and trenching
works were subsequently conducted, in order
to locate the foundations of the structures and
identify any surface finds. The boring method
was then used and the pipeline was installed
at a depth of approximately 2.50m beneath
the base (foundation) of each fortification
structure.

It must be noted that the numerical labelling is
not associated or identified with the original la-
belling of the forts by the Hellenic Army General
Staff. Additionally, although it was attempted
to identify the eight sites with the ten forts,
this was unfeasible; the large size of each fort
renders it difficult to exactly identify and/or
determinate each site as part of just one or
more forts. The most likely possibility, though,
is that the excavated sites are identified as one
or more of the sites I, A, E, Z and H. Further
investigation, however, is deemed necessary.

Construction features

Excavations brought to light additional ev-
idence for the construction features of the
defensive structures in Kavala, as well as
general fortification techniques used at the
time. According to the Hellenic Army General
Staff “Fortification is the art of making use of
land-based structures that take the form of
barriers, shelters and covers with the aim to
reinforce military power through passive resis-
tance” (Avvonoulog 2017, 39). This definition
largely applies to the defensive structures of
the forts of Kavala that mainly consisted of
earthworks, traverses, embankments, as well as
mainly stone-made installations, such as stone
bastions with covers, communication trench-

es carved out of the bedrock and rubblework
with indications of clay mortar used as binding
agent. They also comprised two defensive lines,
the second of which being on a higher level
than the first. Two stone terraces, arranged
at different levels, made up their interior. This
double line of defence offered varying degrees
of protection, and as a result the width of
the forts range from two to three kilometres
(AoUBag 1993, 58). In addition, behind the
second line of defence, square fortification
structures were found.

The forts of Kavala are generally typical of
contemporary defensive structures (such as
the Turkish fort of Bizani in loannina, 1910.
Tdolog — ZtapouAdkng — T{oupag 2006, 2-5).
Furthermore, according to the Service archive
and the report “Location and documentation
of fortifications in mountainous Kavala, inter-
secting with the route and the working zone
of the Trans Adriatic Pipeline (TAP)” compiled
by Andriani Diagouma, civil engineer of the
Hellenic Ministry of Culture and Sports, the
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role of Greek fortifications during World War |
was mainly defensive and restricted to accom-
modating 'trench warfare'. The forts of Kavala
as well did indeed serve a similar purpose.

The role of the forts

The forts of Kavala are arranged along an
imaginary triangle that starts at Fort A (on
the hill at Cape Spathi, behind the port of Nea
Karvali) and stretches towards Fort A, which
serves as the apex of said triangle, with a N-NE
orientation (fig. 9). Forts A to K extend to the
sea with a S-SE orientation, up to the port of
Eleftheres. Forts A, B and I, on the one hand,
protected the city from the east and, while
also averting invaders from the west and north
headed towards Thrace. Fort A is a character-
istic example of a fortification structure serving
a dual purpose: from the east it oversaw the
sea passage to the gulf of Nea Karvali, and
from the west it controlled the area of Aspri
Ammos. On the other hand, Forts A, Z, E, H
and H1 blocked the Lekani Mountains from the
west and protected the main road from Drama,
near the settlements of Amygdaleonas and
Stavros. Finally, Forts ©, | and K controlled the
plain between Mt. Symvolo and Mt. Pangaio,
the mountain passes, as well as the coastline
(Avvonouhog 2017, 39).

In the end, the forts of Kavala were not com-
pleted, due to shortage of funds, and never
fulfilled their function, as they were surrendered
without a fight to the Bulgarians in August
1916. Words engraved on rocks bear testimony
to their partial use around 1927. Since then,
however, they were permanently abandoned
and covered by vegetation over the years.

The reasons for constructing the forts and
their strategic significance for the country’s
defense

Due to the Treaty of Bucharest (August 10,
1913) Greece doubled its territory. As of then,
the country was sharing a border with Bulgaria,
which was potentially dangerous to Greek ter-
ritorial integrity. It was widely known that the
new neighbour had its sights on Greek territo-
ries. In the case of a war breaking out, Bulgaria
would constitute the most threatening enemy
for Greece; it boasted a powerful and larger
army than the respective Greek one, while the
country could conscript and deploy its armed
forces within a very short time. In contrast,
Greece did not have adequate reserve troops
among its permanent population nor could
transfer its soldiers fast enough to confront
any impeding threat. On top of that, there was
no railway network connecting southern Greece

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with Macedonia; meaning that even if a general
call to arms was issued, the transportation of
troops would be delayed. Under these circum-
stances, loannis Metaxas, the Head of the Op-
erations Directorate of the Hellenic Army Staff
Service proposed the immediate fortification
of the Greek-Bulgarian borders that extended
along 222 kilometres (AoUBag 1993, 34-35).
Greek defence plans foresaw the fortification
of every passage from which a Bulgarian in-
vasion could be launched, along the borders.
It is obvious, that of utmost significance was
the ensuring the safety of the urban centres
and plains of eastern Macedonia, as their po-
tential loss would imminently endanger Thes-
saloniki. Moreover, it was made clear that the
particular circumstances rendered insufficient
a single line of defence, as just one breach
could speedily lead to the loss of the entire
region of eastern Macedonia. Therefore, it was
proposed to add a second line of defence to
serve as a large-scale bastion ready to provide
supplies, ammunition and soldiers to the border
fortifications, while also significantly delaying
any Bulgarian invasion in order for Greece to
levy and transfer its troops to northern Greece.
In effect, this meant that the second line of
defence would include forts based on perma-
nent fortifications that would halt the enemy
attack with continuous battering by the artillery,
machine guns and infantry fire. This would sub-
sequently lead to the delay of the advance, so
desperately needed to set the state apparatus
in motion. Heavy artillery would play a key role
in this scenario. Hence, the main function of
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the forts was probably to defend the artillery,
thus allowing it to uninterruptedly continue
firing against the enemy for as long as possible.
As for the second line of defence for the pro-
tection of eastern Macedonia, Kavala was an
obvious choice. Its location enabled the city to
thwart any attack launched from the directions
of Xanthi, Philippopolis (Plovdiv), Mt. Pangaio
and Drama. And even if the border was lost,
the Greek army would still be able to land at
the port of Kavala and retaliate from inside
the city, so as to regain any lost territories
(fig. 10) (AoUBag 1993, 36-37. Avvonoulog
1917, 45-47).

The construction of the fortifications of Kavala
commenced in January 1914 and involved
semi-permanent enclosed forts built on the
mountainous area at the outskirts of the city, at
a distance of 8-15 kilometres. They were built
by civilian workers, supervised by officers of the
Engineer Battalion of the Thessaloniki Fortress.
A total of ten alphabetically named (A, B, T, A,
E, Z, H, 0, |, K) forts were constructed, their
total length occupying over 30 kilometres. The
reason behind this type of construction was
typical of the time, i.e. the early days of World
War |. Namely, they were built at a distance
from one another that allowed both successful
crossfire and connection with lesser structures.
This way, the forts would jointly form a 'death
zone' that could curb the onslaught of even a
major military power. The forts were enclosed,
manned by one or two companies, while also
being protected by unfenced structures (fig.
11). Blockhouses were situated either be-
tween the unfenced and the enclosed works
or outside the unfenced structures. A transport
network was also built, connecting the fort
complex with the city, for the fortification’s
speedy and coordinated operation. Greece's
border forts, as well as the Kavala ones were
equipped with a large number of machine
guns, captured by the Hellenic Army as spoils
of the Balkan Wars (AoUBag 1993, 37-38.
Avvonoulog 2017, 48-49).

German-Bulgarian invasion and the fate
of the forts

In 1916, Greece was deeply divided as re-
gards its stance towards the World War I. Un-
til September 22, 1915, the country’s Prime
Minister, Eleftherios Venizelos, supported that
Greece ought to join the war as members of
the Entente. King Constantine |, on the other
hand, maintained close relations with German
leadership and strongly believed in the eventual
victory of the Central Powers. Even though

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-and was theoretically neutral- the troops of
the Allies had already landed on Greek soil
since September 19153 Within this climate of
political instability Greece, given its significant
geostrategic location, could not avoid involve-
ment (Aeovtapitng 1978, 29-35).

The invasion of the joined German and Bul-
garian forces -although initially limited- was
launched on May 1916, when troops breached
the Greek-Bulgarian borders and seized Fort
Roupel without resistance. During the same
time, following pressure exerted by the Allies,
the conscripted Greek army was demobilised
after being levied in September 1915. There-
fore the IV Army Corps, responsible for the de-
fence of eastern Macedonia, was in no position
to cope with the threat (Opnpidng-ZkuAitong
1958, 63-68. Agovtapitng 1978, 35).

With reference to Kavala in particular, fortifica-
tion works had remained incomplete in half of
the forts, while artillery was almost inexistent.
In addition, the infantry forces in charge of
the defence of the forts were also negligible,
while the machine guns were not mounted
in their intended position as per the relevant
organisational chart. The forts were manned
by a mere 35 officers and 250 soldiers, who
comprised the force that was tasked both with
completing the fortifications and defending
the enemy attack.

In August 1916, Colonel Hatzopoulos, Com-
mander of the IV Army Crops, asked for in-
structions to deal with the threat. In its at-
tempt to negotiate with the Allies, the Greek
government decided to resist and on August
7 (when the massive Bulgarian invasion of
eastern Macedonia was launched) the Minis-
ter of Military Affairs replied: “No border fort
shall be surrendered, nor evacuated unless a
special order is issued if such matter arises”.
Nevertheless, yet again negotiations with the
Entente allied forces proved futile and orders
were reversed, partly because the government
was convinced by German guarantees that the
major urban centres of Serres, Drama and Ka-

vala would not be raided (Ounpidng-ZkuAitong
1958, 138). It should be noted, however, that
immediately after the invasion the Bulgarian
army proceeded with the looting and perse-
cution of the resident population.

New orders issued between August 15th and
18th had all divisions withdraw to their bases,
while also calling for the removal of all war ma-
terial from the borders. The Commander of the
Kavala Fortress asked permission to mobilise
the reservists in the area and requested imme-
diate assistance by the fleet. On 21 August he
was instructed not to enlist any reservists and
not to use violence. Simultaneously, measures
had to be taken to reassure the frightened
population, while he was also informed that the
fleet would provide no support. During those
days, the Bulgarians cut off communications
and confined Greek troops to the major cities in
the area. The region of eastern Macedonia had
been conquered essentially without resistance.
Scattered military units retreated to Kavala
with great difficulty, followed by civilians. On
August 23, the British Consul announced the
naval blockade of Kavala by the Allied fleet and
threatened that loss of the forts would lead to
the lack of bare essentials for the city. Within
that same day the Bulgarians occupied fort
A, and by the time instructions were received
from the Greek government, fort E had already
been seized as well. The following day (Au-
gust 24) the Bulgarians conquered the pass
of Stavroupoli, as well as forts |, Z and H. On
August 25, 1916, all forts around Kavala had
been captured. The Commander of the IV Army
Corps relinquished them without resistance,
having received the unequivocal order to avoid
conflict before communications broke down
(AoUBag 1993, 92-99).

As regards the fate of the Greek troops, a
number of soldiers took refuge in Thasos and
southern mainland Greece, but most of them
were captured. The war material was surren-
dered to the Germans and Bulgarians, while the
Greek soldiers and officers were moved by train

3. In September 1915 it had become evident that Bulgaria would join the Central Powers aiming

to attack Serbia. Greece therefore found itself in a very difficult situation, because it had military

obligations deriving from a defense pact towards its ally Serbia. King Constantine, however, hesitated

to sign the levydecree that would offer Serbia Greece’s military assistance. Hence, Greek Prime

Minister Eleftherios Venizelos invited the British and French forces to land on Greek territory, in order

for them to help Serbia instead. Despite the fact that Constantine eventually signed the decree, the

country did not wage war on Bulgaria, Germany’s ally, due to the king’'s neutral stance. A stance that

actually favoured Germany, as Constantine was certain of its victory. Given the above, Greece had to

avoid armed conflict at all costs, even if it was invaded by Bulgaria — as was the case in the end.

to the city of Gorlitz in Germany where they
remained as 'guests' until the end of the war
(AoUBag 1993, 99-104). The forts played no
major role in the country’s war effort. Neither
did they play any role in any subsequent Greek
military operations, as the Bulgarians blew
them up upon retreat (BAacidng 2016, 152).

The historical significance of the forts
Even though the Kavala forts proved to be
insignificant from a military point of view, re-
garding the course and outcome of World War |,
their historical importance remains high. Their
construction philosophy, the arrangement of
the various buildings and fortifications, as well
as the technology of building materials con-
stitute significant historical evidence; and as
such, they should be preserved despite deteri-
oration. The surviving structures offer valuable
insight not only into the warfare architecture
of the time, but also into the military history of
World War | in general. A subsequent excavation
and comprehensive study of the Kavala forts
may therefore provide rich information about
the materials, the technique and the structure
of the forts, their strategic features, as well
as the daily life of the soldiers who manned
them for years.

The most significant contribution of the forts,
however, probably lies in how they contributed
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to the reconstruction of the local history of
eastern Macedonia. The failure of the border-
line and the Kavala forts to halt the invasion
led to negative consequences for region’s local
population. Soon after the conquest of east-
ern Macedonia, the Bulgarian army imposed
a series of restrictions and oppressions. Yet,
the most serious problem was feeding the
population. According to a report by the Greek
Ambassador in Sofia, by April 1917 at least
6.000 people had died of starvation in the
Kavala area alone. In addition, thousands of
Greeks, aged 18-60 years, were displaced to
the Bulgarian mainland where they lived in ap-
palling conditions until the end of the war. Many
of them did not manage to return back home.
And even the ones that did, arrived heaped
together, sick and facing yet another severe
food crisis. This was just the beginning of a
dreadful period for eastern Macedonia. The
successive crises of the interwar period and
World War Il that followed, led to an ongoing
social and economic imbalance for the next
30 years (MixanAidng 2011).

Neolithic thermal structures

Introduction

Important antiquities were located in the Drama
Regional Unit, mainly in the areas of Kalabaki,
Kalamonas, Mavrolefki and Fotolivos. These are
presented below.

Kalabaki. Prehistoric settlement

During archaeological work carried out in the
Drama Regional Unit, in the context of im-
plementing the TAP project, in the summer
of 2016, domestic remains of a prehistoric
settlement were unearthed at the site Sykia
Tepe near Kalabaki. The site was already known
to archaeologists as a prehistoric toumba, but
had never been excavated before. The rescue
excavation lasted from February to November
2017, extended over 1,000sg.m, and reached
3m in depth from ground level. Successive
layers of habitation were investigated in 40
trenches 5m wide, dating to the Late Neolithic
and the Chalcolithic period, as well as the Early
Bronze Age.

The archaeological deposit was rich in finds
delineating -albeit fragmentary- the presence
of a settlement with carefully built dwellings
and a large production of utilitarian objects
and artefacts. Sections of clay floors and ther-
mal installations, ovens and hearths (figs 1-2)
were located in situ. In addition, numerous clay
lumps were found bearing imprints of branches
and reeds on their surface, as well as pieces of
charred wood from the posts of the structures.
The pottery retrieved at Kalabaki is dominated
by open vessels (bucket-shaped vases, phi-
alae and cups, used for the preparation and
consumption of food and drinks; also, vessels
intended for the storage and transportation of
products. As evidenced by the large number
of decorated, painted and incised vases, the
pottery exhibited a strong symbolic character
— as reflected in its decorative motifs. Other
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categories of movable finds involve tools made
of stone or bone, weaving equipment including
spindle whorls and loomweights, as well as
figurines. The latter, both anthropomorphic and
zoomorphic, impress with their large quantity
but also the diversity of size, types and figures
they represent (fig. 4).

Kalabaki. Cemetery

During trenching works for TAP in the area of
Kalabaki in Drama, a cemetery was located
and a rescue excavation followed. A total of
65 burials and 26 cases of secondary depo-
sitions were unearthed, in two different levels
in respective deposit layers (fig. 8).

The burials were laid parallel to each other,
with an E-W orientation and the skull of the
deceased at the west end of the burial. Even in
the case of successive interments, the spatial
arrangement remains satisfactory. In several
cases, secondary depositions were located very
close to the most recent burial, whereas in cer-
tain examples two or three bodies were found
buried together, presumably due to kinship. A
number of skeletons were fragmentary, and
some showed signs of severe head injuries.
All the graves are simple pits, without stone
borders. In a single case, a stone marker has
been found in situ, behind the skull, as well as
remains of walls built of stones and ceramic
tiles.

Regarding the finds, the unearthed pottery was
scarce and consisted mainly of undecorated
utilitarian wares, with the exception of a small
number of glazed potsherds. The female burials
featured jewels: bronze earrings, bracelets and
rings (fig. 5). Iron objects were found in two
graves, mainly nails from the wooden coffin,
between the lower limbs, and an iron key in
one case.

Kalamonas. Cist grave

During trenching with the use of a mechanical
excavator near the regional road that con-
nects Kalamonas and Agios Athanasios, a
rectangular cist grave with a W-E orientation
was uncovered. Dating to the Late Classical
period, it was demarcated by gneiss slabs.
The preserved outer dimensions of the grave
were 1x1.5m, whereas its inner width reached
0.65m. During the removal of the deposit,
significant finds were collected. These include,
among others, part of a bronze ladle (fig. 3)
alongside potsherds of a black-glazed krater
with red-figure decoration (fig. 7). At the burial
level, the skeletal remains of the lower part of
one body were found accompanied by several
grave goods: iron sword, bronze strainer with

Kalamonas. Tile-covered grave
Approximately 350m further to the west of
the cist grave, one more burial was unearthed,
less luxurious, and plain in its construction. It
was a tile-covered grave (kalyvitis) at a depth
of 1m from ground level, with an adjoining
undecorated closed vase. The grave consists
of three curved roof tiles, of which the cov-
ering ones bear an incised decorative motif
of curved grooves. One tile was laid onto the
ground, with a few skeletal remains preserved
in the middle, while the other two rested on
it, mounted diagonally and facing each other
in an L-shaped configuration. These served as
the grave’s cover. The sole grave goods of the
burial were the abovementioned undecorated
vase, possibly a jug, and a coin. The grave
probably dates to the Roman period.

Mavrolefki. Stone-paved road

In March 2017, during monitoring of the pipe-
line trenching works, a small-scale rescue ex-
cavation exposed a section of stone-paved
Byzantine road (fig. 9). The road surface was
unearthed at a depth of 0.80 to 1m and di-
agonally traversed the pipeline’s Right of Way.
The road is approximately 5.50m wide and
demarcated by vertical rectangular blocks of
stone, of which very few are preserved in situ on
the west slope. The stones of the west side are
sparsely and loosely arranged, which possibly
results from deterioration caused by aging and

use. In the south-western section, the road
surface is formed by a layer of small pebbles,
while the substrate consists of dark greyish and
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compacted soil, 10 to 12cm thick. In contrast,
the east half of the stone-paved surface is bet-
ter preserved. Total thickness ranges from 25
to 30cm as a result of the dense arrangement
of large and medium-sized stones in a double
layer. The road surface displays a gentle upward
curve, so as to facilitate rainwater drainage
from its crown to the gutters.

Collected finds include few examples of coarse
pottery, a bronze ring and two bronze Byzantine
coins. Investigation through trial trenches to
the west of the road did not yield immovable
finds that could be associated with the road.

Mavrolefki. Disposal pits

Southwest of the Mavrolefki village, in Drama
region, archaeological remains were unearthed
in the form of pits, within a grid of 12 archae-
ological trenches, 5m-long each, occupying an
area of 300sg.m in total (fig. 10). Twenty-three
shoddy disposal pits were brought to light,
circular in plan and without coating, ranging
in diameter from 1.50 to 2m for the larger
pits, and from 0.50 to 0.75m for the smaller
ones. They contained concentrations of clay
lumps, pottery deposits, very few clay and stone
objects, as well as heavily-used tools. In ad-
dition, three bronze Byzantine coins, a bronze
pin (fig. 12), several fragments of open and
closed vases (fig. 14) -mainly cups, oinochoai
and skyphoi- and few glazed pottery were re-
covered. In just one case, a human burial was
unearthed in a pit, with the deceased found in a
compressed position, without any grave goods.
At a distance of about 200m, a smaller con-
centration of similar pits was excavated, cov-
ering an area of 75sg.m. Their diameter ranged
from 1 to 1.50m and they contained stone
piles, a few examples of wheel — and hand-
made pottery, animal remains, lumps of clay,
as well as several concentrations of carbonized
material. From the movable findings, a bronze
coin minted at Tragilos in the early 4th c. BC
is worth mentioning. It bears Hermes on the
obverse and four quadrants featuring the name
of the issuing city (ethnikon) TPAI on the re-
verse (fig. 11).

Fotolivos. Disposal pits

A rescue excavation conducted at the site of
Fotolivos in Drama, involved 39 trenches, in
an E-W orientation, occupying 975sg.m. A
mechanical excavator uncovered 59 circular
pits beneath the natural off-white sandy soil,
of which three accommodated human skeletal
remains. Their diameter ranges from 0.45 to
2.10m and they were covered by dark brown
clayey soil with few fire traces. A small quan-

was also recovered (fig. 13), as well as very
few animal bones. Two of the three “burials”

found are preserved in poor condition, with the
bodies found in a compressed position, while
the preservation state of the bones was better
in the third, with the deceased being laid in a
supine position, arms crossed over the chest,
and a SW-NE orientation. The finds of the site
include a few bronze coins, bronze jewels, flint
cores, whorls, and iron nails.

Fotolivos. Stone-built conduit

Also located at the site Fotolivos was a 16
m-long stone structure, whose maximum
preserved width was 0.65m and maximum
preserved height was 0.30m (fig. 15). The
structure is composed of two low walls of four
courses of stones, parallel to each other, about
0.20m thick each, and with a NE-SW orienta-
tion. They are roughly constructed, exhibiting
no traces of mortar or any other binding agent.
A 25cm-wide gap between the two walls was
covered by gneiss slabs. Investigation of the
gap brought to light a layer of clayey soil super-
imposed by a 10cm-thick layer of sandy soil.
However, no floor was located. The movable
finds include very few potsherds of atypical
pottery and a loomweight.

Efstratios Papadopoulos

Kalamonas. Workshop of mould made
cups

In February 2017, during construction works
for TAR, a pottery workshop dating back to
the Late Hellenistic period was found in the
area of Kalamonas, in Drama, at a distance of
about 10km west of the ancient city of Philippi.
Archaeological research could not uncover the
facilities of the workshop due to the pipeline’s
spatial restrictions; nevertheless, the finds bear
testimony to the presence of a rather pros-
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perous 2nd c. BC pottery workshop.
According to ancient topography, the area of
Kalamonas is placed on the NE boundaries of
the Edonis area, where several settlements
and farmhouses of the Hellenistic and, mainly,
the Roman period were scattered alongside
Via Egnatia that connected Amphipolis with
the city (asty) of Philippi and with Neapolis
(Farrington 2008, p. 76-97). Hence, it seems
that the presence of a local pottery workshop
served the needs of a large area of settle-
ments west of Philippi. Archaeological ex-
cavations brought to light several workshop
remains: deposits of clay lumps, remnants of
a potter’s kiln, sites for the processing of clay
and vessels, a pitheon (storeroom), but also
significant movable finds such as clay moulds
for hemispherical bowls, parts of small relief
bowls and a plethora of potsherds of luxuri-
ous fine pottery, but also wares of everyday
use. The abundant water and clay deposits in
the area establish the existence and intense
activity of a local Hellenistic workshop meet-
ing the needs of a demanding local clientele.
Similar regional pottery workshops featuring
kilns and sites for the processing of vessels
and moulds have been located across the re-
gion of Macedonia, at Aegae (PdkAhapng 1997,
p. 193-200), Petres (Addu-BeAévn 2005, p.
375), Filotas (Mooxdkng 2000), Stobi (Ander-
son-Stojanovic 1992), Thessaly (AouAyépn-
IvtdeoidoyAou 1992) and Halkidiki (Zo@oUAn
2017), whereas indications of local production
have also been found in Aiani, Thessaloniki,
Edessa and Amphipolis.

Among the movable finds of the Kalamonas
workshop are a section of a potter’s kiln, part
of a stone bench, possibly serving clay pro-
cessing, as well as pits used for cleaning clay.
Visible -albeit heavily disturbed- were the kiln’s
successive layers of bricks composing its north
low wall, of which a part 1.10m long and 0.80m
high was unearthed. The remaining part of the
kiln continued beyond the excavation trench

and was therefore not investigated.

At a close distance to the east of the kiln, a
disposal space was unearthed containing a
large quantity of clay lumps of pure orange
plastic clay, which served as raw material for
the production of ceramics®. The stone struc-

ture, namely the bench that lay east of the
clay lumps, made of rubble without binding
material, was partly unearthed (fig. 16). It is
possible that its two preserved walls that meet
at a right angle, measuring 5.90x2m and with a
maximum thickness of 1m, delineated a rect-
angular space of the workshop complex. Its
proximity to the raw material reinforces the
connection of the site to the preparation of
the clay and the making or drying process of
the vases?. Outside of this structure lay abun-
dant fragments of roof tiles, a few potsherds
coming from utilitarian vessels, mainly small
bowls and oinochoai, loomweights, as well as
six bronze coins dating from the 2nd to the
4th c. AD, thus attesting to a broad timespan
to the activity of the workshop, up to the time
of the Roman colonisation (Zapodpng 1976,
p. 78-84, 146-8, 169 ff).

The site of the pottery workshop also encom-
passed seven shallow circular pits, dug in the
brownish-yellow clayey ground. Their walls
were roughly set and nearly all shared the same
dimensions, 0.50m deep and with a diameter
reaching 1-1.50m. Judging by the form of the
pits, it becomes clear that they were intended
for the processing of clay, nevertheless one of

them contained metallurgical waste. Around
the pits, four large storage jars (pithoi) were
found half preserved in situ (fig. 17); they had
been repeatedly repaired with lead clamps.
Parts of other pithoi were also located within
the lateral surfaces of the trenches, bearing
witness to a pitheon (storeroom) that belonged
to the workshop. Originally, the pithoi must
have been used for storing the raw material and
gradually, after the site ceased to be used as
workshop, they served disposal purposes — as
evidenced by the large quantity of shattered
vases and other materials found in them?.

Dominant, in terms of quantity, among the
movable finds were clay vases of everyday use,
mainly undecorated. All types that were popular
during the Hellenistic period are represented,
such as skyphoi, oinochoai, ladles, amphoriskoi
and Macedonian amphorae, pinakia (plates)
and cooking pots. A significant category of
movable finds consists of very few lamps* and
potsherds of moulded bowls with a variety of
relief decoration (Rotroff 1982, p. 19, 26).
Many of the collected potsherds belong to
undecorated pottery wares of everyday use,
yet there were also examples of fine luxuri-
ously made vases. The black-glazed vases
include mainly large and small bowls, pyxides
(KaAAivn 2012, 158-179) to a lesser extent,
while fragments of small bowls and plates®,
made of high-quality orange clay with lustrous
red burnish, of the eastern terra sigillata type
have been found®. Finally, “West Slope” pottery

(Malamidou 2005, note 13) is represented
by a single find: a locally produced decorated
amphoriskos.

The most important finds retrieved in the work-
shop were the clay moulds used for making
hemispherical relief bowls. From the collection
of fragments of clay moulds found across an
extended destruction layer in the NE section
of the excavation grid, two examples were
restored bearing decoration of vegetal motifs
(fig. 18), and a third one adorned with scenes
from Euripides’ tragedy “Iphigenia in Aulis”. The
medallion at the base of two of these moulds
reveals a noteworthy element: the name possi-
bly of the potter himself (ZIMOC / SIMOS), thus
further enriching available information on Hel-
lenistic pottery workshops. Furthermore, parts
of other moulds have also been preserved,
with fragmentary representational composi-
tions, inscriptions and floral decoration. The
retrieval of the moulds establishes the theory
of local production of relief bowls, possibly
under the influence of the official production
centre for these ceramics, i.e. the Macedo-
nian capital of Pella. This is supported by the
striking similarities, as well as differences, in
decoration that suggest both the existence
of local imitations and the export of vases or
moulds from the major production centres to
the regions (Akapdatng 1993).

Based on typological elements and parallel
finds from other excavated sites, mainly in
Macedonia, the vases produced at the Ka-
lamonas pottery workshop can be dated from
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the second half of the 2nd c. to the early 1st
c. BC. Furthermore, if numismatic data col-
lected during the excavation are also taken
into consideration as chronological criteria,
then the timespan is quite extended: from
the third quarter of the 2nd c. BC to the 4th
c. AD, presuming that the workshop was prob-
ably abandoned before or after the Battle of
Philippi in 42 BC, when the region received
the first influx of settlers whose settlement
in the Drama basin must have brought about
changes in the strategies of the local economy.

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Introduction

The route of the Trans Adriatic Pipeline (TAP)
within the boundaries of the Serres Regional
Unit extends along 90 km. Construction works
in the area began in the summer of 2016 and,
already during the monitoring of the prelim-
inary works and accompanying activities in
the pipeline’s Right of Way, antiquities were
located in various sites.

Rescue excavations, of a smaller or larger scale,
commenced in 2017 and were completed in
2018, thus enabling the Ephorate to unearth
antiquities dating from the prehistoric times to
the Byzantine period. Specifically, in areas such
as Symvoli, Mandili, Mesorrachi, Nea Zichni,
Neos Skopos, Pentapoli and Kefalochori, the
excavations enriched the archaeological map
of the Serres Regional Unit in two ways — via
the discovery of new sites and by corroborating
the existence of known ones. The excavations
brought to light houses with finds from the Late
Neolithic period at the sites Mandili and Me-
sorrachi; cemeteries dating to the Iron Age at
Kefalochori; Roman and Early Byzantine cem-
eteries at Pentapoli and Symvoli, respectively;
disposal pits with pottery of the Archaic and
Classical periods at Nea Zichni; and a Roman
pitheon (storeroom) at Mesorrachi.

In the following brief presentation of the ex-
cavated sites, their reference is geographical,
i.e. on the basis of the respective Municipality
each site belongs to, starting from the east
border of the Serres Regional Unit and moving
westwards.

Municipality of Amphipolis

The excavation that was carried out in the area
of Symvoli brought to light part of a ceme-
tery on a low hillside to the west of the Riv-
er Aggitis®. Individual burials in the area had
been identified as early as the planning phase
of the pipeline’s route, leading to a rescue
excavation: a total of 30 trenches were dug,
yielding 70 burials and three pits (fig. 1). During
deconstruction work, five more graves were
unearthed. The majority of the graves (49/75)
had an E-W orientation, whereas eighteen were
aligned from N to S, two burials had a NW-
SE orientation and one a NE-SW. In terms of
typology, predominant were pit graves covered
by stone slabs and occasionally fragments of
roof tiles, followed by simple pit and tile-roofed
graves. About one in three burials was furnished

with a hoard of coins and clay vessels (simple
small trefoil oinochoae, cups). The coins were
issued under the emperors Caracalla, Septimius
Severus, Licinius, Valerius, Maximian, Constan-
tine | and Constantius I, and date from the
2nd to the 4th c. AD (Sear 1981, no 3410,
3440, 3601.RIC I, 41, 70, no 222, 223, 498.
RIC VI, 427, pl. 8, 32b, 357-358, 67b. Gaebler
1935, tafel XX, 10).

Municipality of Nea Zichni

The largest number of rescue excavations,
larger or smaller, was performed in the Mu-
nicipality of Nea Zichni, as the pipeline’s route
crossed the municipality lengthwise and near
several confirmed archaeological sites.

A pit grave that did not contain grave goods,
covered by slabs of unworked stone, and a loot-
ed cist grave in which a bronze coin, a metal
object and scant pottery were recovered, were
located in the areas of Alistrati and Lefkothea,
respectively.

A large-scale rescue excavation took place in
the south foot of a prehistoric burial mound,
known as the “Mandili Toumba”. The burial
mound dates back to the Late Bronze Age and
is situated about 2,200m southwest of the
present-day homonymous settlement, at an
altitude of 219m (ToAia-Xpiotdkou 2009, 435-
444), Forty-seven trenches were excavated
within the pipeline’s trench over three levels,
in which domestic and burial remains dating
to both prehistoric and historical times were
unearthed. These include 14 burials, 39 pits
mainly serving disposal purposes, a section
of pebbled floor, sections of floors of three
thermal installations, architectural remains
that belonged to eight walls, and a fragmen-
tary jar (fig. 2).

In trenches 1, 2, 1a and 2aq, six disposal pits
dug into the sandstone terrain were unearthed,
while 41 possible postholes were found around
them. The interior of the pits yielded parts
of clay lumps with evidence of wattle, stone
tools (flint blades, ground stone tools) and pot-
sherds of hand-made vases, several of which
bear plastic rope-like or impressed decoration,
fingerprints, and high-quality polish. This was
possibly the location of a pile dwelling that
was probably destroyed by fire.

The burials were located in trenches 15, 153,
16 and 17, in plain pits with an E-W orien-
tation. Most of the skeletons were found in

supine position with the head facing east and
the arms crossed over the abdomen. All lacked
grave goods, with the exception of one which
contained bronze jewellery.

In trenches 29, 30, 31 and 32 the foundations
of six walls were found. It is highly possible
that the three walls (3, 4 and 5) demarcated
two spaces. Between walls 3 and 5 successive
piles of stones were exposed, whereas the pot-
tery collected from their upper strata included
potsherds of glazed vases, glass bracelets and
Byzantine coins. In the space between walls 4
and 5 a destruction layer was excavated that
predates the aforementioned walls, whereas
a section of a floor composed of circular clay
slabs and three new walls (6, 7 and 8) were
found at an even greater depth. The pebbled
floor and two more walls uncovered in trenches
34-35 rested on a prehistoric layer. From the
hitherto collected data it becomes clear that
the remains belong to two building phases
that date back to the Late Roman and the
Byzantine period?.

In the wider region of Mandili a few archi-
tectural remnants were also found, including
remains of a clay pipe, an area with possible
pits that contained animal bones and potsherds
of the Byzantine period, as well as an area with
Neolithic potsherds, clay lumps, and possible
postholes.

During the excavations and accompanying
works undertaken within TAP’s Right of Way in
the locality of Sfelinos, a stone-paved surface
was unearthed, with some pottery and traces
of combustion. Approximately 50m westwards,
two more piles of stones were excavated. In

one of them, fragments of roof tiles and a few
potsherds were retrieved, whereas underneath
the second pile a ditch was found containing
scant pottery. The excavation of one more
pile of stones did not yield movable finds, as
opposed to two ditches in which pottery of
historical times was uncovered. At a short
distance of the abovementioned stone piles,
abundant fragments of tiles, bricks, a few pot-
sherds (possibly from a jar) and also a pit filled
with a greyish-brown deposit and prehistoric,
most likely, potsherds were found. About 100m
further west, rescue excavations unearthed
domestic remains, a limited pebbled floor (?)
and a semi-circular artificial carving. Pottery,
stone tools and animal bones were collected
during the excavation works and the decon-
struction of the walls. It is highly probable that
prehistoric domestic structures were located
in the area, since near the aforementioned
remains and within the pipeline’s trench a part
of a jar and a disposal pit containing Neolithic
pottery were exposed.

The identification of small settlements yielding
Neolithic pottery continued further to the west,
in the area of Mesorrachi®. Mainly unearthed
were ditches that encircled prehistoric set-
tlements, rubble walls and disposal pits. The
collected finds included undecorated pottery;
potsherds with imprints of straw and black-
on-red painted decoration (fig. 3), graphite,
incised decoration and traces of white paste;
black-topped potsherds; terracotta figurines;
bone jewels; and stone tools. Simultaneously,
the enduring character of the habitation in
the area was manifested by the discovery of a

storage room of the Late Roman - Early Byzan-
tine period, to the west of the aforementioned
prehistoric site. During excavation, disposal
pits, a destruction layer with large quantities of
pottery, and two pithoi were recovered in situ.
A third pithos (the base and part of the body)
had been unearthed during early trenching
work. These finds most likely belong to some
kind of workshop.

Most of the archaeological excavations con-
ducted in Serres before the constructions works
for the pipeline, took place in the wider region
of Nea Zichni*. During trenching, a tile-roofed
grave was found, the largest part of which was
detached due to the works. Two kilometres
further to the west, a small archaeological layer
was uncovered, containing a pithos in situ, clay
lumps with imprints of twigs, and prehistoric
pottery. Also found was part of a ditch, which
also attests to the area being inhabited as early
as the Neolithic period. The ditch was dug into
the yellowish ground and was exposed along
the entire length of the archaeological trench.
Aside from the large quantity of Neolithic pot-
sherds (featuring black-on-red decoration with
incised motifs filled with white paste), an axe,
bracelets made of bone and animal remains
were also collected from the trench.

More indications of the Neolithic period in the
area come from trial trenching that did not yield
domestic remains. Retrieved, however, were

large amounts of potsherds, several of which
bear black-on-red painted decoration, several
clay lumps, and a small number of tools, such
as flint blades and parts of ground stone tools.
Apart from the Neolithic settlements, exca-
vations in the area also brought to light finds
from the Late Antiquity. Specifically, a rescue
excavation uncovered fragmentary remains of
a workshop of the Roman - Late Roman pe-
riod, in which eight walls, two disposal pits, a
section of a pebbled floor of a courtyard and a
destruction layer were excavated. Three build-
ing phases, as well as a possible reconstruction
phase were also identified.

Also during excavation, two stone piles were
unearthed. The first one yielded a small num-
ber of roof tiles, potsherds, and an iron nail.
The second consisted of large stones; during
investigation, traces of fire and a small amount
of clay lumps were located. The unearthing of
the pile of stones led to trial trenching to the
north that yielded two archaeological layers
with pottery of the Archaic and the Classical
period and a circular disposal pit with pottery
that belongs to two usage phases - the Bronze
Age and the Archaic period.

Our knowledge on the area’s archaeological
wealth was further enriched by the rescue ex-
cavation that took place in a group of seven
pits cut into the local soft semi-rock, possibly
serving disposal purposes®. Pit A was circular
in plan and contained a substantial amount
of pottery (lonic, lonic-type, Corinthian), two
stone axes, and several lumps of clay with
imprints of reeds. Pits B and B1 were adjoin-
ing, with the latter predating the former. Pit B
contained plenty of pottery fragments, among
which a fragment of an Attic black-figure kylix
depicting a rider stands out. In contrast, Pit
B1 contained very few animal bones and pot-
sherds, but also a small black-glazed kyathos
preserved intact. To the west, the oval-shaped
Pit " featured pottery and bones. The circular
Pit A had similar contents. Finally, the circular
Pits E1 and E2 were also adjoining, with the
eastern pit (E1) containing more pottery than
its western counterpart (fragments of the rim,
body and handle of a krater). One more circular
pit of the same group was separately excavated
and, based on its movable finds, dates back
to the Archaic period.

Approximately 100m further west, 31 more pits

were excavated, most of them circular or ovoid
in plan (fig. 4). Their dug-out walls were almost
vertical, with the diameter gradually widening
downwards. It seems that they were disposal
pits, associated most likely with some form of
settlement in the wider region. They contained
rubble stones, pottery of the Archaic and the
Classical period (KoukoUAn-XpuoavBdkn 2012,
331, figs 16 a-PB. Sparkes — Tallcott 1970,
263, 337, 362, Nos 407, 1457, 1790), clays
with imprints of reeds, loomweights, iron tools,
and coins.

In the area of Tholos, during clearing works for
the storage of TAP’s line-pipes, a pit grave was
found, disturbed by the construction equip-
ment. It contained Post-Byzantine pottery, an
intact cinerary urn with traces of combustion,
fragments of bones, and seashells, and also
a cist grave lacking grave goods. Rescue ex-
cavation conducted within the trench of the
pipeline revealed parts of a clay conduit with
a SW-SE orientation, possible postholes, and
a concentration of hand-made pottery.

Municipality of Emmanouil Pappas
During excavations for a drainage ditch in the
village of Toumba, a fragmentarily preserved
unglazed pot-shaped vessel was unearthed,
containing a small number of bones.

In addition, a cemetery of the Late Roman

period (3rd-4th c. AD) was located at the site
“Peristerias” in the area of Pentapoli®. A total
of ten graves were unearthed, of which eight
were pit graves and two cist ones (fig. 5). The
natural cavities found in the rocky terrain were
used to create the graves. The skeletal material
was poorly preserved, as the bones were found
disturbed and broken. The graves contained
vessels as grave goods (mainly oinochoai and
cups), bronze coins, and hoards of coins issued
under the emperors Probus, Maximian, Diocle-
tian, Galerius, Constantius | and Constantius Il.

In the area of Neos Skopos’, a cist grave of
the Late Archaic period was excavated along
the south wall of the pipeline’s trench. It con-
tained very few bones belonging to a child or
an adolescent. The grave had an N-S orien-
tation and was covered with large slabs of
stone. The deceased was accompanied by a
gold spindle-shaped bead, a gold epistomion
(mouth-plate) and a Corinthian exaleiptron®
(container) with painted floral, lotus-shaped,
decoration arranged in a band (fig. 6).

Municipality of Serres

Between the settlements of Mitrousi and Pro-
vatas, two irregular pits were found at the wall
of the pipeline’s trench. They contained clay
lumps, traces of combustion, bones, and a
large quantity of pottery (potsherds of cooking
pots and storage vases with traces of yellow
and green glazing, decorated with incised
motifs)®.

Municipality of Irakleia

In the wider region of Irakleia, a section of a
stone-paved road with an N-S orientation was
investigated. A small quantity of Ottoman pot-
tery was also collected during clearing works.
New archaeological sites were also identified
in the area of Kefalochori, thus enriching our
knowledge on this relevantly unknown area of
the Serres Regional Unit. East of the settle-
ment of Kefalochori, on a low hill and difficult
terrain, 18 stone-built enclosures and six shal-
low pits were excavated. The enclosures were
almost circular in plan and, in their majority,
adjoining to each other (fig. 7). They were built
of rubble stones of varying size, forming sin-

gle or double courses. The stones rested on
a hard, clayey deposit or on the bedrock. The
interior of most of the enclosures featured a
step, with the bedrock serving as their floor.
The shallow pits were also surrounded by stone
enclosures that have not been however pre-
served. There were very few movable finds, so
neither the date nor the use of the enclosures
can be established. Probably they were funerary
structures?®.

Further west, the archaeological excavation
brought to light funerary and domestic re-
mains, fragmentarily preserved due to fact
that archaeological layers were disturbed by
modern artillery and illicit excavations (fig. 8).
The pottery retrieved dates back mainly to the
Bronze and the Iron Age. Also found were a few
bronze coins (SNG Cop., Macedonia, pl.31, nos
1222, 1225, 1227) and intact black-glazed
vessels of the Hellenistic period (fig. 9) (Rotroff
1997, 243-245, 292, nos 17, 20, 36, 460,
ill. 4, 6, 34, pl. 2, 4, 46). Five graves belong-
ing to adults and children were investigated.
They were either cist graves or carved into the
bedrock. The architectural remains included
sections of walls, clay daub, as well as stone
piles. The excavation was not completed, be-
cause of the rerouting of the pipeline.

Within a short distance of the abovementioned
site, following the retrieval of 14 Roman coins,
pottery and a structure made of roof tiles, a
rescue excavation was conducted that ex-
posed a shallow ditch covered by fragments
of Laconian flat tiles (tegulae). No bones or
grave goods were found in the interior of the
structure, which has been identified as funerary.
In the same area, additional small-scale rescue
excavations took place originally aiming at
the investigation of a pithos, which yielded a
small quantity of pottery, parts of lead repair

rivets, and sections of a clay conduit. It ap-
pears that the pithos in question belonged to
a cluster of five more pithoi located further

east, and possibly date back to the Early Iron
Age. The pithoi were placed horizontally and
covered by rubble stones. They most likely
served as funerary vases, even though no bones
were found in their interior. However, an intact
kantharos-shaped vase and a fragment of a
phiale-shaped vase were found in two of them.
During trial trenching and rescue excavation
in the area of Sivri, west of Kefalochori, the
following were unearthed: a section of a stone-
paved road, possibly of the Ottoman period; a
pit grave dug in the ground, from which very
few bones were retrieved, a cup and a lamp;
sections of walls built of rubble; a large quan-
tity of pottery; loomweights; and coins of the
Hellenistic period (SNG Cop., Macedonia |, pl.
L1, nos 1140-1141, pl. L, nos 1075-1083).
The unearthing, however, of finds dating to later
years supports the theory of the archaeolog-
ical layers having being disturbed by modern
activities.

Finally, a rescue excavation undertaken near
the western boundaries of the Serres Regional
Unit, brought to light a section of a floor made
of reddish clayey soil and gravel, and a pile of
stones over a disposal pit. A large number of
stone tools, as well as a structure made of red
clay soil, were found on the surface of the floor.
The excavation data support the possibility of
a prehistoric settlement located there, whereas
the retrieval of scant black-glazed potsherds
and a bronze Hellenistic coin attests to the
use of the site during historical times as well.

Introduction

The sites of archaeological interest located
within the Kilkis Regional Unit during con-
struction works for TAP can be characterised
as particularly unexpected. More specifically,
during the clearing of the working zone for TAR,
sections of two organised Roman cemeteries

and evidence of two buildings that possibly
belong to the same period were unearthed at
the sites Theodosia and Isoma. A total of 48
funerary structures were excavated at Theo-
dosia and another 42 at Isoma®.

Several finds were retrieved, such as grave
goods that accompanied the deceased in their
long journey: clay and glass vases, clay lamps,
bronze coins and a small number of jewels.
These finds have been collected and wait to be
conserved, displayed and to narrate their story.

Roman cemetery at Isoma

During the excavation that preceded the instal-
lation of TAP, a section of a Roman cemetery
covering 600sg.m was investigated. It was
located at a distance of about 850m south-
east of the modern village Isoma in the Kilkis
Regional Unit.

A total of 42 burials were unearthed and in-
vestigated, three of which were heavily dis-
turbed and, as a result, have not yielded reliable
archaeological data. The graves have a N-S
orientation with an the exception of 12 cases
with E-W direction. In terms of typology, the
graves are classified into three main categories:
1. Pit graves covered by schist slabs or tiles
(28 burials). These consist of rectangular pits
cut into the sandstone bedrock to a depth up
to 1m in some cases. For approximately 1/3
of these graves, the floor is carefully lined with
flat tiles (tegulae), rarely featuring a headstone.
2. Tile-covered graves (kalyvites) (10 exam-
ples). Flat tiles (tegulae) and covering tiles
(imbrices) are used for the construction of the
gabled roofs, that are variably pointed. The
covering rests on the floor of a rectangular pit
cut into the sandstone bedrock, either shallow
in the case of cremation or deeper in the case
of interment. Two burials preserve parts of
a clay pipe used for libations, composed of
slanting pairs of semi-cylindrical covering tile).
3. The last category features a single built cist
grave, lined with fine marble slabs. The schist
slabs used for its covering rested on the sur-
rounding walls and were sealed with a layer of
densely arranged rubble stones and roof tiles.
In addition to its architectural particularity,
this grave is also marked by the total lack of
vases as grave goods and it contained the sole
example of secondary deposition.

Interment was the predominant burial prac-
tice, for only 12 cases of cremation have been

The interments were accommodated mainly in
pit-graves covered by schist slabs, but also in
tile-graves, as in at least two cases. As a rule,
the deceased were buried separately, as only
one case of secondary deposition has been
attested. Bone remains have been preserved
in very few burials and, as a result, the supine
placement of the body and the position of
the head facing north and rarely east can be
inferred mainly from the arrangement of the
grave goods and the architectural features of
the burial.

Cremations have been found only in tile-roofed
graves, where the cremated remains have been
deposited directly onto the floor of the grave.
In their entirety, these graves contained burial
gifts (fig. 1) comprising artefacts typical of the
time period: pottery consisting of open type
vessels (phialae, cups, lamps, pinakia) (fig. 2)
and close type vessels (oinochoe) (fig. 3), the
latter being absent in cremations, glass vessels
(conical cup-lamp, small skyphoi, bulb-shaped
unguentarium and one of the flask type) (fig.
4), and coins bronze, silver and a gold one
(aureus) issued by Severus Alexander (224 AD).
Coins, in hoards or individually, are the com-
monest grave good, with a total number of sev-
en hundred findings. The jewels found furnish-
ing the burials are mainly gold earrings, hoops,
a bronze bracelet, several glass beads, two
silver rings (fig. 5), one of them with a gilded
intaglio in sard depicting Artemis Elaphebolos,
and two pendants (fig. 6) found in a woman'’s
burial: the first pendant was in fact a Domitian
(86-91 AD) denarius turned into a pendant
with the addition of a gold bezel, while the
second was made of chased gold and depicts
the goddess Fortuna holding a ship’s rudder
and the Horn of Plenty — a common depiction
on coins of the 3rd c. AD.

Regarding metal artefacts, a small quantity
of iron nails and a bronze one were found, as
well as iron daggers and an elaborate silver
spoon (fig. 7).

Based on monetary identifications, the cem-
etery is dated around the 3rd c. AD.

Roman cemetery at Theodosia

During trenching at Theodosia, an ancient cem-
etery occupying nearly 250sg.m was brought
to light. The site was located approximately
3km southeast of the present-day village of
Theodosia, in the Kilkis Regional Unit, and a
small-scale excavation followed. A total of 48
burial structures were unearthed and studied
(fig. 11), of which seven were intensely dis-
turbed, thus preventing the extraction of secure

archaeological data. The remaining 41 burials
had a NE-SW orientation, a small number NW-
SE, and very few were aligned with the E-W
axis. In terms of typology, four main categories
have been identified:

1. Simple tile-roofed graves (23 burials). These
graves are covered by flat tiles, which in most
cases have not been found intact. In two buri-
als, rubble stones have also been found accu-
mulated over the covering tiles.

2. Tile-graves with gabled roof (kalyvites — 7
examples), covered by curved and flat tiles.
Rubble stones have also been used in some
cases.

Both the simple tile-roofed graves and the
kalyvites were found within a wider and deeper
pit dug into the earth, its upper walls coated
with clay. In addition, in certain instances, a
rectangular inner case was formed, coated
internally.

3. Pit graves (10 burials). These were shallow
rectangular or ellipsoidal pits, covered either
with rubbles or stone slabs. In the latter case,
small rubble stones and fragments of tiles
demarcate the upper surface of the grave.

4. The last category is represented by a single
rectangular structure built of rubble bound with
mortar, which covered a kalyvitis grave made
of schist slabs facing each other.

Both interment and cremation were practised
in the cemetery, although the latter is more
prevalent. Out of all the excavated graves, 34
contain cremations, five accommodate in-
terments, whereas in the interior of two tile-
roofed graves there were no skeletal remains or
grave goods to be recovered. Cremation is the
burial practice applied in all tile-roofed graves,
both simple and kalyvites, as well as in five pit
graves. All burials containing cremations are
secondary, which means that the body was
not cremated in situ, but in an area possibly
outside the cemetery.

With reference to the cremations in the tile-
roofed graves and the kalyvites, the ashes of
the deceased were deposited mainly on the
floor inside the pit. However, in six cases, a
rectangular clay case was made for that pur-
pose within the pit: Ashes were deposited
for their most part inside these cases, with
a smaller quantity being dispersed outside.
In pit burials cremation remains have been
laid on the earth floor of the graves, with the
exception of two graves where the floor was
composed of flat tiles (tegulae).

The grave goods offered to the deceased in-
cluded mainly clay vessels (fig. 8), such as
pinakia (plates), small skyphoi, cups, oino-
choe, a small number of amphorae and very few

lamps, as well as bronze and silver coins. The
practice of accompanying the deceased with
large amounts of coins is also largely attested.
In all graves, hoards totalling 600 bronze and
silver coins were retrieved; their preservation
state was generally very poor. Based on the
available monetary identifications, however, the
burials can be dated between the 2nd and the
3rd c. AD. In some instances, the coins were
found stuck together, an indication that they
were placed inside a leather pouch (fig. 10).
In fact, traces of leather have been preserved
in one case.

The rest of the grave goods (fig. 9) include
clay loomweights, several bronze rings and
hoops, a few bronze bracelets, one bracelet
made of jet stone, bronze pins and a few glass
beads. One grave featured two daggers and an
iron tool. It should be noted that, in their vast
majority, the grave goods, particularly the clay
artefacts, were severely broken, thus conveying
the impression of having been intentionally
destroyed.

Interments were exclusively found in pit graves.
The deceased were buried separately, placed on
the floor in a supine position. Differentiations

occur with regard to the orientation of the
heads, whereas the skeletal material found
was badly disintegrated.

The quantity of the grave goods in the inter-
ments is clearly smaller compared to crema-
tions. The deceased are accompanied by very
few clay vases, mainly small skyphoi, phialae,
cups, oinochoe, and one lamp, placed, as a
rule, next to the lower limbs of the body. Only
one body was found wearing a bronze ring. The
coins encountered in all graves were deposited
near the upper limbs and, as in cremations,
it seems that they were originally kept inside
a leather pouch, one of which featured a cap
made of horn (fig. 10). Judging by monetary
identifications, the cemetery dates mainly back
to the 3rd c. AD.

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Introduction

Construction works for the installation of the
Trans Adriatic Pipeline in the Thessaloniki Re-
gional Unit commenced in the fall of 2016 near
the settlement of Evangelistria and were com-
pleted within a year. The route of the pipeline
ran along difficult terrain, as it traversed the foot
of the Krousia mountain range stretched to the
Langadas plain, and from there crossed Mesaio
village to reach Gallikos river. West of Gallikos,
it headed towards Mesimvria and Chalkidona,
and then entered Pella Regional Unit. Various
new archaeological sites were unearthed, such
as a workshop, a settlement, cemeteries, and
water pipes, dating from the Middle Neolithic
Period to the Post-Byzantine times. In the first
section, new sites were located in three areas: a.
Lachanas-Karteres, b. Assiros and c. Pentalofos.

Middle Neolithic settlement at Pentalofos
in Oraiokastro

At the foot of the mountain in the vicinity of
Mesaio, in Oraiokastro, a yet unknown site has
been located, dating back to the Middle Neo-
lithic, possibly even the Late Neolithic period?.
It extends north of the present-day settlement
of Pentalofos, to the south of which two known
archaeological sites are situated: Toumba A and
the trapeza (a mound and surrounding bank)
at the site Sousamomylos at a distance of
4.3km to the east, and Toumba B at 3.4km to
the west. It lies at the end of a steep declivity,
on a flatland formed between low mountains,
whereas to the south it opens to the Thermaic

Gulf. The naturally fortified site, encircled by
two streams providing the necessary water,
was suitable for habitation.

The settlement extended 70m to the north.
Further southwards, along the west side of the
excavated area, a streambed has been located,
also visible at the north end of the settlement.
Finally, at the south end, two sections of a ditch
were partially uncovered.

Two distinct building phases have been ob-
served. The top phase extends within the brown
deposit, whereas the underlying phase starts at
the dark brown stratum and rests on the natural
off-white clayey soil. Despite the small width
of the excavated area, which makes it difficult
to reconstruct the exact plan of the buildings,
research has yielded satisfactory evidence for
the architecture and the arrangement of space
in both phases.

The building remains of the earlier phase con-
sist of several pits (fig. 1) divided into two
groups: a) large pits with diameter of 3m or
more and b) small pits with diameter of 1 to
1.5m. They are arranged in three clusters, 12
and 34m away from each other. The first cluster
comprises three pits; two of them are large, one
features steps, and the third is circular in plan.
The second cluster has four large and three
smaller pits, while the third cluster consists
of eleven, mainly small, ones, of which seven
are quite densely arranged.

The larger pits, which are ellipsoidal with walls
gradually converging towards the bottom and
steps to provide access, are possibly asso-
ciated with semi-underground pit-houses.
As evidenced by the abundant lumps of clay
found in their interior, that served as building
material, the walls of the overground section
of these dwellings were built of clay and wood
branches and reinforced with stakes. The roofs
must have been made from perishable organic
materials. The floors are of hard beaten-earth.
Occasionally, a domestic unit comprised two
adjoining pits, with postholes demarcating
the entry point from one room to the other,
and featured hearths. In some cases, covered
semi-outdoor spaces were arranged outside
the dwellings with the aid of posts.

Of particular interest is the domestic unit of
the three pits A13, A23 and A16 (fig. 2). Ac-
cess to the larger and deeper pits was provided
by steps; outside three postholes outline a
roofed space. Not too far, the smaller shallow

pit (A16), circular in plan, was intended for the
preparation of food: it contained a hearth with
clay surface and traces of fire, as well as a work
surface made of beaten clay soil and gravel.
A phiale with pierced handles has been found
(fig. 3) there. The smaller pits, with almost
vertical walls, were possibly used for storage
and/or disposal.

The type of the underground dwelling is partic-
ularly widespread in the Thermaic Gulf region, at
sites such as Lete |12, Thessaloniki International
Fair, Thermi, Stavroupoli I*, but also across the
Balkans in general®.

The finds of this phase include: large mono-
chrome vessels with rope-like decoration (fig.
5); parts of large closed, unburnished vases,
such as pierced vertical handles; legs of cooking
pots; fine well burnished red-painted pottery®;
pottery decorated in red colour on red back-
ground and in brown colour set against white
background -drawing parallels those from Lete

Il and the Thessaloniki International Fair sites®
- animal bones; clay game pieces; artefacts
made of bone and stone; and part of a figurine.
The domestic remains of the second phase
have been located on the exact same site at a
higher level (fig. 1). Stone, clay, and cylindrical
posts have been used as construction materials.
Three dwellings and two destruction layers were
partially unearthed. Between the buildings, open
spaces are similarly arranged, serving everyday
needs, as attested to by the three thermal in-
stallations and the vessels recovered in situ.
The rooms are rectangular in plan. The walls
have no foundation trenches. In Buildings 1
(fig. 2) and 2, the walls are made of massive
and medium-sized rubble stones with soil as
binding material. Their superstructure consisted
of smaller stones and mud-bricks. Building
3, located at the north part of the trench, is
different in both construction method and in
size, as it has two walls with a NE-SW orienta-
tion and extends diagonally outside the trench.
The north wall was made of sparsely arranged
cylindrical posts that were not inserted into the
ground, and the gaps were filled by bricks and
piled clay. The south wall was different, was
built, of rubble stones and bricks.

In each of the three outdoor spaces, a thermal
installation came to light” (fig. 4). These must
have served a significant purpose in everyday
life, such as the food preparation and cooking.
They are not exclusively associated with any
individual building, thus denoting a collectivist
attitude.

The effort to establish the date of the late
phase is not particularly facilitated by the study
of the pottery, which consists of monochrome
coarse vases. Their material is characterised
by large inclusions, rich limestone impurities,
and intense erosion. A small percentage comes
from thick storage jars with rope-like deco-
ration, and an even smaller amount from red
burnished pottery with thin walls and pierced
tubular vertical handles, examples relating to
the Middle Neolithic period.

The domestic remains of the two phases at
Pentalofos, as well as the building materials
can be compared to those of the settlement
at Stavroupoli: Phases la and Ib of the Middle
Neolithic period feature pit-houses, while Stav-
roupoli |, on the other hand, dating to the Late
Neolithic period, has overground buildings, rect-
angular in plan, with thermal installations inside

as well as outside®. Furthermore, buildings with
stone foundations and pile dwellings are en-
countered during the Late Neolithic period at
the toumba in Trilofos®, as well as in the Middle
Neolithic settlement at Servia!®. Therefore,
for the time being, it is presumed that Phase
Il dates back to either the Middle Neolithic or
the beginning of the Late Neolithic period.

It is obvious that in many cases the location of
the structures of the later phase coincides with
that of their earlier counterparts. Apparently, it
has not been possible to repair and reuse the
existing buildings of the earlier phase after their
destruction. The inhabitants abandoned the
construction of semi-underground dwellings,
replacing them with more resilient structures
made of different building materials. Still, they
remained on the exact same site, laying em-
phasis on the continuity of the household and
manifesting 'ownership'.

The settlement at Pentalofos constitutes a rare
example of resettlement in Central Macedonia,
demonstrating that the large settlements were
not merely short-lived, seasonal installations.
Nevertheless, contrary to the settlements at
Stavroupoli, Thermi and Vasilika, characterised
by the horizontal translocation of the houses
during successive building phases, the two
phases of the Pentalofos settlement not only
developed in the same area, but the new struc-
tures occupied the exact same location with
the earlier ones. This gave prominence to the
open-air spaces of the settlement, as in the
case of Servia, that functioned as the inhabi-
tants’ centre of activity.

The settlement at Sesklo displayed the same

features during the Middle Neolithic period?!?,
i.e. many of its buildings were used over a long
period of time following reconstructions or
additions. The effort to reuse the same site
is also encountered in the Selevac settlement
in Serbia, dating to the late 6th millennium?2.
The ditch (fig. 6) that was unearthed in two
parts at the south end of the settlement is a
meticulous trench, at least 134m long, dug on
the edges of the extensive flat settlement. Its
construction entailed the digging of succes-
sive pits of various dimensions. Steps were
arranged on its sides. In the interior, two low
retaining walls were found almost facing each
other, built of rubble stones and mud-bricks. In
its deepest part, the bottom of the ditch had
been filled with a layer of pure sand.

The filling of the ditch ranged between 2.80 and
3.40m and consisted of three layers. It was rich
in building materials, as well as movable finds:
large fragments of utilitarian vases, featuring
mat impressions, and fragments of red- and
black-burnished phialae or painted with red
slip; potsherds reused as lids and whorls; shells,
animal bones, stone tools, and sling bullets.
Judging by the pottery, the ditch was possibly
dug during the Middle Neolithic period.
Ditches appear frequently in Greek settlements
since the Early Neolithic period and in numer-
ous sites across the Mediterranean, the wider
Balkan Peninsula and Europe. In terms of con-
struction, the ditch at Pentalofos bears resem-
blance to other examples found in Macedonia
as well as Thessaly. The ditches of Stavroupoli
[**, Makrygialos I*4, Lete I**, Servia'® and Apsalos
in Almopia'” are indicatively mentioned.

The construction of ditches manifests the con-
tinuous and arduous effort of the settlement’s
inhabitants to either mark its limits in relation to
the surrounding space or to internally organise
the community - in both flat settlements and
toumbas. More specifically, in the case of the
Pentalofos ditch, the discovery of a layer of
sand at the lower level possibly brings in a new
dimension in the interpretation of this work,
which could be associated with the collection
and drainage of rainwater or material carried
by torrent.

The settlement at Pentalofos is added to the
limited number of sites of the Middle Neolithic
period excavated in Central Macedonia and in
northern Greece in general, offering significant
new evidence to research. Still, however, what
was revealed by the rescue excavation con-
ducted as part of the major TAP project, leaves
many questions unanswered.

Roman cemetery at Nea Mesimvria

In the summer of 2017, during trenching works
for TAP, a section of an ancient cemetery occu-
pying an area of 225sg.m was exposed*®. The
site is situated approximately 2.7km SW of the
modern settlement of Nea Mesimvria. A total

of 21 graves were unearthed and investigated,
sparsely arranged in a single layer, with common
E-W orientation (fig. 7), with the exception
of two cases with a NW-SE orientation. All
known types of graves are represented in the
cemetery, as follows:

1. Five tile graves (kalyvites): they are made of
roof tiles of Laconian type, sloping in opposite
directions and, in several cases, decorated with
fingerprint patterns. Usually, there is a border
of rubble stones at the base of the tiles to
support them.

2. Four tile-covered graves: they are shallow
rectangular pits covered horizontally by flat
roof tiles (tegulae).

3. Three cist graves: they correspond to three
different burial structures. More specifically:
a. Grave 8 takes the form of a pit that has been
lined and covered with marble slabs. The west
section of the floor, which is covered by lime
mortar, is arranged into a bedhead;

b. Grave 7 is a pit whose long sides and floor
are lined with bricks. It is covered by four rect-
angular marble slabs;

c. Grave 12 is a pit built with rubble stones
and lime mortar as binding medium, encasing
a kalyvitis grave. The entire grave was coated
with a thick layer of lime mortar.

4. Nine pit graves: these are mostly rectangular,

the pits are dug into the earth, covered by slabs

and soil. In one case, parts of marble column
shafts have been used.

The main burial practice encountered is inter-
ment: the deceased is laid in supine position
on a formed floor or directly onto the earth with
the head to the east. As a rule, the deceased
are buried individually. Nonetheless, there are
also cases of double interment (fig. 10), triple
interment (fig. 11), and an interment together
with a secondary deposition.

In terms of their burial gifts, the graves were
plain and unlooted in their majority (fig. 8). Of
the 21 graves excavated, 19 were furnished
with grave goods. Representative examples of
various categories were recovered, such as clay
vases (essential oil containers, pinakia [plates],
cups, lamps, oenochoai) (figs 9, 12, 13), jewels
(rings made of bronze, iron and glass paste;
bronze, bone or iron fibulae), and iron nails of
shoes (fig. 14). Bronze coins that had been
deposited as Charon’s obols were retrieved
alongside the other grave goods. A total of 94
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bronze coins have been found, of which eleven
have been identified (Stobi under Julia Domna
193-217 AD, Stobi under Caracalla 198-217
AD, Thessaloniki under Severus Alexander 222-
235 AD, Thessaloniki under Macrinus 217-218
AD, Thessaloniki under Commodus 180-192
AD, Aurelian 270-275 AD, Maximianus 280-
294 or 296 AD, Diocletian 284-294 or 296
AD, Thessaloniki under Elagabalus 218-222
AD, Probus 276-282 AD).

Consequently, based on the numismatic evi-
dence, the cemetery covers a timespan from
the end of the 2nd to the end of the 3rd c. AD.

Introduction

Construction works for TAP in Pella Regional
Unit commenced on November 2016 and was
completed on February 2019. The pipeline
traverses Pella Regional Unit with E-W orientation.
Its route offered to the Ephorate the opportunity
to investigate and collect archaeological evidence
for many areas and conduct rescue excavations
in a few sites. On behalf of the Ephorate, the
process was coordinated by the archaeologist
Ms. Anastasia Georgiadou.

The following excavated sites yielded significant
evidence regarding the history, culture and
topography of the area:

1. Lakeshore settlement at Paralimni. Iron Age/
Archaic and Late Roman periods.

2. Ancient road at Paralimni. Late Roman period.
3. Remains of a bridge at Paralimni. Late Roman
period.

4. Domestic evidence (pits) at Melissi. Post-
Byzantine period.

5. Domestic evidence (disposal pits) at Rizo.
Neolithic era.

6. Cemetery at Lipochori. Roman period.

7. Ceramic Potter’s kiln at Loutrochori. Historical
times.

Paralimni. Ancient lakeshore settlement
Following trial trenching conducted for the
construction of TAP, a settlement was identified
displaying a long period of habitation. It was

located within the drained lake of Giannitsa,
2km to the southwest of the modern village of
Paralimni and 6.5km southwest of the ancient
Agora of Pella.

The Ephorate of Antiquities of Pella conducted
a rescue excavation, covering an area of
3,500 sg.m (270x13m). The grid included 54
archaeological trenches originally measured
5x5m, which were later widened to 13m for
safety reasons (fig. 1). The ancient deposit,
1-1.40m thick, was revealed at a depth of
about 0.70-1m from ground level. The ancient
ground level consisted of brown clayey soil of
diluvian origin found at a depth of 1.90-2.20m,
where pits had been dug and postholes opened.
Based on the preliminary study of a part of the
recovered pottery, there were three building
phases of the settlement®. The earliest phase,
that includes apsidal, pile dwellings dating back
to the Middle and Late Geometric period, offers
a more complete picture of the buildings. Three
structures were found dated to the 8th c. BC,
of which the two best preserved ones were
unearthed in the east section of the excavated
site, while the third was located in the west

part. The destruction layers of building clays
from the superstructure and the postholes
were the architectural elements that enabled
the reconstruction of the buildings: The walls
formed an apse at the south side and were built
of stakes, a mesh of tree branches and clay
coating. The buildings were oblong, 4-4.5m
wide, with a NW-SE orientation. Their full
length was not confirmed, as it stretched
outside the excavation site; however, they
must have exceeded 6 and 8.30m, respectively.
What is most impressive is the fact that
both structures were built on raised earthen
“platforms”, surrounded by a grid of grooves
and pits (fig. 2). These grids served a dual
purpose: on the one hand, they were used for
the insulation of the dwelling and, on the other,
for the collection of water, as its level during
winter -and due to the neighbouring lake or
following rainfall- would rise up to the houses’
level. In the third building, in the west section
of the site, two amphorae were retrieved in
situ, partially inserted into the ground.
Between the aforementioned buildings, a
large number of postholes and some layers
of building clays were exposed, denoting the
presence of more pile dwellings; nonetheless,
the reconstruction of their ground plan has not
been possible. From the 8th c. BC. phase, a
large number of storage pits was also found,
containing oversized pithoi and jugs with cut-
away necks. Other pits were also unearthed,
surrounded by small cavities of either domestic
or artisanal function, as well as large pits for
mining clayey soil that was used for coating
walls.

The decorated pottery of the Geometric phase
mainly consists of skyphoi with hanging
semicircles; double-handled jugs with cut-
away necks, decorated with painted bands;
piriform jars; and north-Greek amphorae
with concentric circles. Grey ware pottery is

mainly represented by phiale-shaped vases
and oinochoae with twisted handles (fig. 5).
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The second phase, of the Archaic and the
Early Classical period, lay approximately 0.50m
higher than the earlier one in the west part
of the excavated site. The buildings of this
period are also pile dwellings, as evidenced by
the postholes and the layers of building clays.
Nonetheless, due to their state of preservation,
it has not been possible to identify their form.
Buildings are nearly always associated with
layers of pottery including complete vases,
storage pits containing pithoi and pointed
amphorae, and pits for the collection of water.
In several cases, pouring vessels were found
intact inside the pithoi and the water pits.
Notably, the pottery of this phase includes a
large number of vases imported from Corinth,
Attica, as well as the eastern Aegean: Attic red-
figure and black-figure vases, one of which is
decorated with a warrior scene (fig. 6), black-
glazed high-foot kylikes, Corinthian skyphoi
and exaleiptra, as well as commercial amphorae
of various types (Chios, Samos-Miletus group,
Corinth) (fig. 7). On the other hand, the
domestic pottery of Macedonia encompassed
two-handled carinated lekanides, one or two
handled red phialae-type vases, kanastra
adorned with painted bands, unglazed olpae
and grey ware vessels of the Late Iron Age.
Judging by the especially large quantity of
imported pottery comprising commercial
amphorae and vases from remote areas, as well
as the lightweight construction of buildings,
made of perishable materials and lacking stone
foundations, but also the close proximity to
the lake, the settlement at Paralimni can be
identified as a lakeside trading post. A post that
served the needs of the entire region of ancient
Bottiaea, but mostly Archontiko, a major urban
centre in the area, the Archaic necropolis of
which is widely known (Chrysostomou 2011,
185, 207-216. XpuoooTtdpou — XpuoooTtdpou
2012, 366-387).

In the Early Classical period, the trading post
of Paralimni was abandoned, most likely due
to the rise of the lake’s waters. During the Late
Roman period, it became possible to resettle
the site, hence the third and final phase of the
settlement. However, architectural remains
from this, later, phase were apparently utterly
destroyed during the drainage of the lake. It
seems though that the settlement of that
period was confined to the west section of the
excavated area, which yielded a large number
of movable finds (pottery, coins and roof tiles).
Furthermore, a road and remains of a bridge
unearthed during construction work for TAP
770m further eastwards, are also associated
with the same Late Roman phase.

Paralimni. Road and remains of a Late
Roman bridge

During trenching for the TAP pipeline
construction, a section of a Late Roman
monumental road (fig. 3) with NE-SW
orientation and remnants of a contemporary
bridge came to light at two nearby sites, within
the drained lake of Giannitsa as well, located
1.800m south of the present-day village of
Paralimni, and 6 km southwest of ancient Pella.
The excavated area measured 14x3m and
did not interfere with the original route of the
pipeline, since it was located approximately
50m to the north, on an alternative route.
The road was revealed at a depth of 1.05m from
ground level (fig. 3). It was 7m wide and 0.80-
0.90m thick. The road surface, 0.30m thick,
featured a 7% cross slope for water runoff. It
consisted of a layer of pebbles, medium and
large-sized, solidly fixed in sandy-clay soil and
shingles. The substrate was 0.55m thick, built
of at least three successive layers of pebble
also with shingles and soil in between. The
excessive thickness and intense gradient of
the road towards the edges were necessary to
secure waterproofing when the groundwater
levels rose.

On both sides of the road and to a depth of
1.70-2m, a double course of large rectangular
and square blocks of stone, 0.40m high,
was found. These blocks, on the one hand,
supported the successive layers of pebble
and, on the other hand, formed curbs along
its edges. The upper course of the east side
had fallen apart to east of the road. Next to
the blocks a conical cup made of glass was

recovered, bearing the Latin inscription _ASN_
VIS in relief. The cup dates back to the late 4th
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- first half of the 5th c. AD. The lower course
of stones was not fully exposed. Next to it,
a destruction layer came to light, measuring
3.50x3m, with fallen pebbles coming off the
road and four amphorae. This layer, however,
was not investigated. One of the amphorae is
combed Aegean type, and dates to the late 4th
- first half of the 5th c. AD (fig. 7). The rest of
the pottery retrieved from the road surface is of
the same period, as are the 215 bronze coins
found, some of them issued by Theodosius I
(402-450 AD) and Marcian (450-457 AD). Of
the coins, 177 comprise a hoard that some
wayfarer apparently lost during their journey.
The road at Paralimni dates back to the Late
Roman period (1st half of the 5th c. AD). It
was a main road, a branch of Via Egnatia, that
most probably connected the Late Roman-
Early Christian colony of Pella with Veroia.
It is most likely the road whose existence
was presumed by P. Chrysostomou, based on
evidence of habitation in the plain of Bottiaea
(later Giannitsa Lake) (Xpuoootépou 1997,
502).

The significance of this find, as it constitutes
the sole 5th c. AD road discovered so far in
such good condition in the Pella Regional
Unit, imposed its backfilling for preservation
purposes. In search of an alternative route
for the pipeline through trial trenching, it was
ascertained that the road continued for 100m
further southwest, as well as the existence of
a bridge. The bridge, which was necessary in
order to cross Loudias River, relates to the
remains of a monumental structure that came
to light in the original trench of the pipeline.
A rescue excavation, 11m long and 3m wide,
clarified the features of the structure. More
specifically, three courses of rectangular
ashlar blocks were recovered, belonging to
a monumental arched structure. The first
course of mainly wedge-shaped blocks,
reaching 1.50m in length, had fallen over the
second course (fig. 4). Following the removal
of the ashlars of the first course, which were
transferred to the archaeological site of
Pella, it was confirmed that the ashlar blocks
of the second course, 0.50m high, had the
same orientation with the road and formed
a rectangle (fig. 9) of nearly 10 sg.m. In that
area, a layer of pottery and 0.30m-thick roof
tiles had been deposited. An amphora featuring
grooves and the majority of the retrieved
potsherds belong to the same period as the
road, i.e. dating back to the 5th c. AD.

Due to groundwater, it was impossible to
recover the third course of ashlars, found to
the west of the structure at a depth of 3-3.50m

during drainage works.

The presence of wedge-shaped blocks of stone
and also the fact that the construction lies
along the axis of the Late Roman road and
is contemporary to it, led to the assumption
that it was an arched bridge?. The rectangular

structure could have possibly been a pier
foundation. The monumental character of
the road and the remains of the bridge bear
testimony to the significance of this Late
Roman road artery connecting Pella and Veroia,
which could not have been constructed unless
at that period the area was not covered by lake
water (Xpuoootdpou 1997, 502).

Following the proposal of the Ephorate of
Antiquities of Pella and discussion of the
matter at the Greek Central Archaeological
Council, the remnants of the bridge were

backfilled. The pipeline was installed over
these remains, after these were covered by
geotextiles and sand bags.

Anastasia Georgiadou

Axos SAAK. Post-Byzantine pits at
Melissi

During the removal of topsoil from the
pipeline’s axis at land plot 436 of the Giannitsa
Lake Land Consolidation (SAAK — Axos part),
a site consisted of pits dug in alluvial layers
was discovered, probably associated with
the former neighbouring lake (fig. 10). The
high groundwater levels prevented in-depth
investigation of the deposits; the east section
was more thoroughly excavated. The pits were
circular in plan and dug to a maximum depth of
1.70m. They contained a grey deposit in which
it was hard to discern stratigraphic events.
Many small pieces of charcoal, a few or more
potsherds and building materials (clay lumps)
were also found. Bones, on the other hand,
were relatively few. Even though the finds have
not undergone conservation, it appears that
many of the potsherds belong to the same
vases. Only one vase was retrieved intact.
It appears as though the deposits were the
result of disposal and that the site was possibly
situated at the border of a settlement. Dating
is based on preliminary evaluation of the finds,
suggesting use of the site from the 15th c.
onwards.

Stratos Nanoglou

Rizo. Neolithic disposal pits

Following trial trenching, a rescue excavation
was undertaken at the southeast of the modern
village of Rizo in Skydra Municipality. A total of
five archaeological trenches, measuring 5x5m,
with 1m wide balks, were dug along the axis
of the pipeline and numbered from NE to SW
according to the Latin numeral system (fig.
11). In trenches |, Il and Il the dig extended
to the balks. This was not deemed necessary
for the trenches IV and V, as per excavation
indications.

Throughout the excavated area, in the topsoil
and the underlying layer which had been
disturbed by ploughing, undecorated pottery

of historical times was recovered, chiefly of

the Ottoman period. The main, undisturbed,
archaeological layer was found in trenches
[, I'and lll, with the indications starting at a
depth of about 70cm and reaching 1.50m.
This layer, consisting of black soil, yielded a
relatively large quantity of hand-made pottery
(fragments of mainly open vessels: phialae, a
few small jars, a large pot-like vessel, cups,
and a plate). A small number of animal bones,
teeth and horn were also brought to light, as
well as a few flint tools (blades and flakes),
stone tools and whorls.

In the same deposit, substantial quantities of
clay lumps, amorphous in their majority, were
also unearthed, yet some of them seem to have
originated from some kind of masonry or floor.
Additional elements associated with a fixed
structure, apart from some randomly arranged
rubble stones, have not been found. Finally, in
certain parts of the same layer, combustion
residues were identified and samples were
taken for further research. For the same reason,
two samples were collected from the north
face of archaeological trench I, to establish
soil micromorphology.

The abovementioned finds located within this
specific deposit and also inside shallow pits
located underneath it, given the lack of any
fixed structures, suggest a disposal event
dating to the Late Neolithic period. This event
is apparently associated with a neighbouring
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site of human activity to the north or the
south of the excavated area, since stratigraphy
has shown that this archaeological deposit
stretches towards both directions.

Lipochori. Roman cemetery

To the SE of the present-day village of Lipochori
in Skydra Municipality, a rescue excavation was
performed following the location of antiquities
during the removal of the cultivated topsoil
that was 0.30-0.40m thick. The excavation
was focused on the parts of the pipeline trench
where antiquities had been detected. This is
a new archaeological site that enriches the
archaeological map of the region.

A total of four locations were excavated within
the limits of the pipeline trench, dispersed
across the aforementioned land that extends
for nearly 2.20m. Four additional locations
in which the dig had yielded evidence of
archaeological interest were not investigated,
as they exceeded the pipeline’s trench.

In the hard greyish-brown deposit lying beneath
the topsoil at shallow depths of just 0.10 to
0.20m, the excavation brought to light two pits
containing pottery, six tile-roofed graves (fig.
12), as well as a solid surface of gravel, possibly
part of a road pavement, marking the limit of
the cemetery. Said cemetery, which most likely
stretches further north of the pipeline’s trench,
is probably associated with a neighbouring,
albeit unknown, settlement. Based on the
pottery found both inside and out of the graves,
it is estimated that the settlement must have
extended chronologically at least from the Late
Hellenistic to the Late Roman period.

Introduction

During trenching works for the installation of
the Trans Adriatic Pipeline (TAP), that runs
only 3.2 km across Imathia Regional Unit,
archaeological excavations were conducted
in two locations situated at a distance of
approximately 300m from each other. In
the first site that was engaged, a cemetery
dating to the Late Roman period was found
and nine graves were excavated. In contrast, in
the second site, a relatively small quantity of
Post-Byzantine pottery was unearthed, without
any fixed remains. Both sites lie between the
settlements of Polla Nera in Imathia and
Loutrochori in Pella.

The survey carried out in the Imathia Regional
Unit along the pipeline’s route was undertaken
by a multi-member team of archaeologists
of the Service, in order to investigate the
site for the existence of evidence that may
indicate human activity. During research several
fragments of undecorated pottery dated from
the Roman to the Post-Byzantine period were
found and collected, as well as numerous
prehistoric chipped stone objects (cores and
flakes) made of rock crystal that belongs to the
Palaeolithic period?!. Excavation trenches dug
at the sites at which the abovementioned finds
were located, did not reveal any antiquities.

Late Roman cemetery near Polla Nera
However, during trenching works for the
TAP installation, an ancient cemetery (fig. 1)

was brought to light on a gentle slope near
the village Polla Nera in the Municipality of
Naousa. The excavation that followed brought
to light nine graves that date back to the Early
Christian period. The uncovered graves have
the following features:

Grave | (excavation trench Al, grave 2): The
deceased had been placed directly on the
natural off-white calcitic substratum at an
E-W orientation, inside a rudimentarily dug
pit, the limits of which cannot be determined
with precision. Its covering with tiles is rather
unlikely, as no evidence has been found in
support of this choice. The skeletal remains
were preserved in relatively good condition
enabling us to make observations in respect
of the way the deceased was buried. The upper
limbs of the body abutted onto the torso and
aligned with it, whereas the wrists were found
under the pelvis. In addition, the femurs were
so close together that the knees nearly touched
each other (fig. 2). The osteological material
in general appeared intensely compact and
“compressed” suggesting that the corpse
was wrapped in textile. The deceased was
accompanied by a heavily damaged vase placed
next to the feet, and two bronze coins. One of
the coins was found near the xiphoid process
of the sternum (Aurelian, RIC V, |, 292, no. 244,
issued in 274-275 AD, Siscia mint) buried in
dark black soil, while the second (Licinius |,
RIC VI, 515, no. 37D, issued in 308-310 AD,

Thessaloniki mint) between the pelvis and the
left arm, near the wrist.

Grave Il (excavation trench Al, grave 3): This
was a tile-roofed grave that accommodated
the body of a small child. The structure’s
orientation is slightly different compared to the
other graves, namely NE-SW. Although several
of the tiles showed signs of disturbance, the
burial in the grave's interior was preserved in
relatively good condition. Outside the grave
and in direct contact with the narrow side that
corresponded to the feet of the deceased, a
small one-handled cup was found severely
damaged, serving evidently as the last offering
to the dead child or an element associated
with a ritual or burial practice. Within the main
burial context, it is noteworthy to mention the
“Charon’s obol”, found at the mouth of the
deceased, a bronze coin issued under Licinius
I (RIC VI, 484, no. 224a, issued in 312 AD,
Siscia mint). To the right of the right lower
limb, near the knee, a trefoil oinochoe had been
deposited (fig. 4)2, whereas under the wrist
of the right hand a bronze coin has also been
found (Licinius I, RIC VI, 484, no. 2314, issued
in 313 AD, Siscia mint). In about the middle
of the right forearm, a bronze bracelet (fig. 12
middle), worn high, was recovered. Its small
diameter is indicative of the owner’s young
age. Following the removal of the left scapula,
in direct contact with one of the vertical tiles,
a third coin was retrieved (Maximianus: RIC VI,

531, no. 14, issued in 294-298 AD, Heraclea
mint?), and, underneath, the fragments of a
small, severely deteriorated, red-painted vase
were exposed.

Grave Ill (excavation trench N3, grave 2): Inside
the rather deep hollow of this pit grave dug into
the earth, a deceased was laid at full length,
possibly wrapped in a shroud, as evidenced
by the excavation data (fig. 3). The body was
accompanied by a slender piriform oinochoe
(fig. 6 top)*® found under the foot, and a severely
damaged spherical cup found on the abdomen,
just below the xiphoid process of the sternum.
Also in this area, dark black soil was yet again
detected, as in the case of Grave |, whereas
an indecipherable coin (possibly issued under
Constantine I) was uncovered near the jugular
notch (the point at which the top part of the
breastbone is connected to the two clavicles).
To the right of the skull, a collection of artefacts
was recovered consisting of a bronze coin,
also indecipherable (possibly issued under
Constantine 1), a bronze disc, a knucklebone
and a small iron key on a ring also made of iron.

Grave IV (excavation trench N2, grave 3): This
was a pit grave which nonetheless was covered
by a meticulously built structure composed of
schist slabs, rubble stones and roof tiles (fig. 5).
The central section of the grave was covered by
a large oblong stone slab, whereas the narrow
east side of the hollow had been lined with two
overlapping large stones, vertically mounted.
Around the central stone, smaller yet equally
robust, schist slabs were meticulously piled,
many of which featured neat surfaces and
straight vertical edges. These stones were
inclined towards the interior of the grave
and the main slab. Large pieces of roof tiles
had also been used in places, to fill the gaps
between the stones. Their removal revealed a
trefoil oinochoe (fig. 6 middle)* that abutted
onto the narrow east side of the grave at the
point where the lower limbs of the deceased
were unearthed.

After the removal of the central slab, the
skeletal remains of two people embracing each
other were unearthed (fig. 9). The shorter of
the two bodies had been placed on the left

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side, parallel to the larger body. The skulls were
found touching each other and, according to
the excavation data, the head of the shorter
person was facing straight east, whereas the
other one tilted towards the right cheek of
the shorter skeleton. The particularly close
contact between the two skeletons and also
the fact that the upper limbs of each body
abutted onto the torso, while the lower limbs
touched one another at knee level, lead to the
assumption that the corpses had been wrapped
in the same shroud. For the time being, it
cannot be specified whether the relationship
between the deceased was that of a parent
and child or a couple; or they were connected
by any other relationship. Between the bones,
a bronze coin issued by Constantius Il was
retrieved (issued in 347-348 AD). A similar
coin dating to the exact same period (RIC VIII,
411, no. 104, Thessaloniki mint) was found
outside the grave between the stones of the
east side, yet it cannot be ascertained if it is
associated with the grave in question or the
destroyed Grave VIl nearby (see below).

Grave V (excavation trench Al, grave 4): In a
relatively wide and deep pit dug into the earth,
a grave was excavated, lined with flat schist
slabs that contained an extended body (fig. 8).
This grave had been reused more than once,
as during excavation a large number of bones
-including three skulls- were brought to light,
placed outside the narrow east side of the grave
and around the south side arranged in a pile
(fig. 10). These secondary depositions included
remains of a child. Between the bones, the nail
of a shoe and fragments of an oinochoe were
found (fig. 6 bottom)®. The vase shows strong
signs of failed firing process, a trait uncommon
for burial goods which consequently makes
difficult to interpret its presence in a burial
context. Moreover, an unidentified bronze coin
was found, which apparently accompanied one
of the older burials, and also fragments of a
vase.

The outstretched skeleton, located in situ at
an E-W orientation, represents the fourth and
final use of the grave. The body, with the wrists

under the pelvis and the head slightly raised
and tilting left, was possibly shrouded, since
it showed signs of 'compression'. To the right
of the head, a small open vase whose interior
was finely coated with tar (fig. 7)° had been
deposited, whereas an iron bracelet adorned
the left wrist. During the dismantling of the
grave, between the stones that lined its interior
at the NW side, a bronze coin was retrieved,
that preserves visible traces of textile on the
obverse, serving apparently as grave good of
a burial that predates the construction of the
grave. Based on the depiction identified on the
reverse, the coin was most likely issued under
Constantine | (RIC VII, 254-256, issued in 319-
3207), whereas its provenance from the mint
of Arelatum (Arles) in France is ascertained.

Grave VI (excavation trench A2, grave 1): The
grave had been dug into off-white calcitic
substratum sealed by horizontally mounted
roof tiles which, due to the load of the deposit,
had broken and receded into the pit’s interior.
This, in conjunction with the fact that the
skeletal remains had barely been covered by
soil, leads to the assumption that the grave
had not been filled with soil after the deposition
of the body. At the narrow east side of the
pit, a secondary deposition was unearthed,
most likely including, apart from the human
remains, the grave goods that accompanied the
primary burial. The complicated excavation data
resulting from the proximity and integration
of the two burial assemblages in the east half
of the grave renders the task of establishing a
connection between the movable finds and a
specific burial, exceptionally difficult. A trefoil
oinochoe (fig. 11 top)’, a glass necklace beads?,
a bronze bracelet (fig. 12 top), two unidentified
bronze coins and a bronze ring (ig. 12 bottom)
were possibly associated with the secondary
deposition, whereas a large pinakion (plate) (fig.
11 bottom)® and a bronze belt buckle relate to
the in situ burial (fig. 11 middle)*°.

Grave VIl (excavation trench N2, grave 4): Tile-
covered grave, half-preserved. The femurs
and tibias recovered in situ indicate an E-W

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orientation. The narrow west side of the grave
has been utterly destroyed by the adjoining
Grave IV. A skull was found over the lower limbs
of the body that was unearthed in situ, possibly
indicating that the bones of the torso and
the skull of the tile-roofed grave had been
intentionally transferred and redeposited there
during the construction of the neighbouring
Grave |V, instigated by respect for the deceased.
This partial secondary deposition was covered
anew by large tile pieces coming apparently
from the original burial. During the unearthing
of the tile-roofed grave, a small iron dagger
was found among the shattered tiles.

Grave VIII (excavation trench N3, grave 1): Inside
a shallow pit lined with vertically positioned
schist slabs and rubble stones, the deceased
was found interred without particular care: the
body had not been placed horizontally on a
uniform level and the right side was protruding
considerably, thus causing a difference in
elevation with the entire left side. Judging by
the general excavation data, the body must
have been placed in an oblique position, in a
narrow and small space, apparently to fit in,
with no grave goods at all.

Grave IX (at the north limit of the trench): This
is a tile-roofed grave, half preserved, with
the deceased deposited in a supine position.
The skeletal remains, although fragmentary,
indicate that the body was probably shrouded,
since the right leg of the deceased was found
in direct contact with the left, indeed almost
overlapping it. Furthermore, in this case the
bones of the left wrist and part of the forearm
were found beneath the hipbone, a posture
encountered in other bodies found in the
cemetery. The deceased was accompanied
by an oinochoe placed near the feet (fig. 13)*.

The burial cluster in the wider region of
the settlement Polla Nera displays, to a
large extent, the main features of a 4th c.
AD cemetery. All basic types of funerary
structures (simple pit, tile-covered, and
stone-built graves) and age groups (minors
and adults) are encountered. Nearly all graves

have an E-W orientation, with the exception
of the small tile-covered Grave Il that has a
NW-SE orientation. The bodies were laid in
a supine extended position, with the head
in certain examples raised and tilted in
three examples to the left and in one case
to the right. The excavation data on the
deceased found in situ suggest the possible
wrapping of the bodies in some kind of fabric
(shroud), an assumption which nonetheless
is exclusively based on the position and the
close contact of the bones with each other
and not the unearthing of textile remains*2.
In all cases where the osteological material
was preserved in relatively good condition,
the upper limbs were placed under the pelvis.
Cases of secondary deposition were also
frequent, always located on the east side
of the grave, thus enabling the reuse of the
funerary monument. It appears that along with
the bones, grave goods and items of personal
adornment accompanying the deceased who
formerly occupied the grave were also removed
to the same side of the grave, as attested to
by Grave VI. The placement of a vase, almost
exclusively a trefoil oinochoe, near the feet
of the deceased was common practice, yet
not an exclusive one, as small cups have also
been found either in contact with the face or
on the abdomen. Coins constitute another
category of finds frequently encountered in
the cemetery under discussion, deposited on
various parts on the body of the deceased,
such as the mouth, the sternum or the wrist.
Finally, jewellery such as bracelets, necklaces,
rings and belt buckles complete the list of
the excavated finds.

The discovery of the above cemetery introduces
significant new evidence regarding the human
activity at the site during historical times.
According to some scholars, the area must
have formed part of the territory of Marinia,
a city situated approximately 1.5 kilometres
west of the modern village of Marina®. Earlier
archaeological research conducted in a hilly
area (site Gratiska) had established the
presence of a Hellenistic settlement (Kapa-
pavwAn-Ziyavidou 1976, 263). In fact, on the

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east side of the hill, a 3rd c. BC carved chamber
tomb was found, featuring two chambers and
an architecturally elaborate facade, coated
with coloured plasters (AIANipndxkn-Axkapdtn
1994, 101-112).

It seems that human activity in the wider
region continued in the ensuing time periods,
as evidenced by the numerous inscriptions
recovered at the site, dating from the 2nd half
of the 4th c. BC to the 2nd-3rd c. AD (Touvapo-
nouUAou - Maoxidng - Xatdénoulog 2015, 207 -
209). Contemporary with these latter finds is a
funerary altar found by Delacoulonche in 1855
near the church of Saint George at present-
day Loutrochori village. The apparent temporal
and spatial affinity between this find and the
abovementioned cemetery (at a distance of just
900m from each other), the archaeological data
on which are pending publication, renders the
TAP-related excavation extremely important,
because it offers fixed points of reference.
And these points of reference advance the
study of local history, to a greater or lesser

extent. Although the finds of this rather small
burial cluster were few and modest, their value
multiplies for their insight into the human
adventurous journey through space and time.

Introduction
TAP’s route in Florina Regional Unit stretches
along approximately 18.5km and is geograph-

ically contained within the boundaries of the
Amyntaio Municipality. Archaeological field
research in the area, conducted both before
and during the construction of the pipeline,
involved survey, excavation trenches made
either by hand or mechanical means, moni-
toring of the digs and larger or smaller rescue
excavations, across a width that ranged from
two to five metres. More than 70 sites were
located featuring domestic, workshop and buri-
al archaeological material, as well as movable
finds dating back to the Neolithic period, the
Bronze Age, the Early Iron Age as well as the
Hellenistic, the Roman, the Byzantine and
Post-Byzantine period. Hence, the trench for
the installation of the TAP pipeline represents
a ‘longitudinal section’ of time showcasing
the development of the cultural landscape
at the north part of the kingdom of ancient
Eordaia (Kapauntpou-Mevteoion & Mooxdakng
2006); a revealing stratigraphic cross-section
of seven millennia of human activity in the
Amyntaio basin.

Maniaki - Antigonos

TAP’s adventurous journey in the area under
the jurisdiction of the Ephorate of Antiquities
of Florina started in May 2017 at the borders
between the Regional Units of Kozani and Flo-
rina, from the village Pyrgoi in Kozani area to
Maniaki in Florina area.

Our ascent from Pyrgoi brought about the
discovery of the first archaeological site in a
mountainous area at Maniaki. Mackay believes
that Via Egnatia followed the route from Ve-
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gora to Edessa, via either Farangi or Pyrgoi,
which has been a key passage for travellers
and coachmen in the past. Pyrgoi was referred
to as a significant stop along Via Egnatia for
the first time by Beaujour, Mackay adopted
the same view (TpavtaAidou 1985, 21). As
we move further southwards to Antigonos,
we make our way across a small range of hills
lying between Pyrgoi and Vegora. There was
information about the presence of a paved road
in this direction. So, perhaps, the archaeolog-
ical research in the region followed the traces
of this passage.

Moving downwards to the passage of Antig-
onos, the plain of northern Eordaia disclosed
its secrets and highlighted aspects of its rich
past, though undoubtedly in a fragmentary
manner. The region of Amyntaio, apart from its
rich hydrographic network and four lakes, also
features fertile plains, such as those of Anti-
gonos and Filotas. These plains were formed
as a result of alluvial deposits and expanded
through the drainage of swamps. Small rivers,
such as Eordaikos, and several streams traverse
Eordaia and flow through various passages, into
Lake Vegoritida at the lowest part of the basin.
Besides archaeological information, research
also yielded interesting evidence about the
region’s geological history.

Specifically, at a mountainous site in Maniaki
village, excavations brought to light sections
of two buildings founded on the bedrock of the
area. Parts of the same bedrock were also used
as building material for both the walls and the
buttresses that reinforced Building A. The walls,
0.45-0.70m thick, were built of two courses of
large rubble stones on the face, with smaller
stones filling the gap between them, yet no

binding mortar (fig. 1). Connected to the two
buildings is a curved enclosure wall made of
rubble, whose remnants were excavated along
18 m. It remains visible for at least 45m on

the surface of the site, exceeding the project’s
implementation area. There, a small number
of potsherds from wheel-made vases were
retrieved, some of them glazed, fragments of
pithoi and roof tiles, and three Roman bronze
coins.

In the rural area of Antigonos village, an undis-
turbed tile-covered grave was revealed, con-
taining the skeletal remains of a child, but no
grave goods. It was made of oversized flat roof
tiles (tegulae), one serving as floor and four
more placed slanting around the deceased (fig.
2). The grave was covered by two successive
layers of tiles — imbrices and tegulae. Not too
far away, a pinakion (plate) and a partly pre-
served closed vase of the Roman period were
found, apparently coming from a second grave
that was destroyed. At the same site, a few
building remains were excavated and a bronze
coin was collected. It was issued by the city of
Stobi, featuring the head of Antoninus Pius on
the obverse and a figure of Nike on the reverse.

Filotas

In the flatland between the villages of Anti-
gonos and Filotas a new site of a prehistoric
settlement was discovered. In this case, rescue
excavation extended across an area 252m
long and 3-5m wide. A significant part of the
excavated site was intended for disposal, most
likely on the fringes of a settlement of the
Late Neolithic period and the Bronze Age. On
this site the areas excavated yielded partic-
ularly rich archaeological material, including
12 pits filled with large quantities of movable
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finds; domestic layers with lumps of building
clay belonging to structures made of timber
coated with clay; postholes; and a small sec-
tion of a ditch.

The movable finds include numerous hand-
made pottery vessels, both tableware, such as
phialae and cups, as well as cooking vessels
and storage jars. The large number of miniature
vessels and three -or four- legged cooking pots
is indeed noteworthy. Furthermore, terracotta
figurines and clay seals (fig. 3) were recovered,
as were loomweights, jewels, numerous tools
made of stone or bone, a large amount of
animal bones, building material, parts of de-
stroyed clay structures and many more. The
proportionately large number of fragmentary
and perhaps deliberately shattered millstones
and grinding stones implies that the concen-
tration of certain categories of archaeologi-
cal material was probably organised and not
accidental.

This site is situated within short distance (to
the north) of another Neolithic settlement,
also inhabited during the Iron Age, of which a
small part to the NW of the village Pelargos
had been excavated in 2016 (Xpucoaotdpou
2016). It is indeed known that the rescue
excavations performed over the past fifteen
years -that resulted in the discovery of 54
archaeological sites on the waterside of the
four lakes- established that in this privileged,
in many respects, environment of Amyntaio
Basin, a dense network of settlements had
developed, covering a timespan of at least
8 millennia - from the Early Neolithic period
to advanced historical times (Xpuoootopou -
MaykoUAng 2013). This impressive wealth of
archaeological data is constantly enriched by
continuous research taking place in the context
of large-scale infrastructure works, such as the
construction of TAP.

On the south-western border of this site, in an
area crossed by the regional road connecting
Filotas to Arnissa, a cemetery has been locat-
ed, with at least two phases. Two pit graves
of the Late Bronze Age, surrounded by a few
stones, were unearthed there, in which a total
of five vessels had been deposited as grave
goods (fig. 4). In addition, three pit graves
dating to the Byzantine period were uncovered,
one of which contained the skeletal remains
of a young girl that was buried wearing five
bronze rings, whereas one more grave was
found utterly destroyed as a consequence of
the construction of the nearby road.

At a relatively short distance to the southwest,
but on the opposite bank of Eordaikos River,
one more archaeological site was located. The

upper layers, at a maximum depth of 1.50m
from ground level, contained concentrations of

building material coming from destroyed struc-
tures, pottery dating from the Roman period,
remains of a disturbed tile-roofed grave and
possibly a jar burial. At a lower level, to a depth
between 2 and 2.80m and occupying 50m in
total length, layers of a Neolithic settlement
came to light. It comprised two pile dwellings,
with timber frame and straw clay walls, both
destroyed by fire.

A layer of orange clay, 30-40cm thick, com-
ing from the daub of the timber frame of the
dwellings (fig. 5) was uncovered. Furthermore,
holes intended for fixing vertical posts (20cm in
maximum diameter) were unearthed, in which
traces of charred wood had been preserved, as
well as holes for securing thinner posts place
obliquely to buttress larger ones that possibly
supported the roof. The clay was solidified as a
result of severe fire, preserving on its surface
the imprint of structural elements made of
timber, and fine successive coatings, evidence
of consecutive maintenance phases of the
superstructure. Under the layer of clay coming
from the dwellings’ walls, a thin black layer
composed of burnt clay and charred organic
matter is preserved, representing the level that
was used by the inhabitants of the dwelling.
The floor consisted of beaten earth, with no
special arrangement.

Outdoors, a circular hearth with low border
was excavated, preserving six successive re-
construction phases, with burnt clay soil on a
substrate of pebbles. Also found outside the
dwellings were fragmentary remains of other
structures, both contemporaneous and earlier,
made of clay, stones or greyish-white marl.
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The preserved ensemble of building remains
was partly demarcated to the northeast by a
“boundary marker” built of unfired clay, of which
a curved section was exposed to a low height.
The ground plans of the buildings were not fully
reconstructed, since due to the great depth
but for safety reasons as well, the width of the
excavated area extended to just two metres.
Along with the main excavation, a small tri-
al excavation trench was dug transversely to
the pipeline’s axis, which confirmed the pres-
ence of grey deposits under the level of the
pile dwellings, with numerous movable finds.
This attests to one or more earlier phases of
the settlement, most likely by the lakeside. It
should be noted that, apart from Lake Vego-
ritida, the south bank of which most probably
stretched to this area in the Neolithic period,
there are several indications of other smaller
basins in the wider region, in which lakes or
swamps were formed at times. The excavation
trench exceeded four metres in depth, without
reaching all archaeological strata.

Based on the movable finds, the ensemble
dates back to the beginning of the Late Neo-
lithic period (late 6th - early Sth millennium
BC). The potsherds belong to characteristic
pottery categories of the time, such as ca-
rinated black-burnished vases with a variety
of decorations (fig. 6) or black-topped open
vessels and, more rarely, vases with painted
or incised decoration. Nevertheless, the use
of two-colour painted decoration was con-
firmed on a shallow phiale with tall conical
foot, which is the most common category of
painted pottery at the Neolithic site Kleitos
| in Kitrini Limni (Kozani) as well, where it is
encountered only on vases of this particular

shape (Ziota, Hondroyianni-Metoki and Man-
gouretsiou 2013, 70). In addition, a terracotta
figurine and a large number of tools and minor
artefacts were retrieved.

In various points of the pipeline route building
remains were excavated -fragmentary founda-
tions of stone-built walls, stone concentra-
tions, bricks, roof tiles- dated to the Roman,
the Byzantine and the Post-Byzantine period.
In several cases they had disintegrated, as very
few of them were found below the surface,
whereas the best preserved were only part-
ly exposed, since the excavation was strictly
performed across the width of the pipeline’s
trench. Other finds include pottery in varying
quantities and few, as a rule, minor finds. More-
over, intentionally dug pits or natural cavities
formed on the ground containing material of
various time periods were discovered. A total
of 103 pits were excavated.

At another site, in the vicinity of Filotas village,
two poorly preserved pit graves of the Middle
Byzantine period were unearthed. One of them
accommodated the skeletal remains of a ju-
venile accompanied by three scyphate coins
placed between and over the folded hands and
a small iron knife at the right thigh. Two of the
coins are bronze, heavily corroded, while the
third one is an aspron trachy made of electrum,
issued under Manuel | Komnenos. In the second
grave a deceased woman was wearing three
bronze and one silver ring, whereas bronze
and amber beads as well as bronze buttons
were retrieved.

To the S-SE of Filotas, extending along ap-
proximately two kilometres, building remains
that date from the Hellenistic to the Late
Byzantine period were unearthed. Sections
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of dwellings featuring mud-built rubble walls,
making use of the readily available hard river
stones, were excavated (fig. 7). The super-
structure was possibly built of bricks, roofed
with tiles of various types. Inside, open hearths
were found, whereas, outside, thermal installa-
tions made of clay, mainly associated with the
preparation of food, were uncovered. Most of
these structures are circular ovens and some
of which had a substrate made of pebbles
and vaulted ceiling. Parts of the ceiling were
preserved having collapsed in the interior (fig.
8). Their floor was found solidified by fire. This
kind of structures are associated with building
remains of the Roman or the Byzantine period,
yet some were found isolated with no other
datable finds.

Furthermore, storage jars were recovered and
numerous pits were excavated, encompassing
a large number of movable finds and building
materials. In some cases, the finds indicate
vicinity to specialised workshops and produc-
tion facilities, such as ore processing or wine
making; however, the fragmentary nature of
the excavation did not allow us to draw safe
conclusions. In this area a pit grave was found,
possibly of the Byzantine period, without grave
goods, and a child’s skull with no other bones
inside a pit, which nonetheless was not burial.
From the destruction layers of the buildings,
the deposits of the outdoor spaces and the
interior of the mainly disposal pits, comes a
large quantity of pottery that involves pinakia
(plates), fusiform essential oil containers (un-
guentaria), “Megarian type” relief bowls, small
skyphoi, ladles, cooking pots, oinochoae, hy-
driae, an intact lamp (fig. 9), etc. The pottery is
unglazed or slipped, occasionally embellished
with impressed, relief or incised decoration.
Potsherds of 'dipped' vases and others with
inner resin coating are also encountered.
Byzantine pottery is limited to the surface stra-
ta mainly and its majority dates back to the
Middle and the Late Byzantine period (fig. 10).
In terms of shape, open vases are frequent,
such as pinakia (plates) and small lekanides, as
well as smaller closed vases, cups, amphoriskoi,
oinochoae, stamnoi, numerous cooking pots
and storage jars. Some potsherds of glazed ce-
ramics bear painted decoration in white colour,
transparent, greenish but also yellow glazing
with incised decoration (Zaxapiddng 2013).
The rest of the finds include metal artefacts
(nails, rivets, nail heads, knives, tools, projectile
points, iron slags, jewels), stone tools, mill-
stones, a stone mortar, minor artefacts made
of clay or bone, fragments of glass vases and
roof tiles, animal bones etc. Weaving activi-

ty is evidenced by the numerous whorls and
loomweights. Evidently, the spot where 49
loomweights were retrieved must have accom-

modated a loom. The 21 bronze coins included
issues of Cassander and the Koinon of the
Macedonians, but most of them were heavily
corroded Roman and Byzantine scyphate coins.
With the exception of the Hellenistic strata,
which have been located at a great depth and
excavated only to the level at which TAP's line-
pipes were installed, the successive building
phases develop horizontally and the various
uses are arranged within short distance of each
other, interposed by unbuilt or totally unused
spaces. What the excavation to the S-SE of
Filotas has yielded is in accordance with the
data of a former rescue excavation conducted
during the construction of the road connecting
Ptolemaida and Florina, which also traverses
the same area (Zichta - Mooxdakng 1999). At
that time, domestic remains of the Early and
the Middle Neolithic period, the Early Bronze
Age, the Hellenistic and the Roman period, and
also ruins of a house, a stone-built enclosure
wall, several disposal pits, ovens built of clay,
potter’s kilns and part of a Middle-Byzantine
cemetery had been discovered, over an area
stretching across 20.000sg.m.

Variko

To the south of Filotas the pipeline re-enters
the Kozani Regional Unit at its borders with
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the Florina Regional Unit near Variko village,
to ‘climb’ to higher locations controlling the
wider region. In fact, TAP traverses a significant
passage that has always led from Kleisoura
Pass to the neighbouring ancient kingdom
of Orestis.

There, to the NW of Variko, in a naturally forti-
fied location, under piles of stones, excavations
have brought to light the remains of circular,
semi-circular and quadrilateral stone-built
structures (fig. 11), with obvious defensive
purpose, as well as an enclosure wall that runs
around the top of the hill. They are undoubtedly
associated with the control of the passages in
the area and were built in the Byzantine period,
as evidenced by the scarce pottery collected
during excavation. Nevertheless, only a few
potsherds of hand-made wares and part of
a prehistoric stone tool, that featured a hole
for hafting, managed to survive the extensive
erosion — both indications of a much earlier
use of the site.

Lastly, in the plain of Variko, fragmentary
building remains with a few movable finds of
historical times were excavated.

Introduction

The rescue excavation undertaken during con-
struction work for the Trans Adriatic Pipeline
(TAP) from 2016 to 2018! brought forth new
archaeological data on the history and prehis-
tory of northern Eordaia, namely the area north
of Ptolemaida.

The area is part of the Ptolemaida - Amyntaio
geological basin and the bordering semi-moun-
tainous regions of Vermio and Askion to the

east and west, at an altitude of 580-740m.
The located and excavated antiquities, dis-
persed in six villages, belong to settlements or
individual sites of various time periods, starting
from the Late Neolithic. In three cases, ceme-
teries were found.

The existing archaeological background of
the region includes accidental finds that were
collected and handed over to the authorities,
limited systematic surveys, and a small number
of rescue excavations. The finds bear testi-
mony to continuous yet scattered habitation
through the ages, dating back to the mid 7th
millennium BC, as is the case with the wider
region, resulting in a large number of sites
of archaeological interest. With reference to
Pyrgoi, in particular, it is worth noting that the
geographical location of the site on the pass
from antiquity’s Lower to Upper Macedonia,
also traversed by Via Egnatia, must have con-
tributed to the development of the region as
early as the Classical era. This is attested by
the discovery of a Macedonian tomb and two
ancient stone-built bridges.

The new archaeological data collected during
the construction of the TAP complete the topo-
graphical and cultural map of the area, through
a plethora of information gathered from exca-
vations performed along a 27km axis.

The original plan foresaw trial trenching, either
by hand or with the use of a small mechanical
excavator, in a total of 14 sites where surface
archaeological evidence had been detected:
four sites at Pyrgoi (Omali - Lofos, Omali -
Mikros Lofos, Kastro, Kominia), five sites at
Perdikkas (Charadres, Rachi, Mikrokampos, Palia
Ammorycheia, Kilot), two sites in Galateia (Am-
pelia, Potamia), one site in Foufas (Palaiochori)
and two sites in Ptolemaida (Kouri, Drilling Site).
Eight of these sites (Omali - Lofos, Omali -
Mikros Lofos, Charadres, Mikrokampos, Palia
Ammorycheia, Ampelia, Potamia) in which sur-
face evidence had been found, either dense-
ly or sparsely distributed, were excavated by
hand, initially by digging thinly arranged ex-
cavation trenches. Half of them did not yield
any finds (Charadres, Mikrokampos, Ampelia,
Potamia). The remaining six (Kastro, Komin-
ia, Kilot, Palaiochori, Kouri, Drilling Site) were
excavated mechanically. In one of them, at
Kastro in Pyrgoi, rescue excavation followed
as trial trenching revealed domestic remains.
In contrast, in three more sites (Kilot, Kouri,

Kominia) in which archaeological material oc-
curred limitedly, a small-scale excavation was
carried out, yet it yielded no finds. All other
sites were similarly investigated throughout
the construction of the project.

During supplementary survey in areas that had
not been investigated due to thick vegeta-
tion, archaeological material was unearthed
in 13 additional sites, either neighbouring or
not with the initial ones, in which trenches
were dug using a small mechanical excavator.
In one of these sites, at Alsos in Ptolemaida,
domestic remains were uncovered, and exca-
vation followed. No finds were retrieved from
the other sites.

During construction work for the pipeline, in-
consistency between surface and underground
archaeological deposits became evident.
Throughout the removal of the topsoil but also
during the trenching for the pipeline, a total
of 67 locations were uncovered with archaeo-
logical material that belonged to settlements
or individual sites. Of these, 13 lay within the
pipeline’s trench and were excavated, where-
as 34 spots were found outside the trench,
yet within TAP’s working area. An additional
20 locations were identified on the sidewalls
of the trench. In the last two cases, the sites
were backfilled, after they were photographed,
mapped and recorded by drawings. In all other
cases, the sites were immediately released
back to the project.

A total of 17 sites with archaeological evidence
were excavated along the 3 to Sm wide trench
intended for the pipe installation. Archaeologi-
cal rectangular trenches measuring 2-5m, were
cut continuously or sparsely arranged, with or
without baulks.

The following finds were unearthed at each
village, from east to west:

Seven sites were excavated at the village of
Pyrgoi. Domestic remains of the Early Iron Age
and historical times were investigated at the
site of Kastro, along a distarce of 250m (fig.
1). To the south of the Kastro stream, a section
of an Early Byzantine cemetery was unearthed.
Nearby, a structure dating to the Roman period
was also excavated and removed, while disinte-
grated deposits of an Early Iron Age settlement
were located in a neighbouring site.

In a hilly area, at the sites of Omali - Lofos
(“Hill")y and Omali - Mikros Lofos (“Small Hill"),
three and two, respectively, dry-stone walls were
excavated, running around the west and east
part of the hills at different altitudes and ex-
tending beyond the axis of the pipeline. Based
on the scarce pottery finds, the structures can
be dated to the Late Roman - Early Byzantine
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period. At Mikros Lofos, archaeological work at
the southwest part of the plateau revealed part
of the stone-built foundations of a rectangu-
lar building (6x9m), as well as a more recent
superimposed curved wall. Based on a bronze
coin found, the building is dated to the Roman
period, whereas the rest of the finds indicate
that it was used until the Early Byzantine period.
The finds in their entirety are chiefly makeshift
structures, associated with the pass and its
possible control.

In the wider region of the large hill, on the other
hand, three pithoi were recovered, one of which
was removed (fig. 2), as well as a clay storage
structure of the Byzantine period. In addition,
burial remains of a later grave were excavated,
where a 19th c. Serbian silver coin was found.
Three sites were excavated at the village of
Perdikkas. Hellenistic and Roman domestic
remains, consisting of pits extending at a length
of approximately 500m, have been unearthed
at the site Rachi.

During the removal of the topsoil along the
entire width of TAP’s working area at the site
Palia Ammorycheia, four Hellenistic kilns were
uncovered. One of them, found along the axis of
the pipeline, was excavated and a portion of it
was removed, while the others were backfilled.
At the same site, a cemetery dating to the Early
Bronze Age was brought to light. Four graves
were located and excavated within the pipeline’s
trench, whereas earth removal to an extent of
2.50m on either side, brought to light seven
more graves of which five were investigated.
Four sites were excavated in the Municipality
of Ptolemaida. At the site of Alsos, two set-
tlements of the Early Iron Age and the Hel-
lenistic-Roman period were excavated, cov-
ering a total of 130m long area, as well as a
Hellenistic burial. Two other settlements were
located nearby: one of the Early Iron Age (fig. 3)
and another dating to the Late/Final Neolithic
period. Finally, an individual thermal structure
has been excavated.

In Foufas village, a pithos that appears to be-
long to a Hellenistic building was found and re-
moved. At the site Potamia in Galateia, deposits
dating to the Hellenistic period were found and
part of a modern well was investigated.

In summary, what should be noted is the ab-
sence of settlements dating to the Early and
the Middle Neolithic periods in the excavated
archaeological sites (at an altitude of 580-
740m). Moreover, the semi-mountainous area
of Pyrgoi (altitude exceeding 700m) is marked
by intensive habitation from the Late Bronze
Age onwards. This data is in accordance with
what is already known about the rest of the

Also noteworthy are the follow-
ing: the consistency of the prehistoric domestic
and burial practices observed throughout the
area between northern Eordaia and the valley of
Kitrini Limni; the use of pits in the architecture
of the Hellenistic and the Roman period; and
the presence of individual workshops, dating
to historical times, outside the settlements.

Rachi, Perdikkas. Excavation of a settle-
ment of the Hellenistic and the Roman
periods

At the site of Rachi in Perdikkas village of
Eordaia Municipality (KepaAidou - Mooxdkng
1995. Zikvta - Mooxdkng 1997), Hellenistic
and Roman domestic remains, forming part
of a settlement, have been investigated to the
southwest of the excavated area.

The site was located during survey conducted
by the Ephorate in the context of TAP's per-
mitting process. It was one of the fourteen
sites for which trial trenching by hand and/or a
small mechanical excavator had been foreseen.
Sixty-two archaeological trenches (measuring
2-5m and in some cases even more) were dug
by hand, covering 500m in length (fig. 4), aided
by the use of a mechanical excavator. A total of
18 circular or ellipsoidal pits of diverse content
and use were unearthed, characterised by uni-
form or differentiated deposits. They contained
pottery, animal bones, fired clay from super-
structures and various small objects of different
kinds and quantity, related to their primary or
secondary use. Many of these pits could also
be associated with underground or semi-un-
derground rooms of buildings; nonetheless,
investigation of the surrounding area has not
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provided any evidence of a superstructure.
The pits excavated were divided into categories
(Xovdpoyidvvn-Metdkn 2009), primarily for the
identification of possible buildings. These in-
clude small and large pits, whose original max-
imum diameter measures 1-2m and 3-3.50m
respectively, and shallow and deep pits, whose
depth ranges between 0.20-0.80m and 0.90-
1.50m, respectively.

Finally, the pits are classified into three com-
bined categories:

1. Large, deep pits: 4, 6, 7, 10, 12, 15, 16,
17,18

2. Large, shallow pits: 5, 8

3. Small, shallow pits: 1, 2, 3,9, 11, 13, 14
They are arranged in five clusters; however, the
small width of the excavated site and the early
stage of the study render the grouping, as well
as any inferences drawn, preliminary.

Cluster A: Pits 6, 7, 16, 17 and 18. The cluster
lies at the southwest part of the excavated
site, at some distance (167m) from the other
clusters, occupying an area of 420 sqg.m. All the
pits are large and deep. Their features point to
underground rooms of buildings, whereas their
pottery is datable to the Roman period. Nota-
ble finds include the remains of a clay floor, a
posthole in the bottom of pit 6 and fragments
of glass vessels in pit 7.

Clusters B-E: They are sparsely arranged at the
north-eastern half of the excavated area. The
distance between Cluster B and Cluster I is
31.5m. Respectively, Cluster I is located 47m
away from Cluster A which, in turn, is 64m away
from Cluster E. The largest Clusters B and I
occupy areas of 297.5 and 176sg.m respec-
tively. The retrieved pottery belongs mainly to
the Late Hellenistic period, which is the earliest
dating for this site.

Cluster B: Pits 5, 8, 10, 14 and 15. Pits 5 and 8
are large and shallow. Pit 8 could be identified
as an underground space of a building. Pits 10
and 15 are large and deep, with features con-
sistent with subterranean spaces of buildings.
Pit 14, originally unified with pit 15, is small and
shallow. The fragments of a clay structure in
the bottom of pit 10 and three concentrations
of pottery, animal bones and iron tools at the
bottom of pit 15 are noteworthy finds.
Cluster : Pits 1, 2,11, 12 and 13. Only pit 12
is large and deep, possibly the underground
part of a building. It features two small cavities
on the floor, with heavy traces of fire, whereas,
on a higher level, remains of a clay thermal
structure have been found (fig. 5). The rest of
the pits are small and shallow.

Cluster A: It includes only pit 9, which is small
and shallow. It possibly belongs to a cluster
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6.

extending outside the excavated area.
Cluster E: It consists of pits 3 and 4 and proba-
bly others situated outside the excavated area.
Pit 3 is small and shallow and contained 18
loomweights. Pit 4 is large and deep, resem-
bling an underground part of a building.

The pottery found in the pits (fig. 6) is un-
painted or coated with red, black, brown or
reddish-brown slip. Few potsherds are marked
by lustrous slip, several belong to the 'dipped’
category, whereas many of them bear a coat-
ing of resin inside and parallel grooves on the
outer surface. Other features include vertical
strap handles and a smaller number of hori-
zontal ones; ring-shaped, flat and a few hol-
lowed bases; vertical or flaring rims; globular
or hemispherical bodies and a few examples
of vertical walls.

The above pottery finds belong to closed and
open vessels for everyday use, such as cooking
or storage: fragments of pithoi, various cooking
vessels, pinakia (plates), oinochoai, strainers,
skyphoi (cups) and two pyxis lids (KepaAidou
~ Mooxdkng 1995). Of particular interest are
two fragments of very open, undecorated vases
featuring, on their flaring rims, plastic decora-
tion of theatre masks.

The pottery can be dated to the Late Helle-
nistic and Roman periods. This dating is fur-
ther supported by three bronze coins: a Late
Hellenistic coin retrieved from pit 1, and two
Roman coins from pit 6 and the deposit of a
trench excavation.

A large number of minor iron and terracot-
ta artefacts have also been brought to light

(Ad&u-BeAévn — Mouldkn — T¢avaBdapn 2003).
The former group includes nails, rivets, knives,
tools, a flesh-hook and a spatula. Among the
terracotta objects, a rectangular double-sid-
ed seal, part of a figurine and an impressive
number of loomweights (70) are the most
significant ones. Furthermore, the pits also
contained several sections of millstones and
ground stone tools, whereas the surround-
ing space yielded a few chipped stone tools,
a pin made of bone and a few fragments of
glass vases (fig. 7). In their entirety, these
minor artefacts are denotative of the inhabi-
tants’ domestic crafts and agricultural activity.

Cemetery of the Early Bronze Age at the
site of Palia Ammorycheia in Perdikkas
A cemetery of the Early bronze Age was dis-
covered at the site of Palia Ammorycheia in
Perdikkas village of Eordaia Municipality?.
Archaeological interest was raised during a
survey conducted by the Ephorate as part of
TAP'’s permitting process, and so, trial trenching
followed.

Nevertheless, the 17 archaeological trenches
(measuring 2m) that were dug by hand in sparse
arrangement within the main pipeline trench,
did not yield any finds; as was the case with
the 40 additional trenches made mechanically.
Consequently, the site was released back to
the project. Nevertheless, during monitoring of
the construction works, four stone piles were
brought to light in a small area, marking the
positions of an equal number of graves and
bringing forth new data. Thus, the site was
re-engaged by the Ephorate, and the cemetery’s
boundaries were traced within the pipeline’s
trench and safety zone.

This led to the unearthing of 11 graves within
an area 20m long and 9m wide, of which 9
were excavated, as the remaining 2 were found
at the boundaries of TAP's extended working area
(fig. 8). The total area occupied by the cemetery,
which is believed to be much larger than the
investigated area, was not determined, since
the excavation trench was limited along the
pipeline’s axis from east to west. This organised
cemetery lies outside yet close to the settlement,
on the edges of a sloping plateau, to the left of
a stream.

The graves are arranged at 1m intervals, forming

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three parallel rows about 2m from each other,
in fixed S-N orientation, with the head of the
deceased to the south. Seven of the excavated
graves are of the built cist-grave type®. Their
shapes range from ellipsoidal to rectangular,

measuring 2x1.50m approximately. Their walls
are about 30cm thick, made of rubble, and they
are covered by stone tumuli (fig. 9). Another ex-
ample (grave 5) conforms to the pit-grave type
and is marked by two large and a few smaller
stone blocks. The last one (grave 9) is smaller,
demarcated by small stones, and contains a
cremation burial, with the bones placed on a
stone slab.

The deceased are deposited in an intensely
contracted posture on the natural clayey (sandy
in places) layer of the area, with the exception
of one grave featuring a cobbled floor — possi-
bly natural (grave 2). Six bodies, evidently men,
are turned to their right*, whereas two, possibly
women, to the left (graves 7, 8). As a rule, the
deceased were accompanied by one (grave 2:
one-handled cup) or two (graves 1, 3, 4, 5, 6,
7, 8) clay vessels (two cups, either one-handled
or kantharoide, or one single-handled and one
kantharoid®), placed near the feet (graves 1, 3,
5, 7), the head (graves 4, 6, 8) or the elbows of
the folded arms (grave 2). A tortoise was found
in another grave (grave 4) where stones had
been placed over the grave goods. Grave grave
3 also featured a millstone (fig. 10), whereas no
grave goods accompanied the cremation burial.
The cemetery constitutes a particularly important
find for the study of Prehistory in the Kozani
Regional Unit and northern Greece in general.
It is the fourth cemetery of this period that has
been excavated in the region, contemporary and

bearing striking similarities with its counterpart
at Xeropigado in Koilada (Zicota — Xovdpoyidvvn-
Metékn 1993. Zikta 2007. Kapauntpou-
Mevteoidn 2012, 75-86).

The pottery included 15 vases deposited as grave
goods. Typologically® they are small, hand-made,
undecorated vessels (6.2-9cm high), kanthar-
os-shaped vases or one-handled cups, with flat
bases and vertical strap handles extending over
the rim. They are well fired, with the exception
of one unfired artefact (T® 8), with varying tech-
nological features, finely polished or burnished
surfaces, but also coarse ones (fig. 11).

Only two graves (graves 1, 2) contained intact
vases, whereas the others had been furnished
with damaged vessels, usually lacking the han-
dles’. The vase in grave 7 is noteworthy as it
features a hole near the base that was opened
after the firing process (fig. 11e)®.

The pottery ensemble of Perdikkas finds its clos-
est parallels in the funerary vessels of Xeropigado
in Koilada®, Armenochorit®, Servia'* Kastanas*?,
Sitagroi'®, Argissa IlI'*, but also of other sites.
Chronologically, it can be placed within the late
phase Il and phase Ill of the Early Bronze Age
(circa 2500-2000 BC).

Introduction

During the monitoring of construction works for
the TAP project by the Ephorate of Antiquities
of Kastoria, ancient remains came to light in
numerous sites that enrich the archaeological
map of Kastoria Regional Unit, bringing forth
new prospects for archaeological research?.
Findings are characterized by remarkable diver-
sity and cover a broad timespan, from prehistory
to Post-Byzantine period. Specifically, indica-
tions of archaeological remains were located in
66 sites, while small-scale rescue excavations
and/or collection of finds were undertaken in
40 of them. Located sites of archaeological
interest appear notably dense near the settle-
ments of Vasileiada, Poria and Krepeni. Finds
include a small cemeterial church dated to the
Post-Byzantine period, domestic remains of the
Late Roman period, ruins of a Roman workshop,
section of a Late Roman cemetery, prehistoric
thermal constructions, a set of three storage
pithoi dating to the Bronze Age, coin hoards,
vases, tools, Neolithic figurines, seals etc.
The archaeological remains unearthed in the
proximity of the Verga and Vasileiada set-
tlements include remains of two mud-built
structures which, based on the pottery, the
numismatic evidence of the excavation and the
movable finds, can be most probably dated to
the Late Roman period (fig. 9). In addition, near
Vasileiada, a small section of a cemetery was
excavated, where -among other finds (fig. 1)- a
small hoard of coins was recovered, comprising
of nine bronze coins of Emperor Theodosius
| (379-395 AD), minted in Thessaloniki (fig.
2). Of particular interest are three large pithoi
retrieved in situ near Vasileiada, that possibly
date back to the Bronze Age. However, due
to the fragmentary nature of the excavation,
it remains unknown whether the pithoi were
installed inside a building or constituted an
outdoor storage area. Findings from two pits
that were also excavated on the same site in-
clude a terracotta seal (fig. 3) datable to the
transition between the Final Neolithic period
and the Early Bronze Age.

Furthermore, in the locality of Vasileiada, the
small-scale excavation that was performed
revealed architectural remains destroyed to a
great extent, such as stone blocks from dis-
integrated walls, stone courses, parts of roof
tiles, as well as disposal pits and cavities in-
tended for pithoi of variable size. These finds,

in addition to the abundance of pottery, lead to
the assumption that the site served residential
purposes. What is more, the discovery of ten
clay loomweights indicates domestic craft ac-
tivity. The plentiful pottery dates back mainly
to the Roman and the Byzantine periods. Six
heavily corroded bronze coins have also been
found. The best preserved of these include a
coin (NB) of the Koinon of the Macedonians
depicting the head of Alexander the Great on
the obverse and an equestrian figure on the
reverse, a follis (N2) of Constantine | (306-337
AD), and a coin portraying Empress Severina
(274-275 AD), on the obverse, and the figure
of Aphrodite standing and holding an apple in
her hand, on the reverse. Excavations in Va-
sileiada and Verga suggest that the area has
been extensively inhabitated.

The cemeterial church discovered at the vicinity
of the village of Poria, near Haliacmon River, and
possibly dating to the Post-Byzantine period,
(figs 5,6) holds a prominent position in the
research. A contemporaneous cemetery was
unearthed to the south of the church, consisting
of ten pit burials, one tile-roofed burial and four
secondary depositions of bones.

Of great interest are the numerous movable
finds that came to light near the Korisos and
Krepeni settlements, dating mainly from the
Neolithic period and the Bronze Age. The finds
were retrieved from seven sites close to each
other. These sites are located near other, already
known, archaeological sites within the Kastoria
Regional Unit. Therefore, their excavation has
been of particular interest. As a case in point,
an older rescue excavation at the Giole site in
the rural area of Mavrochori, by the shores of
the Kastoria Lake (Orestias) and at a distance
of 1.400m from the Neolithic settlement of
Dispilio, has yielded graves lacking burial gifts,
surface pottery covering all time periods up
to the Early Bronze Age, an ancient well, and
Hellenistic pottery found in situ (TooUyyapng
1999, 611-612). In addition, three necropo-
lises, consisting of graves richly furnished with
grave goods, were recently revealed at the south
lakefront zone at Krepeni. The first dates back
to the Early Iron Age, the second to the Archaic
period and the third to the Early Hellenistic
period (ZtpatoUAn — Kupiatdh — MetodAvikog
2015. ZtpatoUuAn 2016).

The finds excavated at these sites during the
construction of TAP include stone ground tools,

flint blades, bone awls, clay loomweights and
anthropomorphic terracotta figurines. The re-
covered pottery dates back to the Neolithic
period, mainly the Late one, and to the Bronze
Age, whereas a few potsherds belong to the
Roman times, thus bearing witness to the con-
tinuous use of the site through the ages. Of
special interest is a section of an anthropo-
morphic terracotta figurine (fig. 4), dated to the
Late Neolithic period, featuring a pad attached
to the pubic region that constitutes a variation
of a type encountered in a similar find from
the lakeshore Neolithic settlement of Dispilio.
The large number of significant Neolithic finds
attests to the presence of a Neolithic settle-
ment in a nearby site which, nonetheless, has
not been found.

In the wider region of leropigi near the Greek-Al-
banian border, indications of archaeological re-
mains were identified on three sites. Excavation
was conducted by hand at one of them, where
combustion residues and a few clay lumps had
been observed. Four ellipsoidal structures were
investigated, containing clay chips and traces
of combustion demarcated by clay. These were
probably prehistoric thermal structures directly
associated with the containment and control of
fire, and more specifically, open structures (hearths)
formed by successive layers of clay. The dimensions
of the hearths range from 1 to 1.55m in length
and from 0.50 to 0.96m in width, while they are
almost equally spaced at intervals of up to 0.50m.
Finally, also of interest is the retrieval of sections
of a clay water pipe, possibly dated to the Late
Ottoman period, near the settlements of Chilio-
dendro and Argos Orestiko. In addition, at a near-
by location, a workshop has also been excavated
and a great number of bricks as well as a large
roof tile of Laconian type were found. The site
is associated with the ceramic tile production in
neighbouring kilns of the Roman period. These
kilns had been excavated during the construc-
tion of the highway section between Koromilia
and Dispilio for the perpendicular axis Siatista -
Krystalopigi of Egnatia Motorway, at its intersec-
tion with the regional road that connects Dispilio
and Argos Orestiko (TooUyyapng 2000, 811).

Small Post-Byzantine

cemeterial church near Poria

Of particular interesting has been the exposure
of significant building ruins near the settlement
of Poria, south of Kastoria and close to Haliac-
mon River. The presence of antiquities at the
site of Sopoti has been known since 1927,
when the headmaster of Kastoria high school
Pantelis Tsamisis carried out a small rescue
excavation that yielded a section of a building
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with a mosaic floor, and also column capitals,
a marble head in relief, a defensive wall, as well
as domestic remains (Toapiong 1949, 71). Also
at Sopoti, during the 1960's, a vaulted grave
was revealed (Zapodpng 1989, 164) that was
excavated in 1998 by the then 17th Ephorate of
Prehistoric and Classical Antiquities (TooUyyapng
1998, 565-568). Excavation extended to the
surrounding space of the grave, which dates
back to the mid-3rd c. AD, and brought to light
two tile-roofed graves with no burial gifts, one more
fragmentarily preserved vaulted grave, but also a
clay water pipe (TooUyyapng 1998, 568). There is
no evidence of habitation in the area during the
Byzantine period, whereas until 1929 Poria was
known as Izglibi or Izgibli, an indication of the
presence of mixed populations in the years
following the fall of Constantinople. It is highly
possible that the area was colonised around
1500, at a time when the number of settle-
ments in the Kastoria area increased signifi-
cantly (Maioidou 1998, 223).

Approximately four hundred metres southeast
of the known archaeological site of Sopoti, a
small-scale rescue excavation took place in the
context of the project. Before the excavation
was launched, part of a wall and an accumu-
lation of stones were visible, thus indicating
to some extent the limits of the future dig.
Six excavation trenches measuring 5x5m were
plotted on the excavation grid. Building re-
mains preserved below foundation level were
excavated to a depth of 0.40 to 0.80m. The
revealed masonries were built of stone and
mud mortar, their width ranging consistently
from 0.70 to 0.80m. Although fragmentarily
preserved, the walls demarcated a building 17m
long and maximum width 5.60m, comprised
of three oblong spaces with E-W orientation
that communicated with each other through
openings (figs 5, 6). At the centre of the east
wall, a small three-sided apse was unearthed,
built of limestone worked blocks. The existence
of an apse, which has unequal sides measuring
0.80x0.95x1.40m, is consisted with the iden-
tification of the building as a church.

A large brick (ME 16) was unearthed at the
southeast corner of the sanctuary; excavation
of its lower deposit layer yielded a rectangu-
lar limestone cornerstone with cavities (ME
17) on both its long sides, possibly reused as
building material (fig. 7). Additionally, to the
northwest of the building, a fragment of an
unfluted monolithic small column (fig. 8) made
of conglomerate (ME 15) was retrieved.
Inside the church, at excavation trench A, three
graves with secondary depositions were exca-
vated at natural ground level. The two graves

(1, 2) were of the tile-roofed type. Next to
grave 1, two fired bricks and a covering tile were
found, that had been possibly fallen down from

the grave, whereas the skeletal remains were
severely disintegrated. It contained a child’s
burial with bones from a secondary deposi-
tion, as the discovered lower limbs amount-
ed to three. Grave 2 was found underneath
the south-eastern part of the south wall of
the church’s central space, under two large
unworked blocks of stone. The grave is de-
marcated by fired bricks embedded into the
ground, whereas tiles, preserved in fragments,
were used for its covering. Also, a secondary
deposition of a child’s skeletal remains form
the torso and portion of a skull were found
in the west wall of the building. Of particular
interest is the burial of children and infants
exclusively in the church.

The majority of the unearthed pottery consisted
of undecorated wheel-made and glazed pottery,
dating mainly to the Post-Byzantine period. A
potsherd from a pinakion (plate) decorated with
a winding line possibly comes from the pottery
workshop of either Thessaloniki or Trikala and
dates back to the 15th-16th c. (ManavikéAa-
Mnakipt¢h 1999, 250, 260). Regarding the
numismatic evidence of the excavation, a total

of nine bronze and silver coins from the Ot-
toman period were found, most of which were
accumulated in the excavation trench B, i.e.
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at the site where a destruction layer with fire
traces and scattered tiles and rubble stones
was unearthed. Two of the coins that have
been preserved date to the reign of Sultan
Abdulmecid | (1839-1861). The rest of the
finds, including a few iron nails, were scant
and lacked diversity.

Moreover, ten pit burials came to light to the
south of the church, a disturbed tile-roofed one
(a total of 11 burials), as well as four secondary
depositions. In any case, these were all Christian
burials, placed next to a possibly cemeterial
church, since the bodies were laid in supine
position, with the skull oriented westwards and
facing east, and the arms folded over the pelvis.
The burials are arranged in clusters with W-E
orientation, with the deceased being buried at
a distance of 1 to 1.50m away from each other.
The burials lacked grave goods, accompanying
artefacts or coins, which strongly indicates that
they were looted and disturbed in the past.
Due to the significance of the site, a minor
change to the pipeline route was decided, in
order to preserve the building remains of the
church by burial. The date of the church still
remains an open question, as the excavation did
not yield accurate stratigraphic data for dating.
However, based on a preliminary approach of
the movable finds and the construction of the
building, the church may be possibly dated in
the Post-Byzantine period, its use covering a
timespan probably ranging from the 15th-16th
to the 19th c. The discovery of this small cem-
eterial church and the neighbouring Christian
cemetery reinforces the abovementioned view
concerning the settlement of Poria during the
Post-Byzantine period, around 1500. After the
first half of the 19th c. the church was possibly
destroyed or abandoned, for unknown reasons,
and its building materials were taken to be
reused. It seems that Poria experienced an
economic boom in the 19th c. and, in 1835,
the increased Greek Christian population fi-
nanced the decoration of the cemeterial church
of Saint Paraskevi within the village (Maicidou
1998, 223) . The dereliction of the excavated
church may, therefore, be associated with the
aforementioned economic boom of Poria that
made feasible to decorate or even build the
more splendorous church of Saint Paraskevi
within the settlement.

located and excavated. Indications of ancient

habitation in the wider region had been doc-
umented in the past. More specifically, at the
site of Kouroulista in Vasileiada, Early Christian
architectural members had been retrieved during
irrigation works, whereas a little further to the
north of Kouroulista the ruins of a church had
been unearthed; and finally, at the neighbouring
renovated chapel of Saint Athanasios, a small
Roman relief was found set into the east wall
of the church, depicting a representation of the
apotheosis of an emperor as Zeus (TooUyyapng
1996, 548).

The rescue excavation undertaken during the
archaeological works for the TAP project covered
an area of 354 sq.m along the pipeline, with
an E-W orientation. A total of 24 archaeolog-
ical trenches were determined, of which 23
measured 5x3m whereas one measured 3x3m.
Out of the 24 trenches, 21 were excavated by
hand, while for the remaining three a mechanical
excavator was employed, as there were no indi-
cations of archaeological evidence. On the west
part of the site and for about 33m (excavation
trenches 18-24), the archaeological remains
(fig. 9) comprised remnants of two buildings (A
and B). More specifically, a wall (Building A) 6.5m
long and 0.60m wide traversed trenches 22 and
23 with a NE-SW orientation, and continued
northwards exceeding the excavation grid. A
wall (Building B) 9.5m long, 0.60m wide and
0.70m high (four layers of stones are preserved)
traversed trenches 18 and 19 in the same di-
rection, also exceeding the grid northwards.
The wall was cut to the north by a wall section,
1.30m in length, whereas a second wall of a
N-S orientation ran through excavation trench
19, probably forming an angle with the first one,
but stretched beyond the grid.

North of the walls, where the interior of Building
B presumably lay, limited destruction layers were
exposed. The space between the two buildings
yielded concentrations of stones, traces of clay
and fire, a disposal pit and fragmentarily pre-
served sections of walls that do not provide
enough information so as to lay out a ground
plan. To the east of the buildings, a proba-
bly later pit grave of an adult was brought to
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light. The grave, which did not contain grave
goods, has a NW-SE orientation and measures
1.90x0.70m. In the rest of the excavated area,
seven pits of unequal size have been found. Of
these, five were covered by successive layers
of small stones and roof tiles and used to ac-
commodate pithoi, whereas the other two were
larger and could be identified as disposal pits.
The rest of the excavation trench contained
concentrations of stones and destruction layers.
The movable finds of the site include a large
quantity of wheel-made pottery, numerous frag-
ments of roof tiles and pithoi, clay loomweights,
bronze needles and pins, a miniature vase, part
of an iron dagger, fragments of glass vessels
as well as bronze coins, possibly of the Late
Roman era, which do not allow for an accurate
dating, even after conservation.

The partial exposure of the two buildings ex-
clusively within the pipeline’s trench renders
difficult to study them further and draw any
well-grounded conclusions regarding their iden-
tity and purpose. Nevertheless, judging by the
building remains, the pottery, the numismatic
evidence and the other movable finds of the
excavation, the site was possibly a settlement
dating to the Late Roman period. The discovery
of part of an organised Late Roman cemetery
just a few kilometres away from the site is
also possibly associated with the settlement
in question.

A total of 127 pit
area) graves were unearthed occupying an area measuring 114x21m (excavated to a depth

that ranged between 0.35m and 0.60m), while the cemetery extends southwards and
northwards. All skeletons (male, female and children) were found in a supine position,
with the skulls facing west. Those graves fumished with grave goods yielded potsherds,
fibulae of the 6th c. AD, eanrings, necklaces, daggers, belt buckles and rings.

Concentration of medium-sized and large stones over an area of 3.50x1.60m, at a
depth of 1.50m from ground level, extending to the east and north of the excavation.
Between them, fragments of roof tiles and pottery of the Late Byzantine and Post-
Byzantine period were found.

Section of a potter’s kiln of the Byzantine period. The preserved part that remains visible
is 1.70m in diameter, while the structure extends beyond the limits of the excavated
trench (at least 0.50m). Part of the roof that consists of rows of ceramic tiles is visible.
Undemeath, there is an arch-vault leading to the interior of the kiln.

Site featuring concentration of clay soil and clay lumps (at a depth of 0.25m from ground
level). Pottery of the Byzantine period, iron slags and a piece of glass paste were collected.

Ardanio - Itea Unearthing of a pit-grave whose deposit included numerous fragments of unpainted vases,
area mainly kantharoi of the Hellenistic period. Its interior contained combustion residues and
disintegrated bones. In close proximity to the grave (to the SE) a funerary jar was recovered,
filled with fragments of unpainted vases and an almost intact unpainted amphoriskos.

From Pithos 2, that was found destroyed, a few potsherds of
Thracian grey pottery and unpainted wares were collected. The (funerary) Pithos 1, around
0.95m in diameter, featured an extemal decorative relief band and contained a few bones,
shells and a large quantity of pottery. On its SW and S side, parts of Thracian vases with
false handles and rope-shaped decoration were found, possibly of the Neolithic period.

Remains of a stone-built structure, measuring approximately 4x2m, with NW-SE
orientation, that extended to the E and S side of the pipeline’s trench. It consisted of
medium-sized rubble stones with no specific arangement. Few potsherds of Thracian
pottery were collected.

Sections of clay conduit, possibly dating from the Post-Byzantine period (revealed at
a depth of around 0.80m from ground level) with lime mortar on the exterior surface.

Parts of clay conduits with mortar.

Pylaia

Unearthing of an archaological layer containing combustion residues, fragments of
bones and a considerable amount of pottery, mainly of the Hellenistic period. Unpainted,
black glazed and yellow pottery was collected. Bumt bones and vases were also found.

Part of a cemetery, possibly of the Byzantine period. At a depth of just over 1m, 12
unfumished adult graves were unearthed, as well as four child graves. All bodies had been
laid in a supine position with W-E orientation. The majority were pit graves, covered by
stone or ceramic slabs, whereas a free burial was also uncovered.

Destroyed burial structures, possibly pit-graves that contained the skeletal remains of
six people. In addition, two unfumished pit-graves without covering slabs were found in
situ (with the skull of the deceased facing west).

Three unfumished graves with E-W orientation (with the head of the deceased facing
west). Two of them were pit-graves. The anthropological material in the second grave
consisted of fragments of the skull and the upper limbs of the deceased only. In the
third tile-roofed grave, eight limestone slabs were found almost symmetrically arranged
around its edges.

Two pit-graves of the Byzantine period with no grave goods, found at a depth of 1-1.50m.
One of them was tile-roofed and contained only scant traces of charcoal, while the
second was heavily disturbed.

Aetochori

Location of burial remains at a depth of around 1m from ground level (disturbed — possibly
due to the preceding passage of machinery).

Loutros

Unearthing of the foundations of a Byzantine kiln. Clearing revealed the grate and (to
the east) the fire mouth.

Sykorrachi

Following the unearthing of stone burial slabs and glazed potsherds at a depth of 0.30m
from ground level, a rescue excavation was conducted. It revealed two rows of stone
piles with no specific arrangement, as well as ten pit-graves with covering slabs, at a
depth of about 1m, both fumished with grave goods and unfumished.

Agnantia -
Antheia area

Unearthing of an arched stone-built structure and a clay pipe (of the Byzantine or Late
Byzantine period).

Amfitriti

Excavations carried out in two phases uncovered initially a circular stone-built structure
(around 2.5m in diameter), 26 funerary stone structures, as well as a roof tile that had
been used as grave covering. The graves date back to the Late Byzantine period. During
the second phase of the works, 48 graves were brought to light. They are pit-graves
covered by stone and ceramic slabs. To the east of one of the graves (T® 20) fragments
of wall paintings were found on pieces of mortar.

Potamos

Architectural remains (piles of stones and the comer of a building) were unearthed at a
depth of 0.30 to 0.70m, occupying an area of 42.99 sq.m in total. Based on the ceramic
evidence, they date back to the Late Byzantine period.

Unlooted cist grave of the Roman period, measuring 2.65x1.90m, preserved to a height
of 1.34m, with E-W orientation (with a slight deviation northwards). It was covered
by four covering slabs and contained rich burial gifts. The anthropological material is
fragmentarily preserved.

Description of sites and finds

Unearthing of stone piles at six locations over an area 35m long, at a depth ranging from
0.40 to 0.95m. In one of them, an intact pithos was also recovered, which contained a
substantial amount of pottery, mainly of the Byzantine period.

Tile-roofed grave (child burial) excavated at a depth ranging between 0.05 and 0.30m.
The deposit contained few combustion residues and a few unglazed and glazed potsherds
of the Byzantine period. The skeleton was found disturbed, in a foetal position.

Remains of a three-aisled basilica with narthex and atrium (found at +0.50 to -0.30m from
ground level). S and E of the basilica, part of a stone-paved courtyard was found, as well
as foundations and floors belonging to subsidiary bulidings, together with various movable
finds, dating from the Late Roman to the Middle Byzantine period. Five unfumished graves
were uncovered in the nave. Based on numismatic evidence, the earliest phase of the
church dates back to the mid-4th c. AD and the last to the 3rd quarter of the 6th c. AD.

Trial trenching brought to light remains of a stone-built structure made of medium-sized
and large blocks of stone. The finds included destruction layers (with dense concentration
of roof tiles and bricks), part of a road paved with flat stones, rubble masonries with
mud mortar, postholes carved into the ground (at a depth ranging between 0.30 and
1.50m from ground level).

Sections of clay pipes unearthed at a depth of about 0.10-0.30m from ground level.

Unearthing, at a depth of about 0.25 to 0.80m, of the remains of a built structure
(courses of stones) resting on the bedrock.

Concentrations of stones at three spots excavated at a depth of about 0.20 to 1m (one
of them bearing evidence of a built face).

Palagia

Cemetery of the Late Byzantine period. Fifty-six graves were revealed, most of them
enclosed by stones, with imregular covering stone slabs. In most cases the skeletons were
intact, placed in a supine position, with E-W orientation. East of the graves, stones were
found piled atop of one-another, serving as markers.

Trial trenching to investigate a paved road. A total of eight large trenches were excavated
that revealed a second layer consisting of small stones firmly fixed in the bedrock. The
paved road is 14m long.

A dense layer of pithoi sherds arranged in three succesive rows occupied the
top surface. The entire structure was covered by a wall, approximately 0.20m thick, built
of compacted soil, stones, clay and fragments of bricks or roof tiles. The finds included
unpainted pottery, clay lumps, parts of pithoi and roof tiles.

The movable finds
were few, but the study of the pottery may provide a more precise chronology of the
lifespan of the site.

(Site 2) At a shallow depth, a section of a Late Roman cemetery was located, consisting
of two smalll clusters of graves (the east one included five graves, and the west one eight
graves). With the exception of one jar burial, all other graves contained interments. The
deceased were laid directly on the ground, in an extended supine position, with SW-NE
or opposite orientation, the arms parallel to the body.

Destruction layer of the Imperial period which, based on the preliminary study of the
pottery, dates from the 1st-2nd c. AD.

Archaeological strata of various periods, which include: a) a layer comprised of stones,
pottery and animal bones, whichdates from the Imperial period; b) prehistoric domestic
remains (found deeper than the first layer): successive layers of small rubble stones and
pebbles forming flat surfaces, unpainted hand-made vases, part of a small tripod table
with damaged incised decoration, approximately 50 stone artefacts and evidence of tool
manufacture in the region.

Excavation of an oblong rectangular building of the Post-Byzantine period (its interior
was not investigated). The movable finds include a stone tool, iron objects, a quartz flake,
glass paste, fragments of a glass bead, the rim of a glass vessel as well as unpainted
and glazed vessels.

Description of sites and finds

Fragmentarily preserved foundations of a Middle Byzantine building, possibly a small
church, which may have been destroyed by fire. The movable finds include a bronze coin, a
bronze and more glass bracelets, a stone spindle whorl, parts of glass and metal objects,
as well as unpainted and glazed pottery. It is possibly associated with the cemetery that
was located further west, at the site of Grigoro.

Excavation that brought to light (at six locations) parts of a fortification structure of the
2nd half of the 4th c. AD. It is a quadrilateral fortress, measuring approx. 150x155m.
Parts of its east and south sides were revealed, as well as two towers, one of which
features a built apse. The building is made of large river pebbles with no binding medium.

Cemetery with pit and cist graves, workshop remains and disposal pits of the Byzantine
period. A funerary pithos of the Iron Age was unearthed in the deeper layers.

Pigadia

Part of an aqueduct of intemal diameter 0.13m, with N-S orientation.

Two sections of an aqueduct, running parallel and placed next to each other, with
NE-SW orientation. The first conduit consists of 19 cylindrical clay parts fixed
together with mortar. Its south and north preserved parts are 2.60 m. and 0.90 m.
long respectively, while they extend beyond the limits of the trench. The second
one preserves only one of its clay pipes. At a short distance, scattered parts of a
clay pipe were located, which most likely formed part of the same conduit, as well
as potsherds and furnace waste.

Destruction layer with combustion residues, fragments of roof tiles, parts of vases, flint
blades, an iron rod, bone fragments and a large quantity of seashells. The study of seashells
will enable the extraction of valid conclusions as regards the interpretation of the site.

Disturbed archaeological layer with concentration of roof tiles and bones, a few pieces of
charcoal, a glazed potsherd, a bronze artefact, and a small quantity of wheel-made pottery.

Part of an aqueduct with N-S orientation whose inner diameter is 0.15m.

Vafeika

Part of an aqueduct, 16.20m long, with NE-SW orientation. It consists of 54 cylindrical
clay parts attached to each other and insulated with mortar. Small pebbles were mounted
on either side in order to secure them in place.

Feloni

Two parallel sections of aqueducts, 4m long, in direct contact with each other, with
NW-SE orientation. They are comprised of cylindrical clay parts of varying size. Stones
and portions of bricks have been placed on the outer sides of the two rows and scarcely
in between, in order to secure them in place. It appears that each row featured double
cylindrical parts, the one inside the other, joined together with lime mortar on their
base. Lime mortar was also used for the insulation of the joints of the cylindrical parts.

Two sections of aqueducts that run parallel to each other with N-S orientation, consisting
of cylindrical clay parts. The inner diameter of their mouth is 0.14m.

Tektonas

Section of an aqueduct (cylindrical clay parts) with N-S orientation. The inner diameter
of their mouths ranges from 0.11 to 0.14m, in order to facilitate their connection and
achieve insulation.

Funerary (?) pithos of the 4th c. BC, whose maximum preserved outer height is 1.92m
and its maximum outer diameter is 1.53m. It featured a disc-shaped cover extemally
supported by a stone.
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Destruction layer (?) consisting of dark brown soil, with combustion residues, fragments
of roof tiles and rubble stones. The interpretation and dating of the find have not been
possible, as it was not further investigated.

Pithos of the Middle Byzantine period, possibly serving disposal purposes (it contained
of unpainted and glazed potsherds, fragments of roof tiles and glass vessels, parts of a
stone object, clay lumps, slags and bones).

Diomideia

Destruction layer with fragments of roof tiles and a layer of solid lime mortar. The scarce
evidence cannot support reliable interpretation and date of the find.

Kossos

Archaeological layer 8.54m long and 0.48m wide, with large concentration of fragments
of cylindrical clay objects, possibly for artisanal use. In the deposit, a large amount of
smelting residues (slag) and concentration of charcoal were found. The finds may be
associated with the operation of a metallurgy kiln.

Part of an aqueduct with N-S orientation surrounded by rubble stones (it was not further
investigated, as it extended beyond the limits of the trench).

Part of an aqueduct with NE-SW orientation (it was not further investigated, as it extended
beyond the limits of the trench).

Poimni

Destruction layer that included fragments of roof tiles and parts of large vessels (possibly
pithoi). In direct contact with the east side of the destruction layer, a section of masonry
(upper part of a wall) was unearthed. Finds include a bone tool, a few fragments of glass
objects, and many parts of striped handles of ceramic vessels.

(Site 1) Intersection of the pipeline with defensive structures of World War I. Parts of
a bastion and communication trenches were exposed. West of the fort, from the side
of the trench, two stone-built benches formed the terreplein of the fort. The structure
follows the uphill gradient of the terrain.

(Site 5) Intersection of the pipeline’s Right of Way with the fortifications. Parts of a trench
and a bench (terreplein) were located. Also, fragments of a clay conduit of the same date
as the forts (1914-1915) were unearthed.

(Site 6) No interference of the pipeline with the fortifications. Trial trenching at the
bastion of the fort.

(Site 7) No interference of the pipeline with the fortifications. Trial trenching at the
bastion of the fort in the area of the battlement revealed part of a wall built of marble,
a double-T-shaped metal rod, as well as pottery fragments.

Unearthing of a pottery workshop that yielded storage pithoi, part of a kiln, parts of walls
and a destruction layer with potsherds, fragments of bricks and minor finds.

Tile-covered grave (kalyvitis). The grave goods consinsted of a ceramic vessel and a coin.

Kalabaki

Cemetery consisting of multiple burials in graves and free burials. Most of the skeletons
were preserved intact with no grave goods; very few were accompanied by bronze coins.

Prehistoric settlement. Destruction layers containing building material from the dwellings,
as well as parts of thermal and other installations were revealed. Potsherds, parts of
ceramic vessels, and minor finds were collected, as well as samples for radiocarbon
dating and palaeoethnobotanical study.

Mavrolefki

Parts of a stone-paved road. Scant finds were collected that included fragments of
undecorated pottery, bronze minor objects and a Byzantine coin.

Disposal and workshop pits, one unfumished burial, stone piles and combustion residues
were found. Parts of ceramic vessels, very few glazed potsherds and a large quantity
of minor finds were collected.

Fotolivos

Pits containing potsherds and minor finds.Three burials. A small quantity of unpainted
and glazed pottery was retrieved, and very few animal bones.

Section of a stone-built irigation conduit. Scant coarse, rounded potsherds were collected.

Symvoli

Pit grave dug into the ground. The deceased was laid in a supine position with the head
facing west (only the lower limbs were preserved). The burial was not accompanied by
grave goods.

Three pits and 75 graves occupying a total area of 500m?, 150m long were unearthed.
They can be dated to Late Antiquity (mainly pit graves covered by schist slabs, also plain
pit and tile-roofed graves). Most of them had E-W orientation, with the exception of 18
graves with N-S orientation. Five funerary structures contained double burials. Also, nine
child burials were found together. Some of the graves were fumished with burial gifts.
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Alistrati

Pit grave dug into the greyish-white clayey subsoil, with the deceased placed in a supine
position, the head facing west. Only the east half of the grave was preserved; no grave
goods were retrieved.

Lefkothea

Looted cist grave (1.85x0.85m). Its top surface consisted of large slabs of stone, whereas
the floor was made of hard beaten earth with traces of white coating. Its interior yielded
a bronze coin, a metal object and scant pottery.

Mandili

Excavation on the south edges of the prehistoric Mandili Toumba (two torrents demarcate
the site to the east and west). A total of 14 pit graves, 39 -possibly disposal- pits,
remains of eight walls, a pebbled floor and the floors of three thermal installations were
unearthed. Evidence of pile structures, pottery and prehistoric tools (Bronze Age), building
remains of the Late Roman and the Byzantine period and pit burials possibly of the Early
Byzantine period were brought to light.

Part of a clay conduit was excavated, 0.12m in diameter, descending to a depth of
5.30m, with SE-NW orientation towards the nearest torrent.

Excavation of possible pits that contained animal bones and Byzantine pottery. Also,
concentrations of stones were unearthed.

During the excavation of eight trial trenches a large quantity of prehistoric (Neolithic)
pottery and clay lumps were collected, whereas possible postholes were found dug into
the natural clayey ground.

Location of architectural remains (0.80x0.70m).

Sfelinos

Unearthing of a stone-paved surface, together with fragments of hand-made pottery
and combustion residues.

Excavation of two stone piles west of TAP's route. During the excavation of the first
pile, that measured 2x0.60-1m, a ditch (1.70x1.10m) was found dug into the bedrock.
During trial trenching, prehistoric and Hellenistic pottery was recovered.

Excavation of two ditches dug into the natural rocky ground. Scant pottery was collected
(fragments of black glazed vessels).

Excavation of a 21x6m area with strong combustion traces and a large number of roof
tiles and bricks, as well as a few potsherds.

Excavation of a pit with greyish-brown deposit and potsherds, possibly dating to the
prehistoric period. A large stone was found on the top surface.

Excavations brought to light two walls forming an angle. A semi-circular artificial carving
(reservedly interpreted as an underground space) was also found. The investigation
yielded a substantial amount of pottery, part of a millstone, fragments of blades, stone
tools and animal bones.

Retrieval of part of a pithos and also a disposal pit that contained a large number
of Neolithic potsherds featuring graphite, incised filled with paste and black-on-red
decoration, stone tools, part of a figurine, parts of jewels made of seashell of the spondylus
gaederopus species, animal bones, seashells and clay lumps.
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Mesorrachi

Unearthing of ditches which -most likely— encircled prehistoric settlements, walls built of
rubble, and disposal pits. The collected finds include unpainted pottery, potsherds with
straw imprints, with black-on-red decoration, graphite or incised decoration preserving
traces of white paste, as well as black-topped potsherds, terracotta figurines, bone
jewels and stone tools.

Excavation that brought to light concentration of disposal pits, a destruction layer
containing a large quantity of pottery and two pithoi found in situ. All pits, except for
three, formed complexes that intersected each other, while some of them were filled
with a large number of stones, roof tiles and pottery. Apart from pottery, iron lumps, slag,
nails, bronze bracelets, a double pin, a small bell and coins of the emperors Justinian |
and Justin Il were unearthed.

Nea Zichni

Tile-roofed grave, with the deceased facing west. No grave goods were found. No further
burials were located in the wider area.

Excavation of archaeological layer and a pithos recovered in situ, clay lumps with imprints
of twigs, and prehistoric pottery.

Investigation of a possible Neolithic settlement. Part of a V-shaped ditch was found
dug into the natural off-yellow ground of the trench.A large amount of Neolithic pottery
was collected (featuring black-on-red decoration and incised motifs with white paste),
as well as a bone axe, bone bracelets and animal remains.

Excavation that yielded pottery of the Late Neolithic period, clay lumps and a few tools.

Excavation that brought to light a partially preserved workshop installation of the Roman
— Late Roman period (walls, pits, part of an outdoor pebbled floor, destruction layer
consisting of roof tiles of the superstructure collapsed into the interior, unpainted and
red-glazed pottery, loomweights and bronze coins of the emperors Trajan, Antoninus
Pius and Severus Alexander).

Unearthing of a stone pile that included a small number of roof tiles, potsherds and
an iron nail.

Excavation of a stone pile in which combustion residues and a small quantity of clay
lumps were found. It also revealed two archaeological layers with Archaic and Classical
pottery, a disposal pit containing a large quantity of pottery, a few bones, lake shells
and stones. Two phases of occupation have been established, in the Bronze Age and
the Archaic period.

Excavation of seven disposal pits, which were dug into the local soft semi-rock of the
region and contained mainly pottery (one of them yielded lonic, lonicising and Corinthian
pottery together with several clay lumps preserving imprints of reeds, while another one
contained a fragment of an Attic black-figure kylix with representation of a horseman;
a third one featured a small black-glazed kyathos preserved intact).

Location of a pit dug into the earth. The deposit contained chips of pale yellow clay
and small charcoals, as well as a substantial amount of pottery (black glazed potsherds,
fragment of a Corinthian aryballos), parts of a pithos, a few animal bones and lake shells.

Excavation of 31 pits dug into the ground, possibly serving disposal purposes, and
associated with some kind of habitation in the region. They contained rubble stones,
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pottery of the Archaic and the Classical period (parts of amphorae, pithoi, black-glazed,
black-figure and red-figure vessels), clays with imprints of reeds, loomweights, iron
tools and coins; in the interior of some of them heavy combustion residues were found.

Tholos

Pit grave disturbed by the passage of machinery. It contained Post-Byzantine pottery;
an intact cinerary um with intense combustion residues, bone fragments and seashells.
Cist grave covered by a single stone slab. The collected finds included a spearhead, a
knife and a fibula.

Unearthing of parts of a clay conduit and channel, 10.20m in total length, with SW-NE
orientation, large quantities of hand-made pottery and possible postholes (?).

Toumba

Retrieval of unpainted pot-shaped vessel, possibly of funerary use that contained the
bones of an infant.

Pentapoli

Excavation of two cist and eight pit graves, for the construction of which the natural
cavities in the rocky ground had been utilized. The preservation state of the skeletal
material in six of these graves bears testimony to intense disturbance; nonetheless,
cases of multiple burials have been recorded.

Neos Skopos

A cist grave with N-S orientation was excavated, which contained the skeletal remains of
a child or adolescent. It was covered by large slabs of stone, while the floor consisted of
beaten earth mixed with gravel. The grave goods included a gold bead, a gold epistomion
(mouth-plate) and a Corinthian exaleiptron (container), decorated with a band of lotus-
flower motif, and iron objects.

Mitrousi
- Provatas

Unearthing of two pits that contained clay lumps, combustion residues, bones and a
multitude of potsherds (belonging to cooking and storage vessels, with traces of yellow
and green glaze and incised decoration). Due to rainfall and the rising groundwater levels,
the wall of the trench collapsed, resulting in the partial excavation of the pits.

Irakleia

Section of a stone-paved road, 5m long and 3m wide, with N-S orientation, and built of
river pebbles of varying size and rubbles. A small amount of pottery and metal objects
were recovered during clearing.

Kefalochori

Eighteen stone-built enclosures and six shallow pits (possibly funerary structures) were
excavated. The enclosures were almost circular in plan (their diameter ranging from
1.50m to 3m) and in direct contact with each other. The initial enclosure served as the
core to which the neighbouring structures were later attached. Most of them were built
of rubbles of varying size, forming single or double courses. Their interior featured steps,
whereas the bedrock served as their floor.

Revealing of domestic and burial remains (adult and child burials). The pottery dates back
to the Bronze and the Iron Age, while only one trench yielded coins and intact black-
glazed ceramic vessels of the Hellenistic period. The architectural remains include parts
of walls, a beaten-earth floor, and stone piles.

Retrieval of 14 Roman coins, pottery and a structure made of roof tiles, followed by
excavation that exposed a shallow ditch dug into the bedrock with E-W orientation,
covered by Laconian flat roof tiles. It was interpreted as a funerary structure (no bones
or grave goods were located, with the exception of two iron nails).
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Pithos measuring 1.52x0.68m, covered by rubbles, with E-W orientation. Scant pottery
and parts of lead repair fittings.

Parts of a clay conduit with E-W orientation, slightly tuming south. The east part, which
was found in situ, preserves in places traces of hydraulic mortar.

Cluster of five pithoi with E-W orientation. They were covered by rubble stones and were
horizontally fixed with the aid of small stones placed near their mouth. Their use has been
interpreted as funerary (no bones have been found). Pithos 4 contained a kantharos-
shaped vessel. Pithos 5 (inside of which a phiale-shaped vessel and one additional vessel
were found) featured on the outer surface lead repair rivets, and preserved traces of a
black organic substance of vitreous texture (vegetal tar?).

Section of a stone-paved road (dating most likely to the Ottoman period), a pit grave dug
into the ground (from which very few bones, a clay cup and a lamp were collected), parts
of walls built of rubble masonry, large quantities of pottery and loom weights. Several
trenches exposed the natural ground to a shallow depth, whereas the coexistence of
antique and modem finds indicates disturbance of the archaeological layers.

Unearthing of part of a floor made of reddish clayey soil (undemeath mud-bricks of the
superstructure). On the floor surface, aside from the numerous stone tools, a clay structure
was uncovered, measuring 1.10x1.20m. Following the removal of the floor, black clayey
soil was found in places. Trenching brought to light stone concentrations under which a
disposal pit was unearthed. The excavation data most likely suggest the presence of a
prehistoric settlement. In addition, the retrieval of black-glazed potsherds and a bronze
coin of the Hellenistic period attests to the use of the site during historical times as well.

Isoma

Roman cemetery. A total of 42 burials were excavated which, based on the coins
retrieved, can be dated between the 2nd and the 3rd c. AD.

Excavation of a building complex (at foundation level) of the Roman period with two
main phases, either contemporaneous or in close chronological proximity to each other.

Theodosia

Roman cemetery with 48 burials, which, based on numismatic evidence, can be dated
between the 2nd and the 3rd c. AD .

Roman pit.

Building remains (extended stone pile) with Roman pottery.

Evangelistria

Unfumished pit burial covered by limestone slabs.

Rectangular ditch dug into the bedrock with heavy combustion residues. It contained
numerous corroded modem metal objects. The ditch served most likely as a temporary
military structure, possibly associated with the modem history of the area.

Section of a grave with no burial gifts.

Lachanas

Building remains. Destruction layer consisting of Laconian-type roof tiles and parts of
two walls built of rubble. The finds include bulb-shaped unguentaria, mould-made lamps,
loomweights, as well as seven silver and bronze coins (late 1st c. BC to the mid-3rd c. AD).

Stone-built drainage conduit and shaft, possibly of the Roman period.
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Karteres

Domestic remains, heavily disturbed due to farming. An extended stone pile and part
of a pithos were retrieved. Pottery, loomweights and other minor finds were collected.

Workshop installation, possibly a tannery. The finds include loomweights, whorls, millstones
and 12 coins that attest to the use of the site from the late 1st c. BC to the 3rd quarter
of the 1st c. AD.

Karteres (Vlachi-
ka Kalyvia site)

Section of a cemetery. A pit grave covered by limestone slabs was excavated, and a
tile-roofed one that did not yield any grave goods.

Assiros Pits of the Late Bronze Age.
Part of a cemetery with burials that mainly date back to the 4th c. AD.
Domestic remains and two pits with pottery of the Late Roman period.
Hellenistic pit.

Drymos Cemetery of the Roman and Late Roman period.

Melissochori

Remains of a stone-paved road, probably of the Byzantine period.

Pentalofos

Settlement of the Middle Neolithic period.

Three water supply pipes, two of which (I and II) consist of clay spools, while the third
one is made of bricks covered by schist slabs (the latter possibly dates back to the 15th
c. AD, whereas the former are eatlier in date).

Domestic remains of the Roman period (destruction layer). The retrieved pottery included
fragments of cooking vessels, commercial amphorae, plates etc.

Nea Mesimvria

Pipe composed of clay spools.

Excavation in two sites, each yielding a pit with rubble stones, fragments of roof tiles,
potsherds and/or animal bones.

Domestic remains. A small kiln-hearth was unearthed measuring 0.90x0.87m. Fragments
of roof tiles, stones, pottery and clay lumps were collected.

Destruction layer (containing fragments of roof tiles, fine pottery, bones and mortar).

Section of a cemetery. Twenty-one graves were exposed. Based on numismatic evidence,
its use dates between the 2nd and the 3rd c. AD.

Agios Athanasios
- Nea Mesimvria

Clay pipe consisting of clay spools.

Gefyra

Pile of roof tiles almost circular in plan. It possibly constitutes the preserved part of a
small structure built directly on the ground.

Pit with pottery of the Early Roman period.

ANTIQUITIES and built graves), yielding a variety of movable finds, such as pottery, coins and jewellery.

Scant pottery of the Post-Byzantine period, no architectural remains.

Part of a themmal clay installation.

Site with two shallow pits, domestic remains, a pithos found in situ and large quantity
of wheel-made pottery of the Hellenistic and the Roman period.

Few building remains with pottery dated to the Roman and the Byzantine period, animal
bones, etc.
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Four additional sites with building remains, one of which yielded pottery of historical times.
Layer with scattered stones, roof tiles, animal bones and pottery of historical times.
Filotas At adepth of 1 to 1.50m, shattered building remains of the Roman period were unearthed,

as well as ruins of structures, pottery, a destroyed tile-roofed grave and a possible jar
burial, fragments of glass vessels, metal and stone tools, animal bones,seashells and a
Roman bronze coin. At a depth of 2 to 3.40m, building remains of the Late Neolithic |
period were found. These include two pile dwellings, solidified building clay used as infill of
the wooden frame, postholes, an outdoor circular hearth (with six successive construction
phases) and a curved boundary marker made of clay. A large number of movable finds
were collected, such as pottery, stone and bone tools, loomweights, animal bones etc.

Parts of dwellings; pits; remains of clay structures; clay lumps; roof tiles; a large quantity
of pottery; bone, stone, metal and glass finds; jewellery; tools; animal bones; and two
Roman and one Byzantine bronze coins. Unfumished pit grave of the Byzantine period.
Hellenistic domestic layers were found at a greater depth.

Building remains of historical times; pits; pottery; objects made of stone and bone; roof
tiles; and clay lumps.

Sections of walls built of rubble and pottery of the Roman period.

Two pit graves of the Middle Byzantine period fumished with coins, a small iron knife
and jewels, such as rings and beads (Site 11C).

Building remains, pits, clay lumps, parts of roof tiles, pottery of historical times, stone
tools, metal and glass artefacts, jewellery, animal bones. Pit with a large quantity of
pottery of the Iron Age.

Few building remains, clay lumps, metal artefacts, one Byzantine bronze scyphate coin
and substantial quantity of pottery.

Building remains with parts of roof tiles, clay lumps, potsherds of historical times.

Domestic remains, pits, stone tools, clay lumps, fragments of roof tiles, pottery of
historical times.

Fragments of pithoi and roof tiles, large amount of pottery, metal objects, section of a
water supply conduit comprised of clay pipes.

Variko

Fortified site that controlled the passage to ancient Orestis. Concentrations of stone
were found throughout the plateau on top of the hill, while remains of the enclosure wall
surrounding the top were also unearthed. The removal of the collapsed stones brought
to light structures built directly on the bedrock. Small buttresses vertically arranged at
regular intervals on the crest of the hill. Byzantine pottery, a few hand-made potsherds
and a small part of a prehistoric stone tool were collected.

Two more sites with few building remains, fragments of wheel-made pottery, metal and
glass objects of historical times.

Pyrgoi

Part of a cemetery of the Early Byzantine period. Eight graves were unearthed (seven pit
and one cist grave), cut into the bedrock and covered by slabs. One of them contained
a secondary deposition, another one accommodated the double burial of a mother and
her child, some of them were fumished with clay vases, whereas in some other examples
the deceased were accompanied by their personal jewels.

Location of disintegrated deposits of a settlement of the Early Iron Age. Trial trenching
did not yield any other finds.

Structure of the Roman period.

Architectural remains were located at six more sites (with no further evidence).

Indications of archaeological layers (chromatic differentiation, with no further evidence)
was found at four additional sites.

Pyrgoi - Kominia

Small-scale excavation that yielded few pottery.

Pyrgoi - Kastro

Domestic remains of the Early Iron Age and historical times were excavated in a length
of 250m. There were also evidence of habitation or artisanal activity in the site during
historical times, possibly the Hellenistic period, as well as the Late Roman - Early Byzantine
period.

Pyrgoi - Omali,
Lofos

Excavation in the area of two drystone walls, which were visible on the surface of the site.
Remains of a third wall were unearthed at a lower level. Based on the scarce pottery that
came to light, the buildings can be dated back to the Late Roman - Early Byzantine period.
Three pithoi and a clay storage structure of the Byzantine period were also unearthed.

Pyrgoi - Omali,
Mikros Lofos

Parts of the stone-built foundations of a building, rectangular in plan, and a superimposed
curved wall of a later period. A bronze coin indicates that the building belongs to the
Roman period, whereas the rest of the finds suggest that it remained in use until the
Early Byzantine period.

Excavation that yielded scant finds.
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Perdikkas - Palia
Ammorycheia

Cemetery of the Early Bronze Age, in which 11 graves were located (nine of them were
excavated). The graves are arranged in three parallel rows at a distance of around 2m
from each other, with S-N orientation, the head of the deceased facing south. The
shape of seven of these graves ranges from ellipsoidal to rectangular; their walls are built
of rubble stones, surmounted by a stone mound. One of them is a pit grave, whereas
the last accommodated a cremation, demarcated by small stones. The deceased were
accompanied by one or two ceramic vessels, whereas one of them also featured a tortoise.

Four thermal installations were found at three sites.

Archaeological domestic remains (arranged row of stones, with no further indications).

At three more sites concentrations of pottery or archaeological layers were unearthed,
with no further indications.

Peridkkas - Rachi

Domestic remains of the Hellenistic and the Roman period. Eighteen pits were uncovered,
sparsely arranged in clusters, with varying content and use.

Domestic remains were unearthed at three additional sites, two of which featured
concentration of clay, roof tiles, pottery, bones and combustion residues.

Pits unearthed in two sites (with no further indications).

Archaeological layer/material located in four additional sites, with no further indications.

Excavation that yielded scant pottery.

Ptolemaida

Archaeological domestic remains (stones).

Ptolemaida -

Domestic remains of the Early Iron Age. The excavation brought to light the floor of a
thermal installation made of potsherds covered with clay, and a pithos.

Part of a settlement of the Late / Final Neolithic period. Part of a clay floor was found,
upon which lay several shattered vases and fired clays of the superstructure.

Small-scale excavation that brought to light domestic deposits of the Early Iron Age,
a stone-built structure, pits and pithoi of the Late Hellenistic and the Roman period. A
Hellenistic burial was also unearthed.

Domestic remains and one thermal installation were uncovered in four more sites.

Archaeological layer of the Early Iron Age. The excavation uncovered a destruction layer.

Evidence of archaeological layers / material (with no other indications) retrieved in 12
additional sites.

Location of architectural remains (not further investigated).

Concentration of stones. Small-scale excavation revealed a modem well.

Three large pithoi, that possibly belong to the Bronze Age. Two pits were also excavated
at the same site, one of which yielded a seal that can be dated to the transition between
the Final Neolithic period and the Early Bronze Age.

Wall made of rubble stones and mud dated to the period of the Ottoman Occupation,
possibly associated with the agricultural use of the site. Retrieval of scant unpainted
wheel-made pottery, roof tiles and an iron sheet.

Unearthing of building remains.

Excavation of two tile-roofed graves of the Late Roman period. They contained vases,
a “hoard” of bronze coins issued under Theodosius | and a bronze bracelet.

Exposure of building remains of the Roman period that included ruins of low walls,
disposal pits, coins and other movable finds.

Fragments of a large pithos found in situ.

Collection of potsherds of wheel- and hand-made pottery and roof tiles.

Krepeni Unearthing of a small quantity of unpainted, wheel- and hand-made pottery, few bones
and a small clay spindle whorl of the Bronze Age.

A small quantity of undecorated wheel- and/or hand-made pottery as well as parts of
pithoi were found at three more sites.

Scattered clay lumps, considerable amount of hand-made pottery, few wheel-made
wares, animal bones and combustion residues.

Surface destruction layer (possible archaeological domestic remains that had been carried
away from a neighbouring site).

Deposit that contained limestone inclusions, small rubble stones, clay chips and scant
combustion residues.

Site with evidence of destruction layers and disturbance in which finds of the Neolithic
period, the Bronze Age and the Late Roman period coexisted.

Wiater supply conduit dating back to the period of the Ottoman Occupation. Scant pottery
and animal bones were collected.

Concrete clay lumps that formed part of a clay structure, together with potsherds and a
stone tool (of the Neolithic period).

Poria Small church with three-sided apse of the Post-Byzantine period. Ten pit graves were
unearthed south of the church, as well as one disturbed grave and four secondary
depositions.

Two sites that each yielded a shallow disposal pit (one featuring a rim and the second
being a flimsy structure).

Small destruction layer (with fragments of roof tiles, bricks and orange wheel-made
pottery).

Agia Kyriaki Small shallow pit with few potsherds of wheel-made pottery, clay chips and combustion
residues.

Oinoi Unearthing of two large disposal pits.

Collection of undecorated wheel-made pottery deposited on the surface and roof tiles
of the Roman period.

leropigi Remains possibly identified as destroyed themmal installations (possibly of the Neolithic
period).

Chiliodendro

Location, investigation and collection of sections of a clay water-supply pipe dated to
the Ottoman period.
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Argos Orestiko

Location of kiln waste (multiple unfired bricks) and a large roof tile of Laconian type.
They are associated with workshops (potter's kilns) of the Roman period found in a
neighbouring site.

Unearthing of portion of a clay water-supply conduit of the Ottoman period.

Collection of sections of a clay water-supply conduit, dating to the Ottoman period.

Lithia

Collection of layers of clay lumps and few skeletal remains (possible presence of graves).
